
�Candidates for a Healthy Westchester� 
Join With Astorino to Take Back County Board  

Stating that the current Democratic su-
permajority on the Westchester County Board 
of Legislators has to be removed if reforms 
to bring property tax relief and job growth to 
Westchester are to succeed, County Executive 
Rob Astorino joined with a slate of Republican 
candidates for the 17 seats on the Westchester 
Board of Legislators up for re-election this year 
to ask for the resident’s and voter’s support this 
November.

“The people of Westchester voted in 2009 
to make a change,” said Astorino. “We have 
slowed down spending and changed the mindset 

of county government, but we need to have a 
true partnership with the county board in order 
to move reform forward and we have a great 
team with me today to do just that.”

Joining Astorino at the Westchester County 
Center this week for the kickoff of the “Candi-
dates for a Healthy Westchester” campaign were 
Suzanna Keith, Peter Michaelis, Susan Konig 
and Sheila Marcotte.

Keith is running in the Seventh District 
against Legislator Judy Myers. “We must give 
the trophy of being the highest tax county in the 
country away,” said Keith. “My opponent voted 

against cutting spending 247 times. We need to 
help the County Executive cut wasteful spend-
ing.”

Michaelis is running in District Two against 
Legislator Peter Harckham. “We have a dysfunc-
tional county board of legislators and enough is 
enough,” he said. “We need new leadership to 
cut a $1.8 billion county budget; cutting $30 
million a year isn’t enough.”

Konig is running in the Ninth District to 
replace retiring legislator Bill Burton. “I’m 
embarrassed to live in the highest taxed county 
in the nation, and the current board should be 

ashamed,” Konig said. “They have had their 
chance but have overtaxed.”

Marcotte, a current member of the county 
board, won a special election earlier this year 
and is running for her ýrst full term on the board 
representing the 10th District.

“Some of us on the board have tried to re-
duce spending, but we must do more and ýnd 
creative ways and enact tax reform now,” she 
said. “I hear the same concerns from residents 
in my district.”

Also joining Astorino were County Legis-

The Fall Harvest Festival also includes 
pony rides, a petting zoo, pumpkin painting and 
musical entertainment, along with New York 
State apple, cheese and wine sampling. There 
is also a free pinecone-scented candle giveaway 
for Empire Club members and drawings for $50 
betting vouchers, courtesy of Blue Chip Farms. 
Of course, a full card of parimutuel races is also 
part of the evening.

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“All Things Photography” By Richard Res-
tiano

Here’s a recent surprise; there is once 
again a Polaroid instant ýlm camera on the 
market. We have them in stock and I was won-
dering to what audience do these devices ap-
peal? 

Well, it is very easy to use, light weight, 
fun and produces 10 2- by 3-inch instant im-
ages per ýlm pack. So with digital cameras in 
just about every household, why do we need 
instant photos? Good question.

Needless to say, getting that photo imme-
diately in your hand, as in “now,” does beat 
just looking at the image on the back of a cam-
era or screen on your phone. And I suppose 
if you were on a trip you could leave a copy 
of the image with someone you were visiting 
with; or, just for the fun of it, pointing, shoot-
ing and handing out the prints as we did on a 
dinner cruise one evening. It is entertainment 
— like card tricks, magic stunts and playing 
the ukulele — all part of the reason you are in 
demand at parties.

That’s not such a bad reason for having the 
camera with you, although the cost of those in-
stant images adds up. At about 90 cents, there 
is a cost for the fun convenience and novelty 
of this “print-in-your-hand”camera. However, 
for the person who has everything, they need 
this camera.

That led me to the next thought sequence 
which is looking at the ways you can make 
photographs. You can print at home on an HP, 
Canon or Epson printer. You can go to your 
local photo lab or CVS, Walgreens or Wal-
mart. You can order online, or you can just 
“share” the image electronically with friends 
and family and let them print it if they want 
it so badly.

Since Arista Camera is similar to Ritz 
and other camera stores, we have an in-store 
lab and believe that our prints are faster, way 

better and cheaper. Plus you get ex-
tras like a free CD or second set of 
prints. In addition, at Arista Camera 
& Imaging we personally view, edit 
and correct all images to enhance 
their visual appeal.

The online solutions are many, 
such as Shutterþy, Kodak Gallery, 
etc. The quality is generally good 
and the pricing is excellent. Online is 
generally cheaper than in-store labs. 
For instance, at www.aristacamera.
com online prints are always vol-
ume discounted where, in the store, 
there is a pricing scale depending 
on number of prints. The online or-
ders are processed in the store so the 
quality is the same — since you do 
the work, like cropping and order-
ing, online, you get a better price.

This gets us back to Polaroid. In 
all the above, although you see the 
image immediately, you can’t get a 
hard copy for a few hours or days 
(when ordering online). The only ri-
val to getting prints when you want 
them is printing at home.

A few years ago, this was a ma-
jor business model; however, as you 
will soon see, the cost of the printer, 
paper, inks and your time do not 
make this the mass market winner it 
started out to be.

