The City of Yonkers celebrated some good
news this week, with the opening celebration of
the Saw Mill River at Larkin Plaza in downtown.

Deputy Mayor Bill Regan called the river
“one of the greatest projects in the city’s history,”
which was made possible by a partnership of all
parts of government, both parties of elected of-
ycials and community organizations, all working
towards the same goal; to bring a river back to
downtown Yonkers that was covered 90 years
ago.

County Executive Rob Astorino congratulat-
ed Mayor Phil Amicone and the city, as did Wil-
liam Janeway of the N'YS Department of Environ-

mental Conservation (DEC), Aimee Vargas from
Empire State Development and John Filippeli
from the US Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA). Grants from both the DEC and EPA helped
make the daylighting possible.

But this was truly a day for Yonkers, and the
people who pushed this river out from under the
concrete of the parking lot it laid under. Yonkers
Waterfront Development Director Jim Pinto led
the effort to uncover the river. The project kicked
off on December 15, 2010 and the ceremony was
held this week on December 6, meaning that Pin-
to had completed the yrst part of the daylighitng
project, to actually uncover the river, in just 51
