Westchester residents have recently seen 

something not witnessed in county govern-
ment in two years. Republican County Execu-
tive Rob Astorino, standing with Democratic 
County Board Chairman Ken Jenkins, prais-
ing both parties for coming together in agree-
ment on a County budget for 2012 that will not 
raise property taxes for the second consecutive 
year. 

Astorino applauded the Board of Legisla-
tors for passing a 2012 budget that incorpo-
rates his main goals of not raising the property 
tax levy and of protecting the county’s triple 
A credit ratings. “I commend the board’s lead-
ership — Democrats and Republicans — for 
their willingness to ý nd common ground on 

behalf of the people of Westchester County,” 
Astorino said. “This is not a perfect budget, 
but it is a spending plan that protects taxpayers 
while preserving essential services.”

Board Chairman Ken Jenkins said, “The 
good news for Westchester residents and busi-
ness owners is that the Board of Legislators 
and County Executive Astorino share many 
of the same ideas and concerns regarding ý s-
cal responsibility and maintaining important 
investments in infrastructure and social ser-
vices. With bipartisan effort, we have worked 
together to create a 2012 County Budget that 
strengthens Westchester for the future. This 
budget preserves essential investments in our 
infrastructure and prioritizes the maintenance 

Westchester’s largest and most historic gin-
gerbread home was unveiled on December 8 at 
The Ritz-Carlton, Westchester, where represen-
tatives from the hotel and Historic Hudson Val-
ley gathered to reveal a 6- by 6-foot, 350-pound 

gingerbread replica of Sunnyside, the home of 
celebrated American author Washington Irving.

The ceremony was attended by costumed 
guides who work at Sunnyside, as well as invit-
ed guests and onlookers. The house was created 

by the hotel’s pastry team and was inspired by 
the look and feel of Sunnyside.

Irving designed Sunnyside and its grounds 
himself, collaborating with his neighbor, artist 
George Harvey. “It is a beautiful spot,” Irving 

wrote, “capable of being made a little paradise.”
Beginning in 1835, he expanded a small 

cottage in stages, combining his sentimental in-

terests in the architecture of colonial New York 
and buildings he knew in Scotland and Spain. 

The house became a three-dimensional autobi-
ography. Irving’s contemporaries extensively 

described and illustrated Sunnyside during 
his lifetime. Visitors to the property enjoy an 

authentic experience, as Sunnyside and many of 
its furnishings remained in the family.
More than 150 man hours were spent 

creating the gigantic gingerbread house, which 
will remain on display throughout the holiday 

season. 
It was also announced at the event that the 

hotel would become a member of the corporate 
partners program of Historic Hudson. The hotel 
and non-proý t organization will work together 

to create weekend packages that will leave 
guests with meaningful experiences.

Room to Read’s Westchester Chapter re-
cently held a Rally for Reading luncheon at the 
Larchmont Shore Club. It was attended by 200 
people and raised close to $20,000.

“Reading, writing and learning are like 
candy for children in rural Cambodia” said lo-
cal resident and chapter member Mony Liquard, 
“because it’s a luxury.” She has worked to offer 
this kind of “candy” to children in Cambodia 
and other developing countries through plan-
ning and soliciting donations for the Westchester 
Chapter’s Rally for Reading luncheon.

The money raised at the luncheon is enough 
to build three new libraries to serve school com-
munities in the developing world ýlled with 
age-appropriate children’s books and staffed by 
trained librarians.

Liquard, a Larchmont resident, is a mother 
of two, is four months pregnant with her third 
and has just started a demanding new job in 
Connecticut, yet she still makes it for volunteer 
meetings of Room to Read after a long day’s 
work. Perhaps because she sees herself — or 
who she could have been, had her family not 
þed Cambodia 30 years ago ð in the children 
Room to Read reaches out to in Cambodia and 
other developing countries.

“I am committed to contribute in what small 
way I can to help other children have opportuni-
ties of education as a way out of poverty,” said 
Liquard. She found a way to do just that through 
the volunteer Westchester Chapter of Room to 
Read, a global non-proýt organization that em-
powers children in developing countries — who 
would otherwise remain trapped in poverty — 
with literacy and education.

Around 200 people from Larchmont, New 
Rochelle, Rye, Bronxville, Scarsdale and other 
Westchester communities attended the Rally for 

Reading luncheon. Room to Read Co-Founder 
and CEO Erin Ganju and Julie Orringer, award-
winning author of “The Invisible Bridge,” 
spoke at the event. Westchester County Legisla-
tor Judy Myers also attended. A silent auction 
was held as part of the event, with generous do-
nations from vendors and individuals in Larch-
mont and surrounding communities.

