The New Rochelle Business Improvement 
District (BID) and the City of New Rochelle re-
cently announced the receipt of a $500,000 New 
York State Main Street Grant.

The grant will fund the BID’s award-win-
ning Façade Improvement Program and enable 
the continued restoration of historically signiý-
cant buildings in the downtown. The 2011 Main 
Street Grant was secured through the support 
and assistance of elected ofýcials at multiple 
levels of government, including New York State 
Assemblywoman Amy Paulin.

“New Rochelle’s Downtown has a distin-
guished architectural past, which is fortunately 
being preserved as we restore the many historic 
buildings lining Main Street through our BID 
Façade Program,” said BID Chairman Marc Je-
rome. “The New York State Main Street Grant

This is the third NYS Main Street grant 
for the BID.

After working with the owner of the 
Palace to restore this long-vacant historic build-
ing, the BID also helped convince the owners of 
Baby’s Outlet to acquire the building and move 

their business to Main Street.
With the new grant funding, the BID plans 

to assist additional downtown properties repre-
senting more than 50 storefronts. Furthermore, 
the grant will enable the BID to create a new 
pedestrian space on a vacant city-owned parcel 
in the downtown.

“The BID’s Façade Improvement Program 
has already restored the historic charm and char-
acter of many distinctive buildings in downtown 
New Rochelle and contributed signiýcantly 
to our business climate,” said New Rochelle 
Mayor Noam Bramson. “This new round of in-
vestment comes at just the right time and will be 
instrumental in strengthening New Rochelle’s 
local economy.”

Since 1974, Westchester County residents 
have been enjoying the popular Bicycle Sundays 
program which opens a 6.5-mile stretch of the his-
toric Bronx River Parkway to bicyclists and other 
non-motorized users on a series of Sundays each 
year.

County’s most popular parks program.

County Executive Robert P. Astorino was 
on hand for the announcement, which was made 
overlooking the Bronx River Parkway outside 
the Westchester County Center. “I want to thank 
Friends of Parks and Con Edison for their partner-
ship in developing a new ýnancial model that will 
save taxpayer dollars and allow us to roll Bicycle 
Sundays, a Westchester tradition for three decades, 
into the future,” said Astorino.

He was joined by FWCP Board of Trustees 
Chairman Liz Bracken-Thompson, Con Edison 
Director of Westchester Public Affairs Sandy 
Miller, FWCP Executive Director Joseph Stout, 
FWCP Board and Westchester County Parks Com-
missioner Kathleen O’Connor.

“This is a great example of how private sector 
businesses can work with government to continue 

important programs, even with the budgetary con-
straints we’re facing,” said Bracken-Thompson. 
“Bicycle Sundays are extremely popular. Recog-
nizing this, Friends of Parks made a commitment 
to save the program. We reached out to the corpo-
rate community and we are extremely pleased that 
Con Edison joined us as our partner.”

Bicycle Sundays attract 60,000 participants 
on weekend dates in May, June and September, 
except Memorial Day and Labor Day weekends, 
annually. The event runs through six municipali-
ties: White Plains, Hartsdale/Greenburgh, Scars-
dale, Eastchester, Tuckahoe and Yonkers.

Miller, who is also a member of the FWCP 
Board of Trustees, said quality-of-life issues are 
very important to the company: “We have a long-
standing tradition of committing to programs that 
affect the social vitality of the people in our ser-
vice areas. Bicycle Sundays do just that — pro-
vide healthy fun for young and old from across 
the county.”

FWCP is the only organization dedicated ex-
clusively to promoting and supporting Westchester 
County parks. FWCP, which is governed by a 
Board of Trustees, secures and administers private 
funds that support the mission of the Westchester 
County Department of Parks, Recreation and 
Conservation. Funds raised through membership 
fees and donations are used for the sole beneýt of 
Westchester’s parks. All donations are tax deduct-
ible.
