Westchester residents and union groups 

representing county employees came out in the 
hundreds for two recent hearings on County Ex-
ecutive Rob Astorino’s proposed 2012 budget, 
which closes a deýcit of more than $100 mil-
lion without raising county property taxes, but 
which includes signiýcant cuts to county ser-
vices. The hearings were held in New Rochelle 
and Somers, with a ýnal budget hearing set for 
this week in White Plains.

“More than 700 people traveled to New 
Rochelle on a rainy and windy night to express 
their concerns about the spending decisions be-
ing made by the County Executive, and their 
input is essential in this process,” said County 
Board Chairman Ken Jenkins. “We know that 
more and more people understand that the 
Board of Legislators listens to their concerns as 
we make decisions regarding the 2012 county 
budget.”

Democrats on the county board criticized 
board Republicans, and Astorino, for their ac-
tions before and during the hearings.

ñI ýnd it ironic and hypocritical for our 
Republican colleagues to criticize our efforts to 
foster open and transparent public budget meet-
ings while they were willing participants in 
the County Executive’s closed door, secretive 
budget previews for Republicans and his sup-
porters at the Westchester County Association 

and Business Council of Westchester before re-
leasing the budget to the press or to Democratic 
legislators on November 15,” said Board Vice 
Chair Lyndon Williams. “Mr. Astorino sought 
no public input or comment. The Board of Leg-
islators, though, deliberates and votes in pub-
lic.”

Look for Democrats on the county board to 
use their supermajority, (which ends next year) 
to restore many of the cuts from Astorino’s bud-
get while keeping the tax increase, or tax levy, 
at zero percent.

Astorino held a live tele-town hall which 
drew more than 23,500 participants who re-
sponded to three questions about the budget:

Å	 Do you think the countyôs unions 
should contribute toward their healthcare, just 
like their state counterparts? 87 percent said 
yes, 9 percent said no and the remainder were 
unsure;

Å	 Do you think itôs important that the 
county protect its triple A credit rating by not 
using money from the reserves to balance the 
budget? 64 percent said yes, 25 percent said no, 
the remainder were unsure; and

Å	 What is the most important issue to 
you and your family concerning the budget? 78 
percent said no increase in property taxes, 12 
percent said safety net programs for the needy

Nearly 15 years 
later and with a price tag 
of $743 million ð a rate 
of $86 million per mile 
ð Westchester residents 
will soon see a complet-
ed Interstate 287. The 
road is a lifeline for our 
residents.

The project has long 
been burdened by inade-
quate planning, unquali-
ý ed design teams, lack 
of oversight and a “rigid 
regional” funding sys-
tem that made ý nanc-
ing even more difý cult 
when compounded with 
the current economic 
climate. This project 
was approved during a different economy and 
there was wiggle room in the state budget. 
Now, we unfortunately don’t have the same 
luxuries and that has cost the taxpayers great-
ly while 287 has been under construction.

Governor Andrew Cuomo recently im-
plemented a new series of drastic reforms 
that will bring the cost of the I-287 project 
under control and move up the often changed 
end date. The governor’s changes will sig-
niý cantly alter the way the Department of 
Transportation (DOT) does business, making 
it more efý cient on projects throughout New 
York. Once again, he has shown strong lead-
ership in advancing necessary change in the 
way state government functions.

The DOT used to operate with the goal 
of ý nishing only half of the stateôs projects 
on time, as well as allowing cost overruns to 

balloon by 11 percent. 
Moving forward, 90 
percent of projects will 
be ý nished on schedule 
and overruns limited to 
ý ve percent. In order to 
make logistical opera-
tions smoother, the gov-
ernor has directed the 
DOT to create a 2-week 
window to approve 
project alterations; pre-
viously a process that 
took up to a year and has 
been a source of signiý -
cant delay on the I-287 
construction.

These reforms 
came as a result of the 
investigation by Peter 
Lehrer at the request of 
the governorôs ofý ce 

and will directly address the signiý cant issues 
that have slowed down the I-287 project and 
many others across the state. Lehrer is a re-
nowned construction industry expert and also 
a Mamaroneck resident who most likely has 
been frustrated by the I-287 project himself. 
In the spring, I drafted a letter signed by all 
seven Assembly members from Westchester 
ð Republicans and Democrats ð urging the 
governor’s efforts for review and reform of 
this process. We’re happy to see the product 
of that request provide a thoughtful reform of 
the way the state handles these massive road 
projects.

