The Westchester Children’s Museum (WCM) 
was recently awarded a $10,000 grant from the 
Wells Fargo Foundation in recognition of its efforts 
to engage children across the region in exploratory 
learning opportunities designed to stimulate cre-
ative thinking and problem-solving skills.

Stu-
dents also participate in the creative arts through 
music, learn about cultural diversity and examine 
environmental and sustainability issues.

“All Museum Without Walls programs are 
funded privately by corporate, foundation and in-
dividual supporters,” said WCM Executive Direc-

tor Tracy Kay. “We are extremely grateful to Wells 
Fargo for their generous contributions, which will 
positively impact so many of our area youth with 
programming that inspires discovery and a lasting 
love for learning.”

Wells Fargo maintains an active role in the 
communities it serves, often supporting orga-
nizations, such as WCM, that broaden access to 
cultural experiences for children from low- and 
moderate-income families. The company strives 
to enhance community diversity and eliminate the 
K-12th grade achievement gap through meaning-
ful curriculum-based programs like those offered 
through Museum Without Walls.

“Museum Without Walls reaches a critical 
segment of our region’s youth,” said Kay. “These 
children are often the ones most impacted by de-
clining school budgets which have eliminated 
many out-of-school enrichment programs.”

It may be a very simple, two-home duplex 
— 14 by 20 feet, poured concrete and block walls 
with a metal roof — but if you and your family 
have been living in a makeshift tent city for two 
years, it is a dream come true.

One Small House (OSH), based in Brewster, 
will send three teams in the spring of 2012 to 
Haiti to build simple, decent homes for fami-
lies displaced by the devastating earthquake of 
January 2010. OMH has been building homes in 
rural Mexico for the past decade. Several mem-
bers of the Presbyterian Church of Mount Kisco 
(PCMK), along with Interim Pastor Jack Lohr, 
will join the ýrst and second Haiti trips, sched-
uled for March 11 to 17 and 25 to 31.

“We will not be building temporary shel-
ters, but permanent homes designed to withstand 
earthquakes and category 4 hurricanes, posi-
tioned to be at the center of a new community,” 
said Team Leader and PCMK member Dave 
Dobson. Prior to the 7.0 earthquake that killed an 
estimated 300,000 in January 2010, Haiti was the 
poorest nation in the Western Hemisphere. After-
ward, conditions became immeasurably worse.

Team member and PCMK member Hugh 
Sigmon said, “We all have the natural tendency 
to block out horrible news, political strife and 
economic corruption. We think; What can I, one 

person, do?”
In Haiti, however, progress has been made. 

Rubble has been cleared. Rebuilding has begun 
and some people have moved out of their tempo-
rary quarters and returned home.

Team member Paula Wiles Sigmon said, 
“Why go? We will not cure all of Haiti’s ills, but 
in the words of Edward Hale, ‘I am only one, but 
I am one. I cannot do everything, but I can do 
something. And I will not let what I cannot do 
interfere with what I can do.’”

90028 should be included.

OSH work teams will be in Haiti during the 
two trips in March and from April 8 to 14. Those 
interested in joining a mission trip can register at 
OneSmallHouse.org.

Dr. Martin Luther King “died because of 

economic injustice; because he was a black man 
trying to create the reality of civil rights; because 
he upset the apple cart because the status quo 
was endangered; because he spoke the truth to 
power.”

Speaking was Rabbi Jeffrey Sirkman of the 
Larchmont Temple, one of a group of local resi-
dents at the Local Summit’s January 17 regular 
public meeting confronting the topic “How Close 
Are We To The Social Justice Envisioned by Dr. 
King?” There were three featured speakers, in-
cluding Sirkman. Others spoke from the audi-
ence and all presented personal takes on where 
civil rights is today and where it might be going.

Sirkman concluded that if we are to take 
King’s message about economic injustice seri-
ously, we have to do something about it. Oth-
erwise, “we’ll just have a lovely breakfast.” He 
went on, “If our friends are having trouble look-
ing for work, we’ve got to help them with job 
fairs and connections. Maybe we’ll galvanize 
this wonderful community to help one another.”

