No New Taxes for 2nd Year

County Executive Rob Astorino

Westchester County Executive Rob Astori-
no delivered his second State of the County Ad-
dress last week and vowed not to raise taxes in
his budget proposal for 2012, despite a projected
$103 million deycit for next year.

“This fall, I will submit a budget for 2012
that will call for no hike in the county property
tax levy,” said Astorino, who summed up the
current state of Westchester County Government

as, “fortunate but fragile.”

“Finally, we are saying ‘no.” Not no to
service, but no to endless tax hikes to pay for
wasteful spending. We have moved the conver-
sation away from how much can we take from
taxpayers to how much do we really need,” said
Astorino.

This fact cannot be emphasized enough.
After 12 years of spending and property tax in-

New York State Attorney General Eric T.
Schneiderman was the featured speaker at the
2011 Legislative Breakfast, co-sponsored by
UJA-Federation of New York’s Westchester
Government Relations Committee and the
Westchester Jewish Council.

The event took place on Sunday, April 3
at the Jewish Community Center of Harrison.
Members of Congress representing Westchester
County — Nita Lowey, Eliot Engel and Nan
Hayworth — also addressed the gathering.

Schneiderman spoke about the commu-
nity’s shaken faith in public and private insti-
tutions, noting that, “we have substantial work
to do,0 to increase conydence. i\We candt move
forward unless we yx it,0 he said, adding that he
is optimistic: “New York will once again earn its
place as a leader in innovation.”

The breakfast’s 225 attendees encompassed
UJA-Federation leadership, representatives
from UJA-Federation’s network of agencies,
members of the community and local govern-
ment ofycials, including Westchester County
District Attorney Janet DiFiore, Westchester
County Clerk Tim Idoni, members of the New
York State Senate and assembly and members of
the Westchester County Board of Legislators.

During the morning program, 70
Westchester teens received the President’s Vol-
unteer Service Award for their volunteer work in
the Gulf Coast during this year’s Martin Luther
King, Jr. Weekend, together completing more

than 1,000 hours of community service. Estab-
lished in 2003, the award is presented annually
to individuals, groups and families who have
met or exceeded requirements for volunteer ser-
vice and have demonstrated exemplary citizen-
ship through volunteering.

The President’s Volunteer Service Award
recipients included 33 teens from the J-Teen
Leadership service trip to Louisiana, where the
group raised $10,000 through a supply-and-do-
nation drive, allocating funds to four non-proyt
partners in Louisiana. They also donated books
to a school and painted its cafeteria, sorted food
at a food bank and helped rehabilitate three
houses.

Over the same weekend, 17 teens from
UJA-Federation’s Families Feeding Families
trip to Mississippi and Louisiana worked to pos-
itively impact the lives of children and adults.
They helped distribute $9,000 worth of house-
hold and personal items to families affected by
Hurricane Katrina and the oil spill. They also
worked on home-repair projects with the St.
Bernard Project.

Twenty teens from Temple Israel Center in
White Plains and Solomon Schechter School of
Westchester in White Plains traveled to Biloxi,
Muississippi, where they prepared a plot of land
for a community garden in a Katrina-devastated
neighborhood and designed, painted and erected
six signs inviting the community to the garden.

On Monday, a resident came
in to see me, to ask why I, as
Mayor, didn’t just do a particular
thing? He said that the action in-
volved was just costing us money
and it should be stopped. After a
fairly lengthy discussion of the
reasons, he admitted that he had
not understood that the mayor
doesn’t have absolute powers.

I have been asked why | don’t
act as Governor Christie does,
why | don’t impose changes on
the unions, why | don’t take this

does not have. Those powers
are reserved to the full Town
Board. At Town Board meet-
ings, the mayor presides, but
each member has equal vot-
ing power; one person, one
vote. We have twice-monthly
meetings to discuss matters,
and approve or disapprove
them. Generally, the vote is
unanimous, but there are dis-
agreements. Then, the major-
ity rules. Our meetings are
broadcast live on channel 75

action or that action. So | thought
I would explain to you how gov-
ernment operates in Harrison; what authority the
mayor has and what is reserved to the full Town
Board.

The mayor runs the day-to-day operations
of the town, working with the department heads.
Once the annual budget is adopted, the mayor
oversees those expenditures. As with any orga-
nization, there are daily decisions; adjustments
to be made, problems that arise and need to be
resolved.

Most of these I, as mayor, can and do resolve,
again, working with our department heads. There
are also meetings with people who want to relo-
cate their business here, or create a subdivision, or
other actions which would have an impact on our
quality of life or real estate taxes. Each has to be
evaluated and encouraged or discouraged. It does
make my days interesting.

On an annual basis, | start working with the
comptroller and other department heads during
the summer to prepare the budget for the follow-
ing year. It may not be adopted until December,
but there is a great deal of hard work that goes into
it before it is presented to the full Town Board.

