Ball, who has served for four years in the as-
sembly, originally announced that he was running 
for Congress, in the 19th district against Democrat 
John Hall, but abandoned that race to run for State 
Senate, in the 40th district, representing northern 
Westchester, Putnam County and parts of Dutchess 
County. 

Ball, a Republican, was proposing a run for a 
Senate seat occupied by longtime Republican Vin-
ny Leibell, who has served the district for 16 years. 
Liebell decided against a GOP faceoff against Ball, 
and will now run for Putnam County executive. 

Ball will face off in November against 
Westchester County Legislator Michael Kaplow-
itz. Kaplowitz, a Democrat, has served for 12 years 
on the County Board, including as the boardôs bud-
get chairman. Kaplowitz ran two years ago for this 
same Senate seat against Liebell, losing the elec-
tion but coming closer than most had expected. 

The Ball-Kaplowitz Senate matchup will be 

a race closely watched in New York State, pitting 
two effective candidates, with different views on 
government, against one another for the voters to 
decide. 

Ballôs run for Senate leaves open his assem-
bly seat, in the 99th district, representing northern 
Westchester and Putnam. Dr. Steve Katz, a Repub-
lican and Tea Party activist, was ýrst to announce 
his candidacy. The Katz campaign is well ýnanced 
and organized, in the hopes of having both the 
GOP and Conservative lines in November. 

But Katz can expect a primary, with Repub-
licans Putnam County Legislator Mary Odell and 
Yorktown Councilman Nick Bianco pondering 
runs. No Democrats have stepped forward thus far  
in this race. 

Many of the same names northern Westchester 
residents are familiar with will be on the ballot this 
November, but for different ofýces. And, also re-
member that in musical chairs, someone is always 
left without a seat.

While the 
blame game continues, all employees are able to 
continue to work without contributing into their 
health care costs. I have an interim compromise 
suggestion. The County Board of Legislators 
should authorize County Executive Astorino to 
immediately require (if he wishes) all political 
appointees under his jurisdiction (commission-
ers, deputy commissioners, patronage appoin-
tees) to contribute towards their health care.

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Seniors and Health Care

Mom has always been there to nurture and 
take care of you. Motherôs Day is the perfect 
time to give back and look out for her. If sheôs 
having a hard time paying for her prescription 
drugs, tell her about the Medicare Prescription 
Drug Plan and the extra help available through 
Social Security. 

If your mother, or any special woman in 
your life, is covered by Medicare and has lim-
ited income and resources, she may be eligible 
for extra help to pay her monthly premiums, an-
nual deductibles and prescription co-payments. 
The extra help is worth an average of $3,900 per 
year. 

Perhaps youôve looked into the Medicare 
Prescription Drug Plan for Mom before, and 
discovered that she did not qualify due to her in-
come or resources. In 2010, the law has changed. 
As Chubby Checker will tell you, a new ñtwistò 
in the law makes it easier than ever to qualify for 
the extra help.

Itôs easy to ýgure out whether Mom is eli-
gible for the extra help. To qualify, she must be 
receiving Medicare and:

Å Have income limited to $16,245 for an 
individual or $21, 855 for a married couple liv-
ing together. Even if her annual income is high-
er, she still may be able to get some help with 
monthly premiums, annual deductibles and pre-
scription co-payments. Some examples in which 
income may be higher include if she or her hus-
band: Support other family members who live 
with them; have earnings from work; or live in 

Alaska or Hawaii; and
Å Have resources limited to $12,510 for an 

individual or $25,010 for a married couple living 
together. Resources include such things as bank 
accounts, stocks and bonds. We do not count her 
house or car as resources.

Thanks to this new ñtwistò in the law, we no 
longer count any life insurance policy she has as 
a resource, and we no longer count as income 
any ýnancial assistance she receives regularly 
from someone else to pay her household ex-
penses like food, mortgage or rent, utilities or 
property taxes. Donôt take our word for it, see 
Chubby Checkerôs rocking message at www.so 
cialsecurity.gov/prescriptionhelp. 

While youôre there, you can ýll out an easy-
to-use online application for your mom at www.
socialsecurity.gov/prescriptionhelp. To apply by 
phone or have an application mailed to you, call 
Social Security at 800-772-1213 (TTY 800-325-
0778) and ask for the Application for Help with 
Medicare Prescription Drug Plan Costs (SSA-
1020). Or go to the nearest Social Security of-
ýce.

If youôd like to learn more about the Medi-
care prescription drug plans and special enroll-
ment periods, visit www.medicare.gov or call 
800-MEDICARE (800-633-4227; TTY 877-
486-2048).

As the U.S. population gets older and lives 

longer, senior citizens and their families must 
face questions about what to do about health care 
and retirement living. 

