Broadway is bigger, better, more proytable
and more expensive than ever, coming off the
highest grossing season in history, $1.08 billion
(up 5.9 percent from last season) and with total
attendance reaching 12.5 million, up 5.4 per-
cent from last year.

During that time, 42 shows opened (14
musicals, 25 plays and three specials), accord-
ing to The Broadway League (BL), the national
trade association for the Broadway industry,
whose more than 700 members include the-
atre owners, producers, presenters and general
managers in around 200 North American cit-
ies. Each year, BL members bring Broadway to
approximately 30 million people in New York
and on tour across the U.S. and Canada.

That makes Broadway a national tourism
bonanza as well as one of New York City’s
greatest tourism draws. And with the Tony
Awards honoring the best of Broadway on na-

tional television recently, those numbers and
grosses ygure to swell. Especially with nomi-
nees including Al Pacino, Frances McDormand
and Edie Falco and runaway hits ranging from
the hysterically irreverent “Book of Mormon,”
to the toe-tapping “Anything Goes,” to the ul-
tra-sentimental “War Horse.”

No doubt about it; The Tony’s are Broad-
way’s version of Hollywood’s Oscar’s, TV’s
Emmys and music’s Grammy’s. They recog-
nize Broadwayds excellence. And they provide
an insight into what shows are worth seeing
and what shows aren’t.

With tickets costing in the neighborhood
of $100 and up, that is a valuable insight, re-
gardless of whether you shop for discounts at
TKTS discount ticket booths or pay full price.

New York Governor Andrew Cuomo has
done more in his yrst six months in ofyce to re-
move the stain on the Empire State, dubbed the
most dysfunctional state government in the coun-
try, than any governor in recent memory. The lat-
est victory for the governor comes with an agree-
ment with State Senate and Assembly leaders to
enact a “real” ethics reform package.

The ethics deal calls for unprecedented trans-
parency, strict disclosure requirements and an
enforcement unit with broad oversight over New
York State government. The law, called The Clean

pendent Joint Commission on Public Ethics with
robust enforcement powers to investigate viola-
tions of law by members of both the executive and
legislative branches, oversee their ynancial dis-
closure requirements and oversee lobbyists with
newly expanded disclosure rules and deynition of
lobbying.

State employees, including elected ofycials,
will now have their new ynancial disclosures
made available for public review. Outside income
will now have to be disclosed, with state employ-
ees and politicians required to disclose whether
their outside clients have business before the state,

All About Hudson River Steamships

Richard Anderson, founding president of the
S.S. Columbia Project, tells the story of steam-
boating on the Hudson River and the work being
done to restore the National Historic Landmark
vessel SS Columbia, America’s oldest surviv-
ing passenger steamer, for active service on the
Hudson River in his presentation, “Steamships
on the Hudson.”

The Hudson River was the cradle of Ameri-
can steamboating. From the yrst successful com-
mercial voyage of Robert Fulton’s Clermont in
1807 through the retirement of the Alexander
Hamilton in 1971, these boats were an inte-
gral part of the life along the Hudson. Whether
it was a huge 400-foot side-wheeler, a small
freight boat, excursion boats or a ferry crossing,
practically every Hudson River community was
served by a steamboat.

Anderson said, “Sadly, all of the great Hud-
son River steamers have been lost to us. We
were fortunate to ynd the Columbia in Detroit.
She is the oldest surviving passenger steamship
in America and we are working to restore her to
active service on the Hudson River.

“We hope that the ship’s restoration will
help revitalize the communities of the Hudson
River Valley and will re-invigorate our experi-
ence of the region’s beautiful riverscapes that
can be best experienced from the water. SS
Columbia will serve as an amazing experien-
tial educational resource where school kids can
watch the great steam engines at work, and her
ballroom and beautiful public spaces will serve
as a poating cultural center for the communities
of the Hudson River Valley.

“Much like Walkway over the Hudson and
the High Line were dreams only a few short
years ago, the Columbia represents another
dream that can be brought to reality.”

