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Aguilera Rocks the Big City!

It was Tuesday morning, June 8. The sun
cast shadows and splashes of radiant light across
the face of the Palisade rock “cliffs.” | was wait-
ing on the platform of the historic Yonkers Train
Station at 5:58 a.m. Destination: New York City.
Assignment: Get great photos of singer/song-
writer Christina Aguilera, who in two short hours
would be performing on the stage of NBC’s “To-
day Show” Concert Series.

Last Friday, Justin Beaver, of Canada, per-
formed for the “tween” girls. This day was my
turn and | was excited and delighted that | would
fnally get the chance to see her in person after
years of being a fan.

Entering the bustling metropolis after sa-
voring the magnifcence of Grand Central Sta-
tion, I walked up Park Avenue and went cross-
town to Rockefeller Center. The weather was
perfect, clear skies — crystal blue like Aguil-
era’s eyes. There were puffy white clouds and
the adrenaline rush of a city coming to life as
people rushed to the workplace.

| found myself by “30 Rock” having a free
coffee from a food truck. This was good luck so
far. It was 6:30 a.m. | heard and felt the vibra-
tions of a pulsating beat of a tribal rock n’ roll
song, accompanied by a female voice both clear
and strong. | was pleasantly surprised to enjoy a
pre-show warm up and rehearsal; 30 minutes of
free music and hot coffee took the chill out of
the air and warmed my bones.

As 8 a.m. approached, “Today Show” hosts
Al Roker, Matt Lauer and Meredith Vieira took
the stage to announce Aguilera to the crowd.

I couldn’t sleep the night before, anxious
with anticipation to experience Aguilera’s mu-
sical stylings. Yet, the sight of the stunningly
beautiful, yet petite sweet lady, Aguilera, made
me feel like a teenager again. As a rush of en-
ergy Fowed through me, she ripped into her frst
song, “Fighter,” from her “Stripped” alboum —
an old song that was created brand new and few
through the air — making me aware that | was
in for a special treat.

Unfortunately, it was hard to relax and enjoy
the show because | had a mission to accomplish
for Rising newspapers. | learned I could both en-
joy the show and music and get my photographs
of the “sex goddess” with the lovely face and
mommy to son, Max, now two years old.

After a brief interview with Lauer, Aguilera
launched into a new song from her June CD “Bi-
onic,” “Not Myself Tonight.” Her voice flled
the concrete canyons as her back-up dancers
moved to the music. It was upbeat, contagious
and alive. Aguilera is an artist unafraid to try
new things.

The power of her voice has not been dimin-
ished over the years. Aguilera is an artist frst
and foremost. She writes songs unlike many of
her “fellow superstars;” she brings spontaneity
to the musical world that is unique and devoid
of gimmicks, scandals or controversial shenani-
gans. She is the artist eternal and the voice is her
instrument.

The song was “Beautiful.” It made the tran-
sition from hard rock to a gentle, intimate ballad
that was like an invitation into her intimate pri-
vate life. God was she good!

The third and fnal song was “You Lost
Me.” She went to a place deep inside her spirit
and heart and the audience became a part of her
life. It was astonishing.

After the applause subsided, | sat in the sun,
soaking in the feelings that Aguilera had shared
with me. | believe she really cares more about
her audience and fans than many who seem con-
stantly on self-promotion machines.

I left New York City on the Metro-North
train feeling like | was a better person. She had
enhanced my life and renewed my faith in the
vitality and variety of our artists, dancers and
singers, and all those whose work makes the
world a happier place to live.

Sara Friedman, a Sleepy Hollow
native, has just released “The Gluten-
Free Guide to Washington, D.C.: An
Essential Guide to GF Dining, Shop-
ping, and Living in the Nation’s Cap-
ital and its Suburbs,” where all pro-
ceeds from the sale of the book will
go directly to the University of Mary-
land Celiac Disease Research Foun-
dation, which is run by Dr. Alessio
Fasano. The book is designed to help
travelers to, and newly diagnosed
residents of, the metro Washington,
D.C. area who are gluten intolerant.

“I am very excited about Dr. Fa-
sano’s research and about this unique
opportunity to help support it,” Fried-
man said.

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Yonkers Astronaut Ron Garan Receives Honorary Degree at SUNY Oneonta

Yonkers native and Roosevelt High School
graduate Ron Garan, a NASA astronaut and space
shuttle veteran who earned his bachelor’s degree
from the SUNY College at Oneonta in 1982, re-
turned to his alma mater to receive an honorary
SUNY degree, a Doctor of Science, at the college’s
commencement on May 22.

“First | want to say to you, dream big and
don’t give up on your dreams. It was on this very
campus 29 years ago that a boyhood dream to be-
come an astronaut and Fy in space was reawakened
inside of me as | watched the frst space shuttle
launch on a TV in Curtis Hall,” said Garan in his
address to Oneonta graduates.

