Captain Lawrence Brewing Company is 

Westchester’s only beer brewery and the premier 
brewery in lower New York, producing some truly 
ýrst-class ales, porters and seasonal beers.

Incorporated in August 2005, Captain Law-
rence, currently located in Pleasantville, is not 
even six years old. Since itôs very ýrst keg sale (to 
Lucy’s Lounge in Pleasantville), Captain Lawrence 
has steadily extended distribution across the region 
to points as far north as Saugerties, as far west as 
Port Jervis, as far south as Staten Island and as far 
east as Hartford, Connecticut.

“We’ve been very fortunate and have been 
growing, adding customers,” said Captain Law-
rence founder and owner Scott Vaccaro, a 33-year-

old Westchester native. ñWeôre up against the wall 
here,” he said, speaking literally of Captain Law-
rence’s Pleasantville building, which isn’t capable 
of expanding along with the company’s produc-
tion.

Captain Lawrence Brewing Company is 
named for the street, Captain Lawrence Drive, 
that Vaccaro grew up on in Salem in north eastern 
Westchester (which is, in turn, named after a cap-
tain of the Westchester Militia during the Revolu-
tionary War). Westchester born and raised, Vaccaro 
knew he wanted to open his brewery here since he 
ýrst began formulating business plans in 2004.

ñI grew up in Westchester. Itôs home to me,ò 
said Vaccaro on his decision to start Captain Law-

The entire Westchester community is hoping 

and praying for the safe return of 20-year old Lau-
ren Spierer, who has been missing since June 3.

Spierer, a 2009 graduate of Edgemont High 
School in Scarsdale, part of the Greenburgh 
school district, is currently a student at Indiana 

University. She disappeared when walking to her 
Bloomington, Indiana apartment 21 days ago.

Friends of Lauren and the Spierer family 
have rallied to help, with many Westchester resi-
dents joining parents Robert and Charlene Spierer 
in Bloomington, passing out þyers and trying to 
ýnd out any information.

Bloomington Police have received thou-
sands of tips and, together with video outside of 
Lauren’s apartment, are now focusing on a white, 
four-door Chevy pickup truck circling Laurenôs 
apartment at  4:30 a.m. on June 3, the time of her 
disappearance.

Police are also continuing to seek out wit-
nesses and friends of Lauren’s at Indiana U who 
may not have shared everything they know.

“Let me ask those that have information 
about Lauren or the events of that evening to get 
the courage to come forward and tell us anything 
that you know, however small and insigniýcant 
you think it might be,” said Lauren’s father, Rob-
ert.

Police have used DNA testing and lie de-
tectors on persons who were hanging outside of 
Lauren’s apartment one hour before her disap-
pearance. 

The national media have picked up on Lau-
ren’s case, including America’s Most Wanted, 
which has run two stories on Lauren. The online

I wanted to accent with quality, locally made beer, 
and has a strong client base.ò

When demand began to exceed Captain Law-
renceôs 8,000-square-foot Pleasantville facility, 
Vaccaro knew a move was necessary and that he 
wanted to stay in Westchester, so he began looking 
for a new location. Finally, he found one in Elms-
ford, an unincorporated section of Greenburgh. At 
18,500 square feet, with an additional 5,000 avail-
able for expansion in a few years, the new location 
will give Captain Lawrence the space to produce, 
ñabout ýve times more beer than [we] do now,ò 
according to Vaccaro.

ñPleasantville has embraced us, and Green-
burg is embracing us as we prepare to move our 
operations there,ò said Vaccaro. ñWe wouldnôt be 
here today without the people and businesses of 
Westchester drinking our beer. Without them, we 
wouldnôt exist. Iôm extremely grateful and try to 
give back whenever I can.ò

Captain Lawrence gives back by providing 

beer, free of charge, for the events of non-proýt 
organizations up and down the Hudson River, no-
tably to Beczak Environmental Education Center, 
located in Yonkers, and it’s Urban H20 concert se-
ries.

The Holy Name of Jesus School Library in 
New Rochelle had a special end-of-the-year treat 
for third- through eighth-grade students and staff 
on June 7 in the school gym, when award-winning 
Chappaqua author Barbara Dee presented an in-
formative look at her writing career, the writing 
and publishing process and, in particular, her lat-
est tween novel, ñTrauma Queen,ò published by 
Simon & Schuster in April.

ñTrauma Queenò centers around Marigold, 
13, and her embarrassingly unconventional per-

formance-artist mom, with all the mayhem that 
ensues, at school and at home, from their tenuous 
relationship.

Dee’s own varied life experiences and ob-
servant nature certainly comprise a rich soil upon 
which to grow an accomplished authorial career. 
She ñpublishedò her ýrst books (and illustrated 
them, too) while still a kindergartener. She con-
tinued her love affair with reading and writing all 
through the ensuing years, leading up to degrees 
from Yale and the University of Chicago, travels 
through Europe, brief stints as a high-school Eng-
lish teacher, lawyer and book reviewer and, through 
perseverance and prodigious talent, the realization 
of her childhood dream; to be a real writer.

Dee likes to create a mix of stable and unsta-
ble characters in her novels, and she enjoyed ñturn-
ing the tablesò a bit by having the mom in ñTrauma 
Queen” be the unstable one, with Marigold her 
more level-headed counterpart. And ñnumbò is the 
word the author uses, recalling how she felt see-
ing her ýrst book, ñJust Another Day,ò in ýnished 
print form, no longer simply a document on her 
computer.

Promptly after her presentation, her brief 
reading from ñTrauma Queen,ò and the dozens 
of eager questions that Dee ýelded patiently and 
adeptly, she signed copies of all four of her books 
in the school library. Holy Name parent/library 
volunteer Florence Nicosia provided each child 
who purchased a book with an added keepsake of 
the book-signing; a souvenir personal photo with 
the author.

Meehanôs quiet manner and the joy he takes 
in his role as spiritual leader are what made him 
a loved priest. After completing his Theology 
studies at St. Josephôs Seminary in Yonkers, 
Meehan was ordained on May 30, 1964 at St. 
Patrick’s Cathedral in Manhattan by Cardinal 
Spellman. He went on to work for 26 years in 
Harlem and obtained a degree in Pastoral Coun-
seling from Iona College. He took a yearlong 
sabbatical to travel to several third world nations 
to see conditions for himself before taking over 
at St. Maryôs Church.

Monsignor Meehan celebrated his 75th 

birthday in April at a dinner put together by the 
parish, with more than 400 attendees. In addi-
tion to his local pastoral duties, the Monsignor 
also spent 20 years as Chaplain with the Celeb-
rity and Crystal cruise lines.

Retirement will not see him slowing down 
too much. From his new apartment at the 
O’Connor Residence for Retired Priests in Riv-
erdale, the Monsignor will continue to serve the 
Catholic Church where needed and travel.

St. Maryôs will now be entrusted to Fr. Al-
fredo Monteiro who comes from Brewster.

St. Maryôs is seeking donations for their 
scholarship fund, and a ýnal farewell will be 
held for Monsignor Meehan and his ýnal homily 
this Sunday, June 26, in the Church Hall.
