The purpose of the legislation, Assembly
Bill A10761A, is to allow Harrison to use cer-

tain employees other than police ofycers as uni-
formed court aides in its courts. This will help
save Harrison both time and money and make
certain that there are enough properly trained
professionals stafyng Harrisonds courts. The
Senate version, Senate Bill S5913A, is spon-
sored by Senator Suzi Oppenheimer and is cur-
rently before the Senate Codes Committee.

“By working in a bipartisan manner, | was
able to pass legislation that will help lower lo-
cal government costs, which have a direct im-
pact on property taxes,” Castelli said. “To pass
a responsible budget this year, | will continue to
reach out to my colleagues on the other side of
the aisle and believe we all must redouble our
efforts and put partisan politics behind us so we
can complete the people’s work.”

Public Scoping Meeting Announcement

The Department of Energy (DOE) announces its intention to prepare an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS)
pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) to assess the potential environmental impacts from its
proposed action of granting a Presidential permit to Champlain Hudson Power Express, Inc., to construct, operate,
maintain, and connect a new electric transmission line across the U.S.-Canada border in northeastern New York

State.

DOE is hosting a series of seven meetings to invite public participation in the scoping process, and to solicit public
comments for consideration in establishing the scope of the EIS; this refers to the alternatives and impacts to be
considered in the EIS. DOE invites interested agencies, organizations, Native American tribes, and members of the
public to submit comments to assist in identifying significant environmental issues.

Champlain Hudson is proposing to install and operate two 1,000-megawatt (MW) High Voltage Direct Current
(HVDC) bipole submarine transmission cables extending from Quebec, Canada, to New York City and
southwestern Connecticut, for an overall length of about 385 miles. The transmission cables will be installed in
waterways including Lake Champlain, the Champlain Canal system, the Hudson River, and the Long Island Sound.
Short segments of the cables may be buried within portions of existing railroad rights-of-way. Also, two substations
are proposed for construction in Yonkers, NY, and Bridgeport, CT.

The meetings will be structured in two parts: an informal discussion “workshop” period that will not be recorded,
followed by the formal taking of comments with transcription by a court stenographer. Applicant, DOE, and any
cooperating agency representatives will be available to answer questions and provide additional information to
attendees to the extent that additional information is available at this early stage of the proceedings.

“Sharing the community’s wealth of knowl-
edge in an open source environment encourages
organizations with similar goals, such as librar-
ies, to help each other,” said Terry Kirchner,
WLS executive director. “We are very thankful
to the Columbia University Libraries for their
generous donation and are hopeful it will go a
long way in our efforts to explore new avenues
of savings.”

New Control System to Improve
Central Avenue Trafyc

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Social Security Questions and Answers

Disability
Question:

16m 49 years old and have had two heart sur-
geries. I’m recuperating now and plan to go back
to work in another year or so. But I’m worried |
may not be able to. Should | go ahead and apply
for disability beneyts?

Answer:

Yes. If you have a disabling condition that
keeps you from working and is expected to last a
year or more, you should apply for beneyts now.
You can learn more and get started online by visit-
ing www.socialsecurity.gov/disability. Or you can
get the ball rolling by calling 800-772-1213 (TTY
800-325-0778). Apply as soon as you can because
disability claims can take several months to pro-
cess. Be prepared to give us the names, addresses
and phone numbers of all the doctors, clinics, hos-
pitals, etc., where you received treatment. Make
a list of all the medications you take, and make a
separate list of all the jobs you’ve held in the last
15 years, together with a summary of your job du-
ties.

Question:

My four-year-old girl is autistic. Another par-
ent at her daycare told me that she might be eligi-
ble for disability beneyts from Social Security. My
husband and I both work full time and pay Social
Security taxes. Could she really qualify?

Answer:

If you and your husband are both working,
then probably not. The only way your daughter
would qualify for Social Security now is as a de-
pendent on your or your husband’s Social Security
record. In other words, one of you would have to
be getting Social Security retirement or disability
beneyts before she could be eligible. We do run
another program that pays disability beneyts for
children. It’s called Supplemental Security Income
(SSI). But it’s a program for people with limited
income and resources. So if your family is having a
hard time making ends meet, your daughter might

qualify for a monthly SSI payment. And if she gets
SSI, she might also get Medicaid coverage. Learn
more by visiting www.socialsecurity.gov and se-
lecting the “Supplemental Security Income” link.

Supplemental Security Income
Question:

What’s the difference between “SSID” and
“SSDI”?

Answer:

SSID, or SSlI, is the way some people refer to
“Supplemental Security Income (SSI) disability”
beneyts. SSI disability beneyts are paid to people
who have limited incomes and resources. SSDI is
the way some people refer to “Social Security Dis-
ability Insuranceo beneyts. Social Security disabil-
ity beneyts go to people who have worked and paid
Social Security taxes for a long enough time to be
covered for Social Security. Some people qualify
for both “SSI” and “SSDI” if their Social Security
beneyt is low enough for them to receive SSI. To
learn more about Social Security and SSI, visit
www.socialsecurity.gov.

Question:

I get both Social Security and Supplemen-
tal Security Income (SSI) beneyts. | recently was
switched from a beneyt based on my own earnings
to a higher widowés beneyt on my husbandds work
record. But then my SSI check was reduced. Why
did you give me money with one hand and take it
away with the other?

Answer:

SSl is a needs-based program. In other words,
the amount of your SSI is based, in part, on your in-
come and resources. So if your income goes up and
your ynancial need decreases, your SSI payment
will also decrease. When you started getting the
higher widowds beneyt from Social Security, your
other income went up, so your SSI payment had to
go down.
