This exhibition features work that attempts
to capture a moment in time, revealing where
minimalism meets narrative, ideas can be expe-
rienced and surface deynes form.

We paired these two artists because they
share similar aesthetics and fundamentals in
their work, with Oberman on the wall and Smith
on the pedestal.

Both
artists explore their content with a minimalist’s
approach, using simple forms to suggest psycho-
logical states of mind or physical states of being.

There is a play between the work that mirrors
the individual content of each; there is as much
there as not there, creating space in your mind.

In conjunction with the exhibition, CAC is
also hosting a two-day workshop with Oberman,
entitled fiPinch, Coil, Slab: Using Templates to
Master the Basics,” on Saturday and Sunday,
October 1 and 2 from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.

CAC is a non-proyt ceramic art organiza-
tion offering exhibitions, clay classes for adults
and children, studio spaces for clay artists and
outreach programs in the community. It is locat-
ed in Port Chester at 40 Beech St. Gallery hours
are Monday to Saturday from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.