If a 4- by 6-inch print on aver-
age costs 20 cents in a camera store lab and 
even less (10 cents) online, you can’t justify 
the print at home option, where the cost of 
media and inks brings the cost to 50 cents or 
more, plus your time.

The New York Times wrote about this pro-
cess in their technology review; “…after the 
initial investment, you are going to pay at least 
28 cents if you believe the manufacturer, but 
in reality it will be closer to 50 cents if you 
trust the testing of product reviewers at Con-
sumer Reports.” More information is available 
at www.articlesbase.com. Here are some high-
lights from the article by John Dow:

Å ñThe time it takes to print each photo is 
brutal. Thirty prints could take over an hour”;

Å ñPrinting photos at home with your ink-
jet printer can get expensive... you will pay up 
to ýve times the cost of getting them at some 
retail photo lab”;

Å ñ...It doesnôt take a brain surgeon to see 
that you can save about $1 per print if you wait 
for a few hours to get your print.”

Well, there you have it. If you can’t wait 
for those prints, do it at home or invest in a 
new Polaroid and have it anytime and any-
where you want it. And with Polaroid, those 
who need to keep that personal image under 
wraps won’t have to worry, since there is no 
digital ýle to get out on the internet. Wow, just 
like the good old days.

The Hispanic Resource Center (HRC) of 
Larchmont and Mamaroneck has elected Liz 
Liscio as its new president of the board.

Liscio, an attorney, is a 20-year resident of 
Larchmont and has served on the HRC board 
for the past three years. She brings to the role 
years of experience as a volunteer, including 
as president of the Mamaroneck High School 
PTSA, as board member of the Larchmont 
Zoning Board of Appeals, the Mamaroneck/
Larchmont Student Aid Fund and the League 
of Women Voters of Larchmont/Mamaroneck.

Liscio succeeds John S. Gitlitz, who will 
continue on the board. Liscio assumes this role 
at a challenging time for the HRC. The ofýces 
of the HRC, located at 623 Mamaroneck Ave., 
were severely damaged in the recent hurricane. 

Major reconstruction of the þoor and 
walls is required in order for the of-
ýces to be usable. It is unclear when 
the staff will be able to return to the 
space.

As a result, the HRC has had to 
relocate and work out of two loca-
tions. Currently, the administrative 
staff, led by Executive Director Zoe 
Colon, is working out of The Guid-
ance Center while social services are 
being provided at Washingtonville 
Housing Alliance.

Despite this disruption, the HRC 
continues to operate and provide 
much needed services to the com-
munity. In fact, many of their clients 
were also victims of the hurricane. 
The HRC took the lead in calling for 
a community-wide meeting to coor-
dinate þood relief efforts in the vil-
lage of Mamaroneck.

According to Colon, “We are 
still trying to secure space and work 
out logistics for ongoing programs 
such as daytime English as a Second 
Language (ESL) classes, adult com-
puter literacy classes, and vocational 
training. We’ve also had to cancel a 
health fair that would have provided 
free screenings to our clients. Fortu-
nately, our evening ESL classes are 
continuing at Mamaroneck Avenue 
School.”

Traditionally, the HRC has held a 
fundraising Fiesta in the fall, recently 

co-chaired by Naomi Lowenthal and Liscio, 
but this year the Fiesta has been postponed.

“Because we need to focus our energies on 
rebuilding and continuing to support our clients 
we do not have the resources to devote to a ma-
jor fundraising gala,” said Liscio. “Typically, 
the Fiesta brought in a much-needed $100,000 
which helped cover services for the 3,500 fam-
ilies we serve. We hope to raise funds through 
a direct appeal by mail to the community that 
we will launch shortly.”

Burrows skipped the Westchester Business 
Council debate, (as did most incumbents) and 
plans on missing the League of Women Voters 
debate at Sarah Lawrence College. We are told 
he is not working hard in his re-election effort, 
but he might want to consider it.

Moustakopoulos is working hard, with 
plans to knock on more than 2,500 doors: “The 
response from the people I meet is that they 
think it’s time for a change,” said Moustako-
poulos. “They ask me if I’m and incumbent and 
have I been in politics before this race. When I 
tell them no, they are supportive.”

Moustakopoulos comes from a family of 
decent Yonkers public servants; his uncle is City 
Court Judge Tom Daly.

“I was encouraged to consider getting in-
volved to make a difference, and when I saw that 
nobody else was running, I thought why should 
Gordon Burrows run unopposed,” Moustako-
poulos said. “Why is there a mentality that he 
is unbeatable, especially considering what hap-
pened last year. He could have bowed out grace-
fully and saved his name and the district, but he 
didn’t. I think people are looking for a fresh face 
with new ideas. They are open to change and 
want someone to represent them with dignity.”

Moustakopoulos has the endorsement of 
CSEA and more union endorsements on the way. 
He is also running on the Independence line. 

Moustakopoulos supports democrats’ ef-
forts on the board to deliver a zero percent (or 
below) tax increase this and next year. He also 
wants to help Bronxville residents affected by 
þ ooding.