Liquard remembers her early years of 
“school” in one of the Khmer Rouge commu-
nist regime’s labor camps in Cambodia in the 
mid-1970s. Lesson plans were “all about obey-
ing the government and spying on your parents 
and other people,” said Liquard. She also re-
members þeeing across the border to Thailand, 
at age 8 — it took many days on foot mostly in 
the pitch black of night, with her widowed Mom 
along with relatives and a newborn baby cousin. 
ñWe had nothing,ò said Liquard when they ý-
nally arrived in the U.S., after a year-and-a-half 
at a Thai refugee camp.

Yet she came out a fortunate survivor of 
Cambodiaôs genocidal killing ýelds, the terror-
izing reign of Pol Pot’s communist regime from 
1975 to 1978 during which time virtually all ed-
ucated people were eliminated and the school-
ing system collapsed. Liquard remembers liv-
ing on hand-outs and donated clothes from her 
family’s sponsor church in Salt Lake City. She 
won’t ever forget the day she went to school 
bewildered at the laughs from classmates point-
ing out that she was wearing pajamas, which 
she had simply thought were clothes she could 
wear.

Now a Director at GE Capital, Liquard re-
calls that her grandfather, a former salt farmer, 
once told her, “I leave you not wealth but educa-
tion, because this is the wealth that no one can 
ever steal from you.”

Chanukah, the Jew-

ish festival of rededication 
also known as the festival of 
lights, is an eight-day holiday 
celebrated by Jews around 
the world. Menorahs (can-
delabra) are lit every night 
and fried foods such as jelly 
donuts and potato pancakes 
are served. Children get pres-
ents every night for the eight 
nights. 

But for many old-time residents, Chanukah 
and the end of December bring sad memories of 
a tragedy in Yonkers that we will never forget. 
It was the third night of Chanukah, December 
20, 1965 that a ýre killed nine children and three 
adults at the Jewish Community Center (JCC) 
on South Broadway in Yonkers. The JCC was 
across the street from St. Joseph’s Hospital, bor-
dered by Guion Street to the south. 

I was 5 years old at the time. It was prob-
ably the ýrst time that I ever saw my father cry. 
Among the children who perished in this tragedy 
were close friends of my sister. My parents knew 
their parents. Nothing is more devastating than 
the loss of a child. Their parents’ lives and the 
lives of their families were changed forever. All 
at the hands of a 17-year-old part time employee 
who, “poured a can of something that smelled 
like alcohol over construction debris and left it 
burning,” according to court testimony.

In 1919, the Jewish Federation of Yonkers 
(JFY) was formed. The Jewish population in 
Yonkers was increasing in numbers. The JFY 
had a goal of developing a meeting place for the 
Jewish community. They wanted a place where 
young children, teens and adults could socialize.

In 1929, a 43,000 square foot building, in-
cluding a swimming pool, health club, gym, au-
ditorium and dance studio, opened at 122 South 
Broadway in the downtown business hub of Yon-
kers. This building served the Jewish community 
and community at large for many years prior to 
being purchased by the City of Yonkers in the 
late 1980s. 

The JCC was a place where my parents 
participated in activities with their friends grow-
ing up. Many years later, my sister and I would 
follow their lead, participating in youth groups, 
swimming classes, teen drama groups and so-
cializing, or “schmoozing,” with our friends. 
My sister was on the Teen Staff at the JCC and 
also on the staff of Pinsley Day Camp, a summer 
camp the organization sponsored. 

The bottom level of the JCC featured a 
health club where men would go to socialize, take 
a steam in the dry sauna or wet “schvitz” saunas, 
play cards, get a message or eat bagels and lox 

with their friends. One day a 
week, the health club would 
be open to women.

The next level up had a 
pool where dad and I would 
go to swim and a gym with 
a full size basketball court 
with an active, well known 
basketball league. The main 
þoor had a Youth Lounge 
with table games (ping pong, 
pool, table hockey), a library, 

ofýces and a reception area. 
The second þoor had a large auditorium, a 

dining room and a Board Room. These rooms 
were used for performances by children, teen 
and adult theater groups and various program-
ming, much of which was open to the commu-
nity. Bazaars featuring merchandise donated 
by local merchants to raise money for the JCC 
featured games of chance and delicious kosher 
food. Sunday night was bingo night; people 
would come from all over Yonkers to play bingo 
with cash prizes. 

Ofýces and meeting rooms were on the third 
þoor and the fourth þoor had handball courts, 
studios, a renowned music school and another 
smaller auditorium. An apartment for the care-
taker was at the top of the building. All the lev-
els of the building were accessed by an elevator 
named after my great aunt, Malvina Roth. 

On that fateful day in December of 1965, 
students were attending music classes on the 
fourth þoor of the building. Nine young people 
aged 8 to 11 years old and three adults lost their 
lives. Iris Werthamer and Alan were friends of 
my sister. Leslie Green was my sisters’ class-
mate. Iris, Alan, Leslie and her sister Liza all 
perished in the ýre.