Before these reforms, no one entity had 
the full responsibility and the ball would 
fall in the middle of the outý eld. Now weôre 
catching the ball with both hands.

As Westchester Coun-
ty’s chief law enforcement 
ofý cer, I want to share with 
you my concern about an 
emerging trend here in 
our county and across the 
country known as “skim-
ming.”

This form of electron-
ic theft involves the plant-
ing of illegal card reading 
devices and hidden camer-
as in and around ATMs to 
capture account informa-
tion and PINs from unsus-
pecting customers. Bank 
personnel and members of 
law enforcement are care-
fully monitoring this crime 
trend to identify and arrest 
offenders and protect indi-
vidualsô ý nances. Particularly in this busy holiday 
shopping season, it is also important to raise pub-
lic awareness of this issue.

Skimming is one of the new techniques crim-
inals have developed to cash in on or steal your 
personal ý nancial information. A specialized law 
enforcement task force, including members of my 
ofý ce, the Westchester County Police and nearly a 
dozen local police departments across our county, 
is working alongside the U.S. Secret Service to 
investigate instances where skimming has oc-
curred. In the last 14 months, eight individuals in 
Westchester have been arrested on charges related 
to illegal skimming with devices discovered at 
banks in Yorktown Heights, Yonkers, Bronxville, 
Greenburgh, Tarrytown and Rye Brook. 

The skimming method used by thieves at 
ATMs involves placing a skimmer, an illegal 
card-reading device that looks like the authentic 
reader, on top of an actual card-reading slot at an 
ATM. In addition, thieves may place a concealed, 
pinhole-sized camera nearby, in order to record 
the cardholder’s PIN. In stores and restaurants, 
skimming devices have also been used by dis-
honest employees to capture credit card account 
information when they swipe customers’ credit 
cards to pay for a bill.

When skimming devices are used, custom-

ers usually go about their 
business, unaware that 
they have provided in-
formation to thieves. The 
thieves retrieve the record-
ed information and create 
counterfeit cards. Using 
the stolen account and PIN 
information, the thieves 
can “cash out” an account 
or fraudulently charge pur-
chases to the credit card.

Some experts believe 
that skimming is costing 
banks across the country 
millions of dollars in loss-
es. For victims, knowing 
that thieves have gained 
access to their personal 
ý nancial information is 
very unsettling. Skimming 

devices may be difý cult to detect, but I urge you 
to keep these important safety measures in mind 
when you are using your credit, debit or ATM 
card:

Å Check for any sign of tampering with 
the slot where you insert your card;

Å Look at the area above and around the 
ATM for any sign of a concealed camera;

Å As you punch in your PIN, use your 
hand to cover the keypad so that a hidden camera 
is unable to capture it;

Å Never share your PIN or allow someone 
to punch in your PIN for you;

Å Check your bank and credit card state-
ments frequently and report any suspicious charg-
es or activity to your ý nancial institution immedi-
ately;

Å Feel free to ask personnel at the bank 
branch, stores and restaurants that you patronize 
what steps they are taking to protect their custom-
ers against skimming.

I hope you ý nd this advice helpful in safe-
guarding your ý nancial information and accounts. 
I wish you and your family a safe and healthy hol-
iday season and a happy new year.

Re: Rye BOE Bond
Dear Editor;
Will the Rye silent majority rise on Decem-

ber 13 and say “no” in order to protect educa-
tion quality and taxpayers with a sounder bond 
next year? Where are the 87 percent who did not 
vote last May?

Why the costly “ugliness” of a new Sci-
ence Taj Mahal plus 12 added class rooms? 
There is a much less intrusive way to modern-
ize science rooms, lowering cost, visibility and 
soil risks. The Facilities Committee report of 
June 2010 is a good start, with its cluster of new 
science labs on top of enlarged locker and ý t-
ness rooms. Or even a two-level glass building 
on the High School’s empty inner space? Both 
alternatives add six to eight new class rooms for 
only $500,000.

We have another year to reý ne these al-
ternatives and recalibrate wide ranging enroll-
ment projections with the September 2012 en-
rollment. The 11 recent projections available 
on www.ryeschools.org can be trimmed to 
ý ve, eliminating high cases, Seversky Jun2011 

(same as Bishop Nov2010), and the District’s 
25Oct2011 which only smoothes up Bishop 
Oct2011 average case. Adding BOCES Feb 
2010, all ý ve original forecasts show a reduced 
or þ at enrollment in 2012 and 2013, giving us 
that extra year.