A bit later, audience member Bruce Schear-
er, a founder of the Local Summit, asked Sirkman 
whether he would be willing to be part of a com-
munity jobs creation program. ñIôll deýnitely be 
part of it” was the Rabbi’s answer. Keith Yizer, a 
Mamaroneck High School Counselor and a life-
long Mamaroneck resident, had a different take. 

Yizer said he traces his roots back to slavery. 
But he was brought up by parents who knew seg-
regation and “they were two people who refused 
to see their children falter. All of us are college 
educated.” He said that for him, life in Mamaron-
eck was “very good, very free.” But when King 
was murdered in 1968, his eighth grade teacher, 

Miss Taylor, told him that the larger world was 
not like Mamaroneck. And, although he didn’t 
deal with segregated water fountains, he should 
be aware of the sufferings of others.

Yizer said that that made him aware of 
segregation. He now believes “Immigration is 
the big issue… Unless you fell from Mars, you, 
too, are an immigrant.” He thinks education is 
the remedy. “Look at the High School at night. 
You’d think this town is 100 percent Hispanic. 
Folks who didn’t have an education are getting 
it.”

Elizabeth Saenger, a teacher and activist, 
said that racism is more subtle today. “Racism 
is encoded. Privilege is encoded,” she said. Af-
ter the meeting, to explain encoding, she referred 
to earlier comments made by County Leglislator 
Judy Myers. Myers had said the opponents of the 
recent county housing discrimination settlement 
called the cities that would now be required to 
come up with their share of fair housing “target-
ed cities.” Myers had added that these cities are 
really “eligible communities.” They aren’t being 
punished. They are being given an opportunity. 
Saenger went on to explain that, in the encoded 
world, a so-called “nice neighborhood is white…
.a bad neighborhood is black.” Encoding avoids 
being explicit. It communicates with a wink.

Audience member Luis Quiros, a social 
worker and vice-president of the Civil Liberties 
Union of Westchester and Putnam, described 
current police frisk policies, school suspensions 
and the jail system as continuing forms of slav-
ery. “We have to stay real about what is happen-
ing,” he said. “Not only in Mamaroneck. Martin 
Luther King’s work is far from over. Unless we 
are all free, none of us are free.”

Monsignor James White of St. Vito’s R.C. 

Church spoke in more measured terms. Born 
in a segregated small city in South Carolina, he 
participated in early civil rights protests. He said 
that, unfortunately, both he and others now “slack 
off a bit” because of progress made. Although he 
generally was pleased with what he found in Ma-
maroneck as a new pastor, he acknowledged that 
more can be done. “Why,” he asked, “are new Eu-
ropean immigrants called ‘undocumented’ while 
Hispanics are ‘illegals’?” He said he would like 
to see a “human face on Martin Luther King.” 
Young people think of King as dry history. “We 
have to work a little harder to make Dr. King live 
among us. And holding hands together, is this 
enough? Perhaps not.”

Jane Orans spoke from the audience about 

King’s concern regarding the economic divide in 
the nation. We are integrated (in Mamaroneck), 
but there is a divide and we don’t want to ex-
pand it. Orans gave as an example a local parent 
teachers association at an unnamed Mamaroneck 
school which proposed to raise money by selling 
ice cream cones. “Many kids there can’t afford 
to buy ice cream cones,” she said. “There is a 
divide. Don’t increase this divide.”

The Local Summit, which hosted the meet-
ing, is an informal community council that tries 
to make the community a better place to live for 
everyone. Its regular monthly meetings are held 
at 7:45 a.m. the second Tuesday of the month at 
the Nautilus Diner on the Post Rd. in Mamaron-
eck.