I am proud to say that our employees have
worked with us to bring down our expenses and
we have succeeded in that effort. If it were not for
mandated expenses, our 2011 Budget would have
been pat, without any tax increase.

There are powers that, by law, the mayor

and repeated at noon, 6 p.m.
and 10 p.m. every day until
the next meeting.

If you look at the agenda for those meetings
— they are posted on the town’s Web site — you
will see that, among other actions, all appoint-
ments (new hires) are approved by the full board,
as are certain expenditures, even if included in the
budget, and all contracts. There are also public
hearings, usually Special Exception Use Permits,
after the applicant has been before the Planning
Board and received approval there.

The board votes on each agenda item, which
then is written up by the town clerk as a resolu-
tion. Those resolutions become the permanent re-
cord of the actions of the board; they become our
history. We have a complete set of these resolu-
tions dating back to the 1920’s, and there is also a
record book from the Civil War era.

There are also powers that even the full
Town Board does not have. One of those is to
change the terms of union contracts. These can
only be changed though negotiations. There have
been actions taken by governors in other states to
unilaterally eliminate some provisions of union
contracts. Here, changes can only come through
negotiations.

| hope that you now have a clearer under-
standing to the division of powers in local govern-
ment. Obviously, this is the yve-minute version,
but it is all clearly laid out in NYS law. And it
works; Harrison is a great place!

WMC Receives NorMet
Quality & Safety Award

Westchester Medical Center’'s (WMC)
Internal Medicine Residency Program was
honored recently by the Northern Metropolitan
Hospital Association (NorMet) with the yrst
NorMet Quality and Safety Award for their
work on an Educational Innovation Project
(EIP) of the Residency Review Committee of
the American Council for Graduate Medical
Education, entitled “Optimizing Patient Han-
doffs.”

The project submission was the result of
a yve-year study on ways to improve patient
hand-offs to make care as efycient and precise
as it could possibly be.

WMC’s nomination was submitted by a
team of residents led by then-Chief Resident
Dr. Chris Nabors and was one of 20 submis-
sions received by NorMet from across four dif-
ferent categories.

The project made use of a readily avail-
able computerized sign-out system called
the Patient Documentation Transfer System
(PTDS).

“It produces a standardized hand-off docu-
ment with all the pertinent patient information
— on paper and in digital form — that takes the
place of the notes used for hand-offs before,”
said Nabors, who is now Assistant Professor of
Medicine at New York Medical College. “We
created a module so that residents could re-
port any medical errors, system or equipment
problems or anything problematic in patient
service. Another new feature helps prioritize
the sickest patients and most urgent things that
need to be done for the incoming shift.”

The software was adapted to be used on
the iPod Touch or iPad mobile devices and
incorporated instant-messaging capabilities
so physicians could exchange information in
real time. According to a report prepared by
Nabors, the new system has already helped to
improve care.

During the study, physicians reviewed
1,225 residents’ hand-off documents, and while
only six percent required correction, a few of
those corrections prevented medical errors.
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Shame on You, Westchester:
Child Abuse Continues

Westchester District Attorney
Janet DiFiore is working
to stop pedophiles

The latest installment of our Shame on You
Westchester column highlights a continuing and
unfortunate trend of sexual abuse against our
youngest and most vulnerable county residents.

Westchester County District Attorney Janet
DiFiore continues to prosecute those abusing our
children and neighbors through a variety of mea-
sures, including setting online traps to catch per-
verts who troll the Internet, our schools and our
streets, despite the knowledge that they will prob-
ably be caught.

Here are three of the latest incidents, which
are just a sampling of those caught by DiFiore.

Howard Hochman of Yorktown Heights

Hochman, 62, was caught attempting to so-
licit a minor over the Internet and was charged
with one count of Attempted Dissemination of In-
decent Material to a Minors, a Class E Felony.

From March 30 to April 6, the defendant
engaged an undercover investigator from the
Westchester County District Attorneyés ofyce in a
series of “chat” conversations over the Internet.

In the course of the “chats,” the undercover
made it clear to defendant that “she” was a 15-year-
old girl. The defendant continued the “chats” and
began to discuss speciyc sexual acts.

The defendant was arrested by investigators
from the DAGs ofyce when he arrived at a prear-
ranged meeting point.

The defendant was a New York City public
school teacher and retired as an assistant princi-
pal. He was the Program Director for the Wagon
Road Camp in Chappaqua and is now the Trans-
portation Coordinator for Camp Ramaquois in
Pomona.

Pursuant to the arrest, a search warrant was
executed at the defendant’s residence. Bail was set
at $2,500 cash over $5,000 bond. His next court
appearance will be on May 2.

The defendant faces a maximum of four
years in state prison. Assistant District Attorney
Laura Forbes of the High Technology Crimes Bu-
reau will prosecute the case.