Prior to World War II, many senior citizens 
lived in their own homes with assistance from 
live-in family members. After the war, many 
families became dispersed, as people left their 
birthplaces to pursue opportunities elsewhere. 
Separated from their families by geography and 
unable to live alone without assistance, senior 
citizens moved to nursing homes, institutions 
which could be skilled nursing facilities (SNF) or 
unskilled nursing facilities (NF).

Then, patients become recipients of state aid 
through Medicaid. 

The 1990ôs saw a rise in the phenomenon 
of Assisted Living Facilities (ALF), which could 
be a facility-, a dormitory- or condominium-type 
of a housing unit, which has trained health care 
providers on staff to assist with activities of daily 
living. Assisted living facilities are notably less 
expensive than Skilled Nursing Facilities. How-
ever, ALFs can still be ýnancial burdens and are 
not typically covered by Medicaid or Medicare. 
ALFs must be borne by private means, personal 
funds and private LTC Insurance. According to 
the same 2007 study by Genworth Financial, 
the average cost of assisted living facilities is 
$44,532 per annum.

From the late 1980ôs to present day and 
with the passing of Obamaôs health care reform,

Being located in Peekskill, I am very fa-
miliar with the Town of Cortlandtôs require-
ments. Wiring an above-ground pool must be 
done by a Westchester County-licensed elec-
trical contractor who must ýle a permit with 
the Town of Cortlandt after the owner ýles 
his own building permit for the pool. The 
electrician must certify the work to the town 
by having it inspected by an independent in-
spection agency. For Cortlandt it can be certi-
ýed by either N.Y. Fire Board underwriters or 
N.Y. electrical inspection services. 

 Technically speaking, a dedicated line 
with a timer and a Ground Fault Interrupter 
(GFI) breaker must feed your pump motor. 
Also an outdoor GFI outlet must be installed 

as per code. The pool must also be properly 
bonded back to the pump motor. Five unin-
terrupted type Thermoplastic High Heat Re-
sistant Nylon Coated (THHN) copper wires 
run inside a PVC pipe to a post where the GFI 
outlet and outdoor box with a twist and lock 
receptacle and an extended bubble cover for 
your pool pump. 

 A separate circuit would be run for any 
lighting.

The American Lung Associationôs State of 
the Air 2010 report ýnds that despite mostly fail-
ing grades, air quality is showing improvement in 
the Hudson Valley. According to the report, over 12 
million New Yorkers ð more than 62 percent of the 
stateôs residents ð live in counties where unhealthy 
air threatens their lives and health. This year, 19 of 
the 33 counties in New York state with air quality 
monitors received failing grades. Nevertheless, the 
report also shows that efforts underway to clean up 
air pollution in the state are making a difference.

ñWhile many portions of this yearôs report are 
encouraging, far too many Hudson Valley residents 
are breathing air that puts their health at risk,ò said 
Scott T. Santarella, president and CEO of the Amer-
ican Lung Association in New York. ñStill these 
improvements show that reduced emissions from 
sources including power plants and diesel engines 
are helping make our air cleaner. Our optimism is 
tempered by the fact that only Ulster Countyôs air 
improved enough to earn a passing grade.ò

The State of the Air report, found at www.ala-
ny.org, provides an annual national air quality ñre-
port card,ò based on the U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agencyôs color-coded Air Quality Index. Using 
the most recent quality-assured data, the report as-
signs A-F grades to counties. The American Lung 
Association identiýed the number of days that each 
county with at least one air quality monitor experi-
enced air quality designated as orange (unhealthy 
for sensitive groups), red (unhealthy) or purple 
(very unhealthy), to determine the grades.

ñAir pollution affects everyone but it is even 
more of a threat to people with lung disease,ò said 
Dr. Irwin Berlin, chief of the Pulmonary/Critical 
Care Medicine Division at Elmhurst Hospital Cen-
ter. ñOzone irritates the lungs when it is breathed 
in, and, particle pollution can be deadly. For my 
patients to have healthier lungs, we need to have 
cleaner air.ò

Westchester County gets an F for ozone with 
28 orange and ýve red ozone pollution days. This is 
a slight decrease from 29 orange and seven red days 
in last yearôs report. The county again earned a C for 
short-term particle pollution though the county had 
four fewer orange days. 

Ozone, or smog, is the most widespread air 
pollutant. It is a gas formed most often when sun-
light reacts with vapors emitted when motor ve-
hicles, factories, power plants and other sources 
burn fuel. Breathing in ozone irritates the respira-
tory tract and causes health problems like asthma 
attacks, coughing, wheezing, chest pain and even 
premature death.