The SS Columbia was built in 1902 and has
been designated by the Federal Government as a
National Historic Landmark vessel. Her interior
is adorned with mahogany paneling, etched and
leaded glass, gilded moldings, a grand staircase
and an innovative open-air ballroom. Her de-
signers also created three of the greatest Hudson
River steamships: the Hendrick Hudson, Wash-
ington Irving, and the Robert Fulton.

Atyrst glance, SS Columbia is a dauntingly
majestic ruin with her four stories of crumbling
decks and rusty tall stack towering over the
dock. But looking past the peeling paint, rot and
decay, you notice her beautiful lines. She sways
in the water like an aging River Queen recalling
her days of glory. She is now 109 years old and
is being prepared for the make over of her life.

At present, Columbia is in Detroit and is
being prepared for her trip to New York. Her
asbestos has been abated and the superstruc-

ture is being stabilized. When she is sufyciently
restored, she will be towed through the Great
Lakes, out the St Lawrence and down the coast
to New York.

Anderson grew up in Brooklyn Heights
overlooking the waters of New York harbor and
the Hudson River. At age 10, he began his career
as a maritime preservationist by volunteering at
the South Street Seaport Museum. He worked
in banking overseas and returned to New York
to direct the programs of a contemporary art
gallery, where he enjoyed helping to launch the
careers of emerging artists. Today, Anderson
spearheads the restoration of SS Columbia and
in his off-hours enjoys the beauty of the Hudson
Valley from his home in the Village of Nyack.

“Steamships on the Hudson,” part of Bec-
zak Environmental Education Center’s River-
Talks 2011 season, will be presented on Satur-
day, June 18 at 7 p.m. at Beczak, located at 35
Alexander St. in Yonkers. Admission is $10, $5
for students, seniors and teachers.

RiverTalks are lively Saturday evening dis-
cussions led by various experts in an historical,
environmental or cultural aspect of the Hudson
River Valley. Each evening includes refresh-
ments, a featured presentation and discussion.
Next fallés RiverTalks will include: iDo Fish
Sleep,” “The Forgotten Breweries of Yonkers,”
“Yonkers’ Big Dig: The Saw Mill River Day-
lighting Project” and “Hudson River Sturgeon:
ARelic from Deep Time.”

Beczak is a repurposed factory social club
on the Hudson River that presents programs for
all ages to raise environmental awareness. The
New York State Department of Environmental
Conservation calls Beczak’s rehabilitated prop-
erty an “environmental recovery success story.”
Located on the banks of the Hudson in the City
of Yonkers, this spacious center is an adaptive
reuse of the former social club for Habirshaw
Cable & Wire Co. Its two-acre park features a
welcoming riverfront lawn, an easily accessible
tidal marsh and a beach used for river explora-
tion and seining.

Beczak educators work with approximately
20,000 children and families each year through
in-school river education programs, yeld trips at
its riverfront center, after school environmental
clubs and public programs including River Ex-
plorers and Fish Tales for children, RiverTalks
lectures and Urban H20 concerts for adults,
Lunchtime Learning for seniors, Summer Ad-
ventures camp and professional development
for educators.

including any proposed bill or resolution before
the legislature, any contracts or grants from the
state or any proceeding involving a state agency.

“I have repeatedly said that in order to get
this state back on the right track, we must end the
dysfunction and corruption that has plagued Al-
bany for far too long and bring integrity back to
the halls of our Capitol,” said Cuomo. “This bill
is the tough and aggressive approach we need.
It provides for disclosure of outside income by
lawmakers, creates a true independent monitor to
investigate corruption and spells out tough, new
rules that lobbyists must follow. Government does
not work without the trust of the people — and
this ethics overhaul is an important step in restor-
ing that trust.”