“Pursuing this dream was a very long and dif-
fcult road. Along the way, many people told me
that | shouldn’t waste my time and effort on a goal
that was unlikely to be achieved. In whatever you
choose to do with your lives and your careers, |
want to tell you that often there’s only a razor thin
line between success and failure. Usually the only
difference between success and failure is persis-
tence.”

Garan, an Air Force colonel, served as a mis-
sion specialist aboard the Discovery Space Shuttle
during its mission to the International Space Sta-
tion in June 2008. The shuttle delivered the Japa-
nese Experiment Module Pressurized Module and
the Japanese Remote Manipulator System to the
station. Shuttle astronauts delivered the 37-foot
Kibo lab and added its rooftop storage room.

On the mission, Garan completed three space
walks for a total of more than 20 hours. He worked
on maintaining the station and priming the new
Japanese module’s robotic arm for work during the
nine days that the shuttle was docked at the orbit-
ing laboratory. He is scheduled to arrive at the In-
ternational Space Station in March 2011 aboard a
Soyuz spacecraft for a six-month mission.

“Almost exactly two years ago, | had the priv-
ilege to fy onboard the space shuttle Discovery to
the International Space Station. During the shuttle
mission, as you heard, | was privileged to conduct
three spacewalks over the course of our 14-day
mission. On the last of the three spacewalks, | slid
my feet under clamps on the end of the large space
station robotic arm. With me attached to the end of
the arm, the arm was fown through a maneuver we
called the ‘windshield wiper,” which brought me
across a big arc over the top of the space station
and back.

“If you have ever seen the space station, you
know that there’s a huge truss segment on top of
the station that contains the massive solar arrays
that provide power to the station. It’s a few hun-
dred feet across and is a giant structure. So imagine
this 100-foot-long windshield wiper attached to the
truss with my little body on the end of it. At the top
of this arc, | was 100 feet above the space station
with the earth 250 miles below. It was absolutely
incredible to see this enormous space station, the
most complex structure ever built. Built by 16
diverse nations, all working together, to accom-
plish this tremendous achievement in orbit and to
see this magnifcent accomplishment of humanity
against the backdrop of the indescribably beauti-
ful earth 250 miles below was breathtaking. For
the Frst time in our mission, | wasn’t just look-
ing down at Earth, but | was looking at a planet
hanging in the blackness of space. It was a very
moving experience to see the absolute beauty of
the planet we have been given and to see how frag-
ile it is. Looking at our atmosphere from space; it
seems literally paper thin, like a sheet of paper was
wrapped around the earth.

“It is a sobering thought that this paper-thin
layer is all that separates every living thing on our
planet from extinction, but as I looked down at this
indescribably beautiful, fragile oasis, this island
that has been given to us and has protected all life
from the harshness of space, | couldn’t help but
to think also of all the inequity that exists on our
fragile oasis. | couldn’t help but think of the people
who don’t have clean water to drink, enough food
to eat, the social injustice, conficts and poverty
that exist. It really was an amazingly stark contrast
between the beauty of our planet and the unfortu-
nate realities of life on our planet for many of its
inhabitants.

“This experience reaffrmed a belief that |
held long before fying in space, that is, that each
and every one of us on this planet has the responsi-
bility to leave it a little better than we found it.

“My challenge to the graduates here today is,
in all the many decisions you will make concern-
ing your careers, your future and the way you live
your life, look for opportunities to better your com-
munity and the world. Change the world by frst
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changing yourself, by not allowing yourself to be
hindered by mediocrity in your ideals and the pur-
suit of your goals and dreams. Don’t be afraid to
step outside your comfort zone because the times
you do step outside your comfort zone are precise-
ly the moments where you will grow as a person
and expand the possibilities of your future.

“Go out and make a difference. Go out and
make that part of the world that you come in con-
tact with a little better, simply because it came in
contact with you. In all that you do, look for oppor-
tunities to make life better for those who share this
fragile oasis with you, and you will have found the
path to true happiness and fulfliment in life. Con-
gratulations again to all the graduates and thank
you in advance for the positive impact that you will
make on our world,” the colonel said.

Garan was selected as a pilot by NASA in
July 2000. After the completion of two years of
training and evaluation, he was assigned technical
duties in the Astronaut Offce Station and Shuttle
Operations Branches.

In April 2006, Garan became an aquanaut
through his participation in the joint NASANOAA,
NEEMO 9 (NASA Extreme Environment Mission
Operation), an exploration research mission held in
Aquarius, the world’s only undersea research labo-
ratory. During the 18-day mission, the six-person

crew of NEEMO 9 developed lunar surface
exploration procedures and telemedical
technology applications in support of the
nation’s Vision for Space Exploration.

“1 am often asked who my heroes are,
and | always respond: Educators because |
believe they have the opportunity to make
the biggest impact on our future,” Garan
said.