One of my sisters’ friends spent months 
hospitalized with extensive burns to her legs. 
Another friend was in the music school that day, 
but fortunately he went outside the music school 
classroom to get his coat. It saved his life.

The medical and pastoral staff at St. Jo-
seph’s Hospital were wonderful and supportive 
in this time of crisis. As dad was in tears, mom 
was busy on the phone calling her many friends 
whose children might have been in the music 
school to make sure they were safe. 

The School 13 and Temple Emanu-El com-
munities were supportive of the families.

Iris’s memory was kept alive through the 
annual awarding of a medal to a 4th grade stu-
dent at Temple Emanu-El who had excelled in 
his or her studies. The medal featured one of her 
last drawings entitled “Friendship,” in which she 
misspelled the word friendship. Temple Emanu-
El also dedicated a youth lounge to the memory

County Clerk Cuts Costs
for 4th Straight Year

JCC of Mid-Westchester Chanukah Event

County Clerk Timo-
thy C. Idoni walked into 
an ofýce that was months 
behind in its work and 
spending too much money 
on personnel to accom-
plish it. One hundred and 
ten (110) full time staff 
members were working 
hard, but the ofýce had a 
reputation for long delays 
and incomplete work.

Fast forward ýve 
years — real property re-
cords are introduced into 
the system in less than a 
half day. Legal documents 
are being ýled electroni-
cally. Spending has been 
reduced by 16 percent over 
that time period, stafýng is 
down 28 percent and the 2012 Operating Budget 
calls for only 78.5 staff members.

In short, the Westchester County Clerk’s Of-
ýce, long considered the epitome of bureaucracy 
and political patronage, has become a model for 
the State of New York in terms of governmental 
efýciency and professional management.

“We took a very simple approach to a com-
plex problem,ò Idoni said. ñWe saw the ýscal cri-
sis coming, instituted programs that shifted work 
responsibilities through privatization and started 
chipping away at the personnel costs without any 
layoffs.”

In 2009, the Clerkôs Ofýce created the Prop-
erty Records Electronic Portal (PREP), which 
automated data processing and the handling of 
payments for deeds and mortgages and, as a re-
sult, reduced the need for 10 positions in the bud-
get. This contributed to a savings of more than 
$ 850,000 a year. The department’s overtime and 
hourly costs have been reduced by 90 percent 
over the past ýve years.

Idoni indicated the key to his plans was to not 
only reduce costs but actually improve services to 
the taxpayers of Westchester. “We set out to be a 

leader in our industry, both 
in service capability and 
cost containment,” said 
Idoni. “I am very proud of 
what we’ve accomplished 
thus far and there is more 
to come.”

In 2011, in partnership 
with the State Ofýce of 
Court Administration and 
Administrative Judge Alan 
Scheinkman, the Clerk’s 
Ofýce instituted the sec-
ond mandatory electronic 
ýling (e-ýling) program 
in New York State, which 
now has more than 50 per-
cent of all legal cases com-
menced electronically.

In January 2012, the 
electronic commencement 

of tax certiorari and foreclosure actions is ex-
pected to become mandatory, expanding the man-
datory program to cover 70 percent of all legal 
actions commenced in the County Clerkôs Ofýce. 
The county set records this year for the number 
of tax certiorari and small claims assessment re-
views ýled, making it all the more imperative to 
move these programs forward. The program proj-
ects to save hundreds of thousands of dollars in 
scanning, postage, storage and processing costs. 

In fall 2012, the electronic recording of land 
documents is scheduled to commence. Idoni led 
the charge in Albany to amend state law to allow 
for electronic documents to be recorded in county 
clerksô ofýces throughout the state. Governor An-
drew Cuomo signed the bill into law in Septem-
ber.

These e-initiatives save money in scanning, 
indexing, supplies, mail costs, storage, handling 
of payments and overall ofýce efýciency. Eventu-
ally, personnel costs will drop again.

When I came into ofýce we were handling 
over four million pieces of paper a year,” said Ido-
ni. “That was three and a half million too many.”

of Iris and Alan Freilich.
The trial of 17-year-old Thomas Alfred Rup-

pert, the monster who admitted to setting the ýre, 
forced many elementary and junior high school 
students to testify. Many had lost friends in the 
ýre, and they were traumatized by the proceed-
ings. Ruppert was convicted of the crime, but his 
conviction was overturned on appeal. According 
to an obituary in the New York Times, he died at 
age 35 in 1984.

The leaders of the Jewish Community in 
Yonkers vowed to rebuild and brought Murray 
Gunner in as Executive Director to not only re-
build but lead the healing process.

When you light the candles on your me-
norah this Chanukah, or light the lights on your 
Christmas tree, take a moment to say a prayer in 
memory of those individuals who died a tragic 
death in the ýre at the Jewish Community Center 
on December 20, 1965.

With tears in my eyes, this, too, is 
Westchester.