A year delay would have no material con-
sequences for students, yet will help ý nd a 
more sustainable approach to modern science 
rooms plus six to eight new regular class rooms 
through:

new Oct. 2012 projections (Bishop, BOC-
ES), recalibrated with Sept. 2012 enrollment;

optimizing new science labs plus 6-8 new 
class rooms, and state aid;

more time for a thorough competitive bid-
ding process to optimize costs; and

more time to optimize savings on operating 
costs and the $15+million ñFund Reservesò. 

This is the time for all Rye voters to come 
to the polls December 13; vote “no” on a Bond 
Issue which is rushed and extravagant.

Sabini forged a consensus among track operators 
and OTBs last year to allow online streaming for 
New York races, giving the betting public an op-
portunity to view live racing on the Internet. The 
original agreement was slated to expire on De-
cember 22.

“We’ve been very pleased with the reaction 
to our live streaming video, as well as our ar-
chived race replays, “said Yonkers Raceway Vice 
President Robert Galterio. ñOur fans enjoy the 
service and we appreciate the support of the Rac-

ing and Wagering Board in allowing us to con-
tinue presenting the sport’s best racing product to 
the largest audience possible.”

An examination of handle and account data 
from The New York Racing Association, Inc.,

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Medicaid Homecare Program a
Viable Option for Family Caregivers

November was Na-
tional Family Caregivers 
Month, a time in which 
we not only honor the 
hard work and sacriý ce 
of caregivers, but also 
learn about important 
programs and services 
that foster ý nancial and 
emotional well-being for 
both those in need and 
their caregivers.

According to a re-
cent report by the Pew 
Research Center, 27 per-
cent of senior citizens 
in the U.S. lived alone 
in 2008, leaving the rest 
to lean on the assistance 
of others. Caregivers know better than anyone 
else about the physical and emotional toll as-
sociated with providing for those in need. Too 
often, however, they do not know how to defray 
the signiý cant ý nancial costs.

The Medicaid homecare program is often 
a readily available option for many. Unlike the 
Medicaid nursing home program, the transfer 
of asset rules ð which have a ý ve year look 
back period for eligibility ð do not apply to the 
Medicaid homecare program. In other words, if 
one transfers his assets to become eligible for 
Medicaid homecare, there is no period of in-
eligibility. However, unless he is making an ex-
empt transfer ð such as a transfer to his spouse 
ð then the ý ve year look back period for nurs-
ing home Medicaid will be created by the trans-
fer. In addition, spousal refusal is permitted for 
Medicaid homecare, meaning a spouse can re-
fuse to utilize his income and assets to support 
his spouse.

The applicant for Medicaid homecare can-
not have more than $13,800 in his name either 
alone or jointly with another, and he is not per-
mitted to have more than $767 per month of in-

come (plus a $20 disregard). 
However, if his income is in 
excess of $767 per month, 
there is a special pooled 
trust that can be utilized so 
that the excess income can 
be used to pay expenses 
other than homecare costs, 
such as taxes, food, clothing, 
telephone, cable, shelter, etc. 
Additionally, in determin-
ing the number of homecare 
hours that will be provided, 
the applicant’s ability to per-
form daily living activities 
such as bathing, dressing, 
ambulating, personal hy-
giene and feeding will be as-
sessed by Medicaid. The less 
one can do, the more hours 
of care he may receive.

All too often, the cost of homecare without 
any assistance being provided by Medicaid can 
be ý nancially devastating. It is not unusual for 
homecare costs to range from $6,000 to $8,000 
per month, depending on the number of hours 
needed. While most people know that Medic-
aid exists, many do not realize that they may 
actually qualify for it and receive in-home care 
that will provide most, if not all, of the care they 
require. Unfortunately, there are many miscon-
ceptions about Medicaid eligibility, which often 
leads to poor decisions.

Even if you are not currently a caregiver, 
it is a good idea to start addressing the present 
and future costs of long-term care, especially 
since there are steps you can take in advance to 
make sure you qualify for Medicaid. In honor of 
National Family Caregivers Month, I urge you 
to be prepared and to be informed. It has been 
my experience that the better the quality of care 
an individual receives at home, the longer he or 
she can continue to reside at home.

and 10 percent said quality of life services like 
art and environmental programs.

ñThis kind of poll, while not scientiý c, is 
a great way to get feed back from the public,” 
said Astorino.