“WeeZee is a family’s fantasy come to life,” 
said founder Louise Weadock, a registered Child 
Psychiatric Nurse, graduate of Johns Hopkins 
School of Public Health and owner of the 27 
year old, ACCESS Nursing & Healthcare Ser-
vices, based in Pleasantville. “We have created a 
unique environment that offers children a time to 
play and learn that is unforgettable. Similar to the 
way ýtness clubs improve physical capability by 
focusing on muscle tone and þexibility, WeeZee 
seeks to improve cognitive capability by focusing 
on the senses to challenge intellectual curiosity in 
children of all abilities, ages 1 to 12.”

WeeZee’s program will also be sensitive to 
the needs of children with learning disabilities 
spanning the spectrum from dyslexia to autism, 
and will offer them “the most appealing play op-
tions,” Weadock said.

Weadock, whose daughter was diagnosed 
at four years old with a severe Sensory Integra-
tion Disorder, became fascinated with the effects 
multi-sensory experiences had on her child’s abil-
ity to understand, accept and adapt to her world.

“As an athlete, I understood the value that 
constant training played on increased perfor-
mance,” said Weadock. “I knew that any pre-
scribed therapy twice a week was not enough to 
get my daughterôs nervous system in sufýcient 
sensory-shape to learn!” So, she purchased a di-
verse variety of sensory equipment and created 
a playground in the basement of her home for 
all the neighborhood children to enjoy with her 
daughter.

“We turned our home into a desensitizing 
‘fun zone’ for all,” said Weadock. “Our house 
became a place that was always full of kids hav-
ing the time of their lives while increasing their 
ability to learn. The kids thought I was a ‘cool 
Mom’… their parents thought I was nuts!”

Sixteen years later, and following the 
growth of ACCESS, Weadock is launching what 
will become the largest and most cutting-edge 
indoor play space for cognitive development in 
Westchester County and the entire New York re-
gion. With the additional square footage at Chap-
paqua Crossing, Weadock is creating “A Village” 
of ofýces to be licensed by sensory-focused and 
wellness-related, medical, non-medical, social 
and academic professionals that serve all family 
members. The remaining space will provide an 
ofýce headquarters for ACCESS, currently lo-
cated on Manville Road in Pleasantville.

The opening of WeeZee in Westchester 
County will create more than 100 full- and part-
time jobs in a variety of different ýelds, including 
coaching, therapy, education, design and clerical. 
Weadock hopes that these positions can be ýlled 
by recent college grads and returning veterans, 
ñwho are having the hardest time of all ýnding a 
job.” There will also be opportunities for medi-
cal and academic internships for high school, 
college and medical school students. In addition, 
there will be an extensive volunteer program that 
provides opportunities to work with children who 
need extra support.

Consistent with other healthcare profession-
als employed by ACCESS, all WeeZee volun-
teers, interns, Villagers and employees seeking 
to be involved in this exciting new adventure 
in learning will be subject to an extensive back-
ground check.

“Our vision is for WeeZee to become a 
fun place where kids can make friends, have 
unique experiences, expand their imaginations 
and improve their cognitive performance,” said 
Weadock. “We want the sensory adventures and 
social relationships discovered inside WeeZee to 
inspire each child to believe, ‘Yes, I Can!’”

Construction has begun and a Grand Open-
ing event is scheduled to take place in March.

A wide representation of the Westchester 
County Board of Legislators, led by Chairman 
Ken Jenkins and Community Services Com-
mittee Chair Alfreda Williams, were on hand 
to welcome the Westchester County seniors 
attending the annual Legislative Speak-Out 
and Breakfast, held recently at the Westchester 
County Center.

Among the topics discussed by both resi-
dents and elected ofýcials was the impact of the 
proposed federal and state budgets for 2012-
2013 on seniors. The Speak-Out and Breakfast 
is an important opportunity to emphasize the 
need for comprehensive and efýcient programs 
for seniors and a number of the comments and 
questions offered by residents dealt with top-
ics ranging from Social Security to health care 
reform, taxes and mental health services.