Patrick Colon of New Rochelle

Patrick Colon, 21, was arrested for possess-
ing and sharing yles of illegal and obscene perfor-
mances of sexual conduct by children less than 16
and 17 years of age and charged with one count
of Promoting a Sexual Performance by a Child, a
Class “D” Felony, and one count of Possessing an
Obscene Sexual Performance by a Child, a Class
“E” Felony.

On February 7, an undercover investigator
from the DAds ofyce was able to view a digital
image of a sexual performance of a child less than
17 years of age that was available for download
by other people from the defendant’s computer.

The District Attorneyés Ofyce began its in-
vestigation.

Howard Hochman, 62,
of Yorktown Heights

A search warrant was executed at the defen-
dant’s home address on March 22, during which
time the defendant showed investigators digital
yles of a child who is less than 16 years of age in
an obscene sexual performance.

The defendant, who is employed as an Infor-
mation Specialist with NYC Inc., was arraigned in
New Rochelle City Court. Bail was set at $2,500,
which has been posted.

The maximum sentence on the charges is 7
years in state prison. Chief of the High Technolo-
gy Crime Bureau, Michael Delohery, is prosecut-
ing the case.

Elmer Pinto of Mamaroneck

Elmer Pinto, 20, was recently found guilty of
one count of Sexual Conduct against a Child in the
First Degree, a Class “B” Felony, and one count of
Endangering the Welfare of a Child, a Class “A”
Misdemeanor, following a jury trial.

On August 7, 2010, the child victim was with
his mother at the Mamaroneck Village Police De-
partment on an unrelated matter. While with his
mother, the victim saw a wanted poster and told a
police ofycer that his relative should be up there
for what he did to him.

Police began an investigation during which
the child victim disclosed the sexual contact
which occurred between June 1, 2009 and May
31, 2010, when the defendant engaged in two or
more acts of sexual conduct, including at least one
act of anal sexual conduct with the male child vic-
tim whose birth date is June 2, 2001.

The defendant, who was known to the child
victim, also performed sexual acts in front of the
child and showed the child pornographic videos at
the defendant’s previous address in the Village of
Mamaroneck.

The defendant faces 5 to 25 years in state pris-
on when sentenced on May 24. Assistant District
Attorney Christine Hatyeld of the Child Abuse/
Elder Abuse Bureau is prosecuting the case.

Proceeds from the event
will be used to establish the
James A. Liguori Scholarship
Fund that will help academical-
ly qualiyed students who need
ynancial assistance.

Liguori has had a life-long
commitment to the betterment
of lona and the City of New
Rochelle, where he grew up.
He is a graduate of lona Pre-
paratory School and earned a
bachelor’s degree in English
from lona College in 1965. In
1993, he joined lona College as
Executive Vice President. As a
long-time resident of New Ro-
chelle, Liguori pursued an ac-
tive role in beautifying the lo-
cal New Rochelle community
as well as the physical space of
the city.

During Ligouri’s years
leading lona, the academic bar
has been lifted, translating into
lona attracting more academi-
cally qualiyed students. The
student body also underwent

a major shift; from commuter to resident. In
1995, more than 60 percent of the students were
commuters. Today, one third of the students are
commuters and two thirds are residents who hail
from throughout the U.S. and overseas, bringing
a vitality and energy to the campus.

During the Liguori years, the economic im-
pact of lona College has been signiycant. With
280 employees and some 3,000 students, lona
College is contributing more than $60 million in
direct and indirect spending and helping to sup-
port 1,700 jobs locally.

Purchase College holds 30th Annual
Sciences Student Research Symposium

Purchase Celebrates 30 years of its success-
ful science programs at its 30th Annual Natural &
Social Sciences Student Research Symposium, to
be held on April 30 from 8:45a.m. to 1 p.m.

Nearly 75 students will make presentations
at what is the largest scientiyc meeting of its kind
on the Purchase College campus. Lectures and
discussions will take place in the Natural Sci-
ences Building.

The Symposium represents the best of the
science programs offered at Purchase College,
with undergraduate students reporting on year-
long research which they have conducted with
members of the faculty.

This event is unique in that it allows under-
graduate students to report on their research in
the same way scientists at major research labo-
ratories do at national conferences. Unlike a sci-
ence fair, these are professional presentations.

At larger research universities, students
rarely have this opportunity. Because of its size,
Purchase students regularly conduct original re-
search for their senior thesis by working closely
with faculty members either individually or in
small groups. Their results are the culmination of
intensive original work.

As part of their training, Purchase students
also have opportunities during the year to present
their yndings at national scientiyc meetings and
also to publish their results in scientiyc journals.

The Symposium consists of concurrent ses-
sions in anthropology, biology, chemistry, envi-
ronmental studies, economics, math, computer
science, political science, psychology, sociology
and gender studies.

Students describe their research during
15-minute oral presentations followed by yve
minutes of questions from the audience. Other
students participate in poster sessions, where they
display their research results and are available for

discussions about their research.

Distinguished alumni from the past 30 years
will join the seniors and faculty members at this
forum.