Particle pollution, called ýne particulate matter 
or p.m. 2.5, is a deadly cocktail of ash, soot, diesel 
exhaust, chemicals, metals and aerosols that can 
spike dangerously for hours to weeks on end. The 
bodyôs natural defenses, coughing and sneezing, fail 
to keep these microscopic particles from burrowing 
deep within the lungs, triggering serious problems 
such as asthma and heart attacks, strokes, lung can-
cer and even early death.

This is a good sign for 2010 at Playland, with 
the only unknown factor being the weather. Coming 
off of a rainy 2009, if we get a sunny, hot summer, 
then Playland, and the residents of Westchester 
who pay for its operation, can expect a good ý-
nancial year. 

of service would be exempted.
Astorino is still moving forward with his 

plan to ask all county employees to pay 15 per-
cent of their health insurance by requiring the 
4,000+ union employees to do the same. This 
will require negotiations with all county unions. 

Westchester County is one of only four 
counties in the state that does not have its em-
ployees contribute to the cost of health care 
premiums. Health insurance premiums have in-
creased from $68 million to $149 million in the 
last 10 years. Premiums are expected to increase 
8 to 13 percent in 2011.

The County Board approved an alterna-
tive of its own, which created different tiers of 
employee health care payments, which Astorino 
vetoed. The new plan was sent to the County 
Board this week. 

Legislator John Testa of Peekskill, who 
served on the legislatorsô Special Committee on 
Health Insurance Savings, voiced his support for 
the amended plan. 

ñIt is an uncomplicated plan that yields 
long-term savings to taxpayers and addresses 
the district attorneyôs and legislatorsô concerns,ò 
Testa said. ñItôs time the County Board adopted 
this plan.ò

Astorino also announced a compromise 
plan to save the express bus service to New York 
City. Under the new proposal, the service would 
be saved, but with savings of $1.1 million this 
year and $2.5 million in 2011.

ñMany of the express route riders have 
asked us to ýnd some way to save this route,ò 
said Astorino. ñI am sympathetic to their con-
cerns and have been searching for a way to do 
this. My proposal strikes the balance between 
our taxpayers and our riders.ò 

Astorinoôs plan provides the following:
Å Beginning June 28, the frequency of the 

route will change. Peak service and limited non-
peak service will continue on weekdays. Week-
end service will be eliminated. The fare would 
increase in September to about $8.50, from 
$5.50; all discount fares would be ended. 

Å The Astorino Administration and Liberty 
Lines Transit, the operators of the route, will 
study the feasibility of the line being ñspun offò 
to Liberty Lines in 2011 and operated without 

any county subsidy. This would give Liberty 
control over fares and schedules. 

Å There is no guarantee of the routeôs sur-
vival past December 31. Therefore, Astorino 
will continue his talks with the MTA and state 
and county ofýcials about regional transporta-
tion issues that affect bus operations and fund-
ing.

ñThis plan adopts suggestions from the ex-
press routeôs riders ð some of whom said they 
would be willing to pay higher fares to keep the 
service ð and suggestions from county legisla-
tors, while eliminating the $2.5 million taxpayer 
subsidy,ò Astorino said. ñUltimately, much will 
depend on whether there are enough riders to 
keep the route viable.ò 

The proposal was praised by various mem-
bers of the Board of Legislators. 

Chairman Ken Jenkins said, ñTodayôs news 
is truly a victory for Westchesterôs commuters. 
Over the past few weeks, my legislative col-
leagues and I have received countless e-mails 
and phone calls from residents who were con-
cerned about bus service cuts in their neighbor-
hoods. In this bipartisan effort, the legislature 
was able to work with the administration to ýnd 
a funding solution to continue with this popular 
service, and I am conýdent that we have reached 
an outcome that will be extremely satisfactory 
to those who travel on the route. Iôm glad that 
the administration was able to propose a suit-
able alternative to the overall elimination of the 
BxM4C line.ò

County legislators Gordon Burrows and 
Bernice Spreckman, both of Yonkers, who have 
championed the ýght to maintain the service, 
also praised Astorinoôs proposal. 

 ñBernice Spreckman and I have been mak-
ing a case to ýnd some way to keep this route 
going without burdening taxpayers,ò said Bur-
rows. ñThis is the right balance.ò

Added Spreckman, ñI am gratiýed at this 
plan for the short term and I am ready, will-
ing and able to continue working with my col-
leagues on a long-term solution.ò

Finally, Astorino announced the elimination 
of the county executiveôs security detail, which 
will save taxpayers $400,000 annually. Astorino 
has already refused the use of a security driver 
to and from work every day, and now has elimi-
nated the entire detail, used by former County 
Executive Andy Spano.