Cuomo made the announcement with the two
leaders of the state legislature, Republican Senate
Majority Leader Dean Skelos and Democratic As-
sembly Speaker Sheldon Silver.

fiAfter passing an on-time, yscally responsi-
ble budget and reaching an agreement on a proper-
ty tax cap, this ethics agreement signals that webve
taken another step in restoring the public’s trust in
their government,” said Skelos.

Silver said, “Today’s agreement will strength-
en our citizens’ faith in their government and hold
accountable those who betray the public trust by
requiring more extensive ynancial disclosure and
creating additional penalties for those who break
the law. |1 am proud to sign on to today’s agree-
ment because | believe that transparency and ac-
countability are the pillars of good government.”

Good Government groups hailed the agree-
ment. Susan Lerner, executive director of Com-
mon Cause/NY, said the ethics reform proposal
includes fisigniycant, long-awaited changes in the
framework of New York’s ethics laws. It address-
es challenging ethics issues such as disclosure of
legislatorsd outside income and external review
of legislative and executive conduct and includes
important new provisions such as regulating in-
dependent campaign expenditures and providing
the public with relevant information about who is
paying for certain groups’ lobbying activities.”

Russ Haven, executive director of the New
York State Public Interest Research Group, said,
fiThese ethics reforms, for the yrst time, will open
a huge window on the outside work and pay of
state lawmakers. Sunlight is the best disinfectant
and these disclosures will allow New Yorkers to
judge whether a legislator’s private job creates a
conpict with their responsibilities to the public.o

The ethics reform deal is a victory for for-
mer New York City Mayor Ed Koch, who helped
form a group calling for several reforms, including
tougher ethics laws.

“For 13 months, I’ve traveled the state call-
ing on our government to take action on the three
basic, fundamental reforms our government needs,
including meaningful ethics reform,” said Koch.
“Standing in Buffalo, | called for outside income
disclosure; in Long Island | called for disclosure
of client lists; and in Albany I called for a state
ethics commission with teeth. Today, I’m proud
to congratulate Governor Andrew Cuomo and the
Legislative leaders for reaching an agreement on a
proposal that will accomplish these goals.”

Other pieces of Clean Up Albany Act in-
clude:

Greater Financial Disclosure

Financial disclosure statements yled with
the new Joint Commission on Public Ethics from
elected ofycials will now be posted on the internet
and the practice of redacting the monetary values
and amounts reported by the yler will be ended.
The act requires disclosure of the reporting indi-
vidualés and his or her yrmdés outside clients and
customers doing business with, receiving grants or
contracts from, seeking legislation or resolutions
from or involved in cases or proceedings before
the state as well as such clients brought to the yrm
by the public ofycial.

Database of Who Appears Before State and
Why

The act establishes a new database of any in-
dividual or yrm that appears in a representative ca-
pacity before any state governmental entity and for
what reason(s) those individuals or yrms appear.
Additional Disclosures for Registered
Lobbyists

The bill expands lobbying disclosure require-
ments, including the disclosure by lobbyists of any
“reportable business relationships” of more than
$1,000 with public ofycials.

Forfeiture of Pensions for Felony
Convictions

Certain public ofycials who commit crimes
related to their public ofyces may have their pen-
sions reduced or forfeited in a new civil forfeiture
proceeding brought by the Attorney General or the
prosecutor who handled the conviction of the of-
ycial.

Joint Commission on Public Ethics

The Joint Commission on Public Ethics will
replace the existing Commission on Public Integ-
rity with jurisdiction over all elected state ofycials
and their employees, both executive and legisla-
tive, as well as lobbyists. The bipartisan Joint
Commission will consist of 14 members:

A Six appointed by the governor and lieuten-
ant governor, at least three of whom shall be en-
rolled members of the major political party that is
not that of the governor; and

A Eight appointed by the legislative leaders
(four each from the two major political parties).

The Joint Commission will have jurisdiction
to investigate potential violations of law by legis-
lators and legislative employees and, if violations
are found, issue yndings to the Legislative Ethics
Commission, which will have jurisdiction to im-
pose penalties. The Joint Commission will have
jurisdiction to impose penalties on executive em-
ployees and lobbyists. Any potential violations of
federal or state criminal laws will be referred to
the appropriate prosecutor for further action.