The League of Women Westchester 
(LWVW) voters gave their non-partisan view 
of Astorino’s proposed budget. “We applaud 
holding the county tax levy þ at,ò said LWVW 
President Sharon Lindsay. “This is an appropri-
ate measure in light of our residents’ and busi-
nesses’ current economic stress. The League 
particularly commends the County for not in-
vading the undesignated fund balance. This 
sound ý nancial policy should help preserve our 
AAA Bond rating. The ability to borrow, at low 
cost, could ý nance much needed infrastructure 
projects.

“There is an assumption built into the bud-
get that as the county steps back, the cuts will 
be replaced by Federal and State support, other 
non-countyïgovernment service providers and 
private contributions. The League recommends 
that the County establish a system to carefully 
monitor and analyze the impacts of these cuts 
throughout the year.”

LWVW also challenged the county gov-
ernment to address three issues absent from the 
budget proposal:

State mandates which require the county 
and local governments to provide services for 
which the state provides no reimbursement ð it 
urged that the county assume a leadership role 
in lobbying for mandate reform;

County support for reassessment of out-
dated property valuations ð ñNo matter how 
much you decrease taxes, if they are unfairly 
assessed meaningful, tax relief has not been ac-
complished,” said Lindsay; and

New funding for þ ood mitigation ð ñBy 
not continuing to appropriate funds to support 
mitigation programs, by not coordinating and 
bringing pressure to bear on State and Federal 
authorities to deal with this problem, the county 
is abandoning an appropriate leadership role,” 
Lindsay said. “Despite a tight budget, in a cli-
mate of historically low interest rates, funds 
could be raised by debt issuance.”

While LWVW expressed regret about pro-
posed layoffs of county employees, they viewed 
it as the only alternative given the failure to ne-
gotiate new labor contracts. 

The Westchester County Association 
(WCA) and its president, Bill Mooney, com-
mented on the budget.

“We are concerned about the potential loss 
of jobs by county employees, as well as the re-
duction in services to the neediest in our com-
munity,ò Mooney said. ñWe are coný dent that 
the union leaders, the County Executive and 
the Legislators feel the same way. It is in that 
spirit that we propose that the CSEA members 
replicate what their New York State colleagues 
have done to save jobs during this economic 
downturn. By making a modest contribution to 
their county healthcare plan, the taxpayer will 
realize $19 million in savings, $14 million of 
which will save the jobs of 210 of their own 
union brethren.”

A budget must be adopted by December 
27.

Every day since President Obama assumed 

ofýce nearly three years ago, Iran has progressed 
toward acquiring deliverable nuclear weapons. 
Everyone knows this poses a grave threat to 
U.S. security and international stability.

Obama has been saying that a nuclear-
armed Iran is “unacceptable.” But what has he 
been doing? Last week, the Democratic-con-
trolled U.S. Senate woke up and angrily came 
to the realization that Obama has been lying 
about his determination to stop Iran. The Senate 
rebuked Obama ð unanimously! 

What Obama has been doing is sanctions. 
There is no doubt that a formidable U.S. bureau-
cracy has imposed a mass of economic sanctions 
against Iran. I have listened to Obama’s smart 
sanctions chieftains ð who, for some reason, 
usually seem to be Jewish ð explain their ef-
forts in detail.

When I participated in a March 1 meeting 
of American Jewish leaders with Obama in the 
White House ð convened to try to put pressure 
on Israel ð the sanctions chieftains described 
in detail what they were doing. But the trouble 
is this; all of the sanctions and all of the Presi-
dent’s men (and women) have not had a scin-
tilla of impact in slowing Iran’s quest. If three 
years experience of futility does not convince 
Obama that his sanctions will not work, what is 
Obama’s real calculation?

Apparently it boils down to this; Obama 
will accept a nuclear Iran on the expectation 
that he can contain the mullahs. Obama believes 
that his oratorical skills and community orga-
nizing background can “engage” Iran into not 
threatening international stability. 

Obama’s Engagement Looks
Mighty Like Appeasement

But Obamaôs ñengagementò ð which looks 
mighty like appeasement ð has already failed. 
Obama came into ofýce full of apologetics to 
the Muslim world and promising to cool what 
he saw as Bush bellicosity. So he immediately 
proffered “engagement” to Tehran. The mullahs 
responded by insultingly rejecting every sug-
gestion that their quest be slowed.