“This event allows us to hear from you, 
face to face, much in the same way we heard 
from county residents at the Board of Legisla-
tors’ public hearings on the budget,” Jenkins 
said to the participants at the Speak-Out. “Your 
ideas and concerns help us direct our efforts 
and energies when discussing spending and 
policy. Please know that the Legislators are 
always eager to hear from you. That’s what de-
mocracy is all about.”

Williams — a co-sponsor, with 
Westchester County’s Department of Senior 
Programs and Services (DSPS), of the event — 
said, “The Speak-Out is a great opportunity for 
Westchester’s seniors to express their concerns 
directly to the elected leaders who have been 
entrusted to protect and support programs that 
address the needs of our residents. In a forum 
like this, people feel comfortable talking about 
all kinds of issues, and the give-and-take can 
be very educational and beneýcial to all.ò

This past week, the Board Legislation 
Committee, chaired by Legislator Bill Ryan, 
began work on preparing the Joint Legisla-
tive Package, which is sent to the lawmakers 
in Albany and serves as a general wish-list for 
program support and funding for Westchester 
County. Jenkins noted that hearing from resi-
dents at this point in the process during the 
preparations of the legislative package will 
help the legislators and other elected ofýcials, 
including the County Executive, focus on the 
needs of seniors.

Jenkins said that one of the big issues he 
hears about from seniors is the need to pro-
tect access to senior centers, many of which 
are funded through Community Development 
Block Grants (CDBG) awarded by the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment. Recent friction between County Execu-
tive Rob Astorino and HUD ofýcials and the 
federal monitor of the Westchester County 
fair and affordable housing settlement have 
threatened future CDBG grants coming to 
Westchester.

The need for public transportation was 
also addressed at the Speak-Out. Last week, 
Legislator Judy Myers held a press conference 
in Rye and, joined by residents in front of the 
Milton Point senior complex, demanded resto-
ration of the Route 76 county bus line between 
Port Chester and Rye.

“Either you are on the side of seniors 
and focusing on their needs or you aren’t — 
it’s that simple,” Jenkins concluded. “Around 
Westchester, seniors know the Board of Legis-
lators consistently works to address their needs 
and protect the services they require and de-
serve.”

Hot Topics in Health Care

With an estimated 26 per-
cent of U.S. adults experienc-
ing a mental disorder at some 
point in their lives, mental ill-
ness affects most people and 
almost every family.

In 2008, a law was passed, 
the Mental Health Parity and 
Addiction Equity Act (MH-
PAEA), which required large 
group health insurance plans 
(those with more than 50 in-
sured employees) that provide 
mental health services to pro-
vide coverage on the same lev-
el as other medical and surgical 
beneýts. This includes a prohibition on charging 
separate coinsurance, deductibles or limiting out 
of network coverage.

In addition, many states have parity laws 
aimed at providing mental health beneýts and 
protections beyond MHPAEA. The federal par-
ity law makes clear that state laws that provide 
greater protections than the federal law continue 
to remain in effect. 

As expected, when funding gets tight, there 
has been a reduction in many mental health cov-
erage options, especially regarding plans not 
covered under MHPAEA. In Iowa, California, 
Pennsylvania and Connecticut, there are pro-
posed bills, viewed as national models, which 
will redesign how services to the mentally ill 
are provided and require insurers to cover the 
diagnosis and treatment of mental illnesses and 
developmental disorders, such as autism. More-
over, pilot programs are being developed which 
would utilize thousands of community help 

workers to hit the streets to aid 
the mentally ill, which very of-
ten are in the shadows. 

More speciýcally, the pro-
posed legislation will increase 
coverage for the mentally ill, 
including funding for:

Å Self-help centers run by 
other people with mental ill-
ness or disability;

Å Crisis services for people 
with psychiatric needs;

Å Residential services for 
people who need assistance but 
don’t need hospitalization;

Å Jail-diversion efforts to 
keep people from being jailed 

for behaviors sparked by mental illness;
Å Community treatment, support services, 

case management and supported community liv-
ing and family services;

Å Employment and education services; and
Å Transportation.
Although the status of the legislation is 

unsure, at least the conversation at a state and 
national level has started.