A majority (eight members) of the board
must consent to the initiation of the investigation,
at least two of whom must be of the same party
and branch as the subject of the investigation.
Clarifying Independent Expenditures for Elec-
tions

The act requires the state board of elections
to issue new regulations clarifying disclosure of
Independent Expenditures.

Increased Penalties for Violations

The act substantially increases penalties for
violations of the yling requirements and contribu-
tion limits in the Election Law and provides for
a special enforcement proceeding in the Supreme
Court. The bill also increases penalties for viola-
tions of certain provisions of the state’s code of
ethics that prohibits conpicts of interest.

Many members of the Westchester delegation
to Albany have been calling for a new ethics law
for years.

filt exempliyes the unfortunate reality that
even ethics reform in Albany is mortally over-po-
liticized,” said Assemblyman Steve Katz. “While
| feel that this bill could go further in reforming
our state’s notoriously dysfunctional status quo,
| reluctantly voted for this watered-down, over-
politicized, virtually toothless ‘reform’ bill which
will only affect future legislators — not those al-
ready in ofyce.0

Assemlyman Robert Castelli said, “Reform-
ing state government will always be one of my top
priorities as a lawmaker. “By providing enhanced
yscal oversight, implementing new restrictions on
donations and creating real penalties for politi-
cians who betray the public trust, this legislation
will go a long way toward restoring accountability
to state government.”

Assemblyman George Latimer said, “When
various assembly members and Senators, a State
Comptroller and a Governor all resign due to
scandal within a few years, it is clear the system
is broke. This new plan repairs much of what is
wrong.”

Social Security Column:

A Handsome Gi

Father’s Day is right around the corner. Per-
haps you’ll give Dad the usual gift; a necktie,
shaving set, leather wallet or new yshing lure.

But there’s something he may appreciate
even more. People all over the country are help-
ing their dads save nearly $4,000 a year on the
cost of prescription drugs. You can help your dad
too — and it won’t cost you a dime.

The high cost of prescription medication
can be a burden on fathers (or anyone) who has
limited income and resources. But there is Extra
Help — available through Social Security — that
could pay part of his monthly premiums, annual
deductibles and prescription co-payments. That
Extra Help is worth an average of almost $4,000
a year.

To ygure out whether your father is eligible,
Social Security needs to know his income and the
value of his savings, investments and real estate
(other than the home he lives in). To qualify for
the Extra Help, he must be enrolled in Medicare
and have:

A Annual income limited to $16,335 for an
individual or $22,065 for a married couple liv-
ing together. Even if his income is higher, he still
may be able to get some help with monthly pre-
miums, annual deductibles and prescription co-

payments. Some examples where income may be
higher include if he or his spouse:

- Support other family members who
live with them;

- Have earnings from work; or

- Live in Alaska or Hawaii; and

A Resources limited to $12,640 for an in-
dividual or $25,260 for a married couple living
together. Resources include such things as bank
accounts, stocks and bonds. We do not count his
house and car as resources.

Social Security has an easy-to-use online
application that you can help complete for your
dad. You can ynd it at www.socialsecurity.gov.
Just select the link on the left of the page that
says, fiGet extra help with Medicare prescription
drug costs.” To apply by phone or have an ap-
plication mailed to you, call Social Security at
1-800-772-1213 (TTY 1-800-325-0778) and ask
for the Application for Help with Medicare Pre-
scription Drug Plan Costs (SSA-1020). Or go to
the nearest Social Security ofyce.

To learn more about the Medicare prescrip-
tion drug plans and special enrollment periods,
visit www.medicare.gov or call 1-800-MEDI-
CARE (1-800-633-4227; TTY 1-877-486-2048).

Of course, the Extra Help is not just for fa-
thers. Anyone who is entitled to Medicare and has
limited income and resources may be eligible.