Two months into Obama’s presidency, a 
watershed opportunity arrived; Iranians rose 
in the streets in March, 2009 to protest a stolen 
election. The mullahs killed demonstrators in the 
streets, brutally suppressing protests. Obama, 
fearful of derailing unrequited “engagement,” 
failed to speak up in support of the democratic 
aspirations of Iranians. Note the contrast in how 
swiftly Obama abandoned Mubarak ð a long-
time U.S. ally who, with all his faults, kept the 
peace ð to hand Egypt to the Muslim Brother-
hood.

Many Iranians yearn for civil society. But 
they have not resumed open demonstrations 
since Obama failed his watershed opportunity. 
Tehran continues to supply weapons to kill our 
soldiers in Iraq and Afghanistan as well as rock-
ets to terrorist Hamas and Hezbollah. 

The mullahs understand lack of serious 
intent to challenge them. They escalate ac-
cordingly. Several weeks ago, the Justice De-
partment indicted Iranian agents for plotting 
to blow up the Saudi Ambassador and scores 
of Americans in a Washington, D.C. restaurant 
(see “A World View,” October 28). Two weeks 
ago, Iran reached into its playbook to demon-
strate heightened deýance of the democracies.

The British announced sanctions targeting 
the Iranian central bank ð a tactic Obama has 
eschewed because he apparently feels it will en-
rich Tehran by spiking oil prices. The mullahs 

sent several hundred thugs to trash the British 
embassy and brieþy hold hostage embassy per-
sonnel. This was a cameo reprise of the 1979 
assault on the U.S. embassy, for which Iran has 
suffered meager payback, other than rupture of 
diplomatic relations with Washington. Remem-
ber that even Hitler and Stalin observed diplo-
matic immunity. It is a measure of the contempt 
the mullahs have for western democracies that 
they believed that they could get away with an-
other attack on a western embassy. 

The Brits Remember Churchill
The Iranians surely remembered their cost-

free 2007 abduction at sea of British sailors, 
who were then paraded to confess on Iranian 
television, with headscarves slapped on the fe-
male sailors. I once debated this outrage at a 
symposium in Istanbul with a leftist Brit aca-
demic (is there any other kind?) who condoned 
the abduction.

But the Conservative Party is now in power 
in London. Prime Minister Cameron apparently 
remembered Churchill’s warning (quoted here 
in “A World View,” November 18): “An ap-
peaser is one who feeds the crocodile hoping it 
will eat him last.” The Brits promptly closed the 
Iranian embassy. This episode is signiýcant for 
a reason other than the assertion of democratic 
self-respect. There is little doubt that the Irani-
ans attacked the Brit embassy because targeting 
Iranôs central bank ð unlike the soft Obama 
sanctions ð will really damage Iran. 

Thus the stage was dramatically set in the 
U.S. Senate last week for two Senators, who 
understand the futility of Obama’s Iran policy, 
to urge a bi-partisan amendment to the Defense 
Appropriations bill that would change U.S. 
policy so as to sanction any entity dealing with 
Iran’s central bank. I feel a connection to both 

senators.
Bob Menendez was mayor of the town 

where I grew up, Union City, N.J., a scrappy 
working-class city bordering Sinatraland. I have 
previously commended the feisty Menendez 
(“A World View,” June 26, 2009) for correcting 
Obama’s apology-ridden history of the Middle 
East. Mark Kirk, a reserve Navy Intel ofýcer, 
was my congressman and is now my senator; 
I count myself as a major supporter and donor 
for him.

Obama sent two pussyfooting State De-
partment hacks, plus Treasury Secretary Geith-
ner, to the Senate Foreign Relations Commit-
tee to work out a compromise amendment with 
the two Senators that would give the President 
waiver powers in the event oil prices spiked to 
Iranôs beneýt. The two senators agreed to the 
compromise. 
Obama is Rebuked by a Unanimous Senate

What happened next proved indelibly that 
Obama remains determined to feed the alliga-
tors. Obama ordered his hacks to renege on their 
support for the compromise amendment. The 
senators were livid.

Menendez said, “Now you come in here 
and vitiate that agreement. You should have said 
we want no amendment. Everything you have 
said in your testimony undermines your opposi-
tion to this amendment. The clock is ticking. If 
the Europeans are considering an embargo on 
Iranian reýned petrol imports [another measure 
opposed by Obama], we shouldn’t be leading 
form behind, we should be leading forward.” 

The next day, the Kirk-Menendez amend-
ment passed the Senate by a vote of 100 to 0! 
There could hardly be a more decisive rebuke 
of Obama’s Iran policy.
