Rising Media recently began an exclusive
series on the case of Angelo DiPietro, who is
currently serving a life sentence for a host of
crimes that he may never have committed. DiPi-
etro was apparently wrongfully convicted by
a federal jury for his alleged participation in a
kidnapping that government witness Maurizio
“Mo” Sanginiti claimed to have occurred at
the Cross County Shopping Center on June 29,
2001.

At DiPietro’s trial, the victim of this pos-
sibly-yctional kidnapping was identiyed by
Sanginiti as John Perazzo, a relatively unknown
ponzi scheme con artist who bilked millions of
dollars from innocent Westchester residents.
Perazzo, dubbed by Rising as Westchester’s
Bernie Madoff, began his multi-million dollar
scam years ago and has apparently never re-
lented in his conning ways, despite being caught
red handed.

Living as a professional con, Perazzo solic-
ited millions of dollars from Westchester inves-

tors by creating an empire of false proyts and
promises. He teased early investors with ynan-
cial gain, while never attempting to repay new
investor money that he had successfully stolen.
According to New York State Police reports,
Perazzo also never discriminated against his po-
tential victims, as he unremorsefully succeeded
in taking money from elders, friends, local busi-
nessmen and poverty-stricken families.

One of Perazzo’s alleged victims was busi-
ness owner Alan Grippo, who previously sued
Perazzo for the loss of his entire life savings.
According to court documents, Perazzo yrst
approached Grippo in New York about invest-
ing money in foreign currency exchange mar-
kets and debt securities. Perazzo claimed that
he could guarantee proyts in foreign currency
trading because his company was heavily in-
volved, knowledgeable and experienced. Per-
azzo also repeatedly told Grippo that he was
privy to multi-governmental information, which
provided a form of security that any investment
would be retuned at a high proyt with no ynan-
cial risk.

Based upon Perazzo’s false representations,
Grippo, like many other Westchester residents,
began investing. Perazzo allegedly took approx-
imately $1.4 million from Grippo alone, while
seducing other large amounts of cash from naive
bystanders. Perazzobs pair with words and abil-
ity to deceive appeared to be the pivotal compo-
nent in stringing investors along. He apparently
continued this scam for years by telling his vic-
tims that he could not provide speciyc informa-
tion about their “securities,” because he needed
to secretly shift the investments, so that they can
attain the highest rate of return.

Grippo’s lawsuit noted that Perazzo would
also tell investors that they could make better
returns by investing in stocks, particularly the
stock of a medical supply company that sup-
posedly had a new break-through product. Spe-
ciycally, Grippo claimed in court documents
that “[flrom September 1998 until July 2000...,
PERAZZO falsely represented that by making
additional investments in stocks, especially the
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Joe Forlivio and his hot dog truck

Yonkers has always
been known as a big fro-
zen dessert city. As a child
I remember going to New
Main Street near the inter-
section of Park Hill Avenue
for homemade lemon Italian
ices. The lines would stream
down the block, everyone
waiting for that white paper
cup ylled with freshly made
ices in pavors too numerous
to mention.

Next to the Park Hill Movie Theater in my
neighborhood was Francis Edwards ice cream
shop, where a nice bald man served excellent
ice cream before, after or instead of the mov-
ies. And whether it was Woolworths on South
Broadway or at Cross County, the price of your
banana split would be determined by the little
piece of paper in the balloon you popped as ev-
eryone in the store jumped.

So it is with excitement that | noticed not
one but two new lItalian ice/ice cream shops
opening in Yonkers over the past few months.
But before we go into the newcomers, we have
to reminisce about the importance of the City of
Yonkers to ice cream.

Tom Carvel, of Carvel fame, once had his
truck break down on Central Avenue in Harts-
dale, but thousands of individuals across the
country learned the art of ice cream preparation
and store management at the Carvel College of
Ice Cream Knowledge. Located at what is now
the Royal Regency Hotel on Tuckahoe Road,
families and individuals would come from
across the country, stay in what was then the
Carvel Inn, and after several weeks of classes
open an ice cream shop somewhere in America.

When Carvel, with his gravelly voice and
effervescent smile, died in 1990, his ice cream
empire consisted of more than 800 stores. He
drove a convertible car, and quite often Yonkers-
ites would see him driving on the streets of our
fair city. His spirit lives on through the good
work of a charity that bears his name.

Growing up on this treat is probably why |
am so partial to Carvel custard (vanilla, rainbow
sprinkles, cake cone please!). Our family would
go out for dinner and, no matter what fancy des-
sert was on the menu, always made a pit stop at
Carvel on Tuckahoe Road for dessert. Next to
Carvel was Duggan’s bakery with some of the
best donuts and pound cake to compliment your
ice cream.

I will never forget the yrst time | had a non-
Carvel banana split at the Haagen Daz at Cross
County Center across from Sears. The ice cream
was hard, way too sweet with too many pieces,
cherries or chocolate. There was no soupiness,
the melting ice cream drip, which was the ynal

ending of a Carvel banana
split. You can take your Ben
and Jerry’s, Haagen Daz and
all the other fancy brands.
Give me Carvel custard with
the sprinkles dripping down
the side and onto my shirt
and | am in heaven.

Brown bonnets (vanilla
custard dipped in chocolate
that magically hardened)
and pying saucers (I like to
microwave them for a few
seconds to make them soft) are next-in-line fa-
vorites. And a birthday would not be a birthday
without Fudgie the Whale or another delicious
Carvel ice cream cake, chock full of those little
chocolate crumbs that turned ice cream into a
cake.

If you have been down to the Jersey shore,
south Jersey or Pennsylvania, you probably have
enjoyed Rita’s Ices, which opened up shop on
Tuckahoe Road across from Bally’s gym. Rita’s
Italian Ice shops date back to 1984 when former
Philadelphia Fireyghter Bob Tumolo opened
a small Italian Ice business to augment his in-
come. The shop was named after his wife, Rita.

Like Carvel many years before him, Bob
and his mother, Elizabeth, set to work, making
their product fresh daily. They collaborated to
perfect the pavors and consistency of the Italian
ice. Chunks of fresh fruit were added to the reci-
pes, and any unused product was thrown away
after 36 hours.

The Italian ice, also referred to as water ice,
is the centerpiece of desserts offered by Rita’s.
Italian ice is a fat-, cholesterol- and trans-fat-free
treat made fresh with real fruit every day at the
store. Sugar-free Italian Ice is also available.

Additional menu items include shakes,
creamy frozen custard, gelatis, delicious Blend-
inis, all made to order. The frozen coffee drink,
the Ritaccino, is a frosty treat for coffee lovers,
and the creamy and delicious Slenderita fat-free
soft serve is perfect for those who want to look
good in their bathing suit. (Come to think of it,
the only thing missing in Yonkers is a beach!)

Uncle Louie G of Yonkers (837 Midland
Ave.) specializes in homemade gourmet Italian
ice cream and ices. The company has its roots
in Brooklyn, and there are more than 30 Uncle
Louie G Shops in eight states from New York
to Florida. Louie G would leave stickball games
early to perfect his Italian ices and ice cream and
ultimately rose from the stoop opening a scoop
shop to cater to his many admirers. The trade-
mark of Uncle Louie G’s business: as long as
you are smiling when you visit the store they
will give you a taste of one of their treats.

Louie Gés Italian ice pavors are as diverse
as “Coney Island Cotton Candy” and “It’s a

How Much of New Federal
Money Will the YPS Get?

Recent Federal funds for education pour-
ing into New York State have Yonkers residents
wondering how much will Yonkers get, and will
it result in the re-hiring of hundreds of teachers
and staff recently laid off as a result of massive
budget cuts?

Yonkers can expect to receive millions in
last minute education aid as a result of two pots
of federal funds. The yrst is a $26 billion Feder-
al Education Jobs and Medicaid Act, $10 billion
of which is to be used to hire, or re-hire, teach-
ers that face layoffs as a result of states’ (includ-
ing New York) budget shortfalls and consequent
cut-backs and lay-offs.

The Yonkers Public Schools also had $16
million in state aid cut this year as a result of the
state’s $9 billion budget hole. The new federal
funds mean $600 Million for New York State

education, of which Yonkers is expected to re-
ceive $6 million. Members of the state Senate
from Yonkers are trying for more.

The second pot of Federal funds comes
from the Race to the Top contest, in which 10
states, including New York, were awarded $4
billion in federal funds to improve the quality of
state assessments, adopt standards that prepare
students to succeed in college and turn around
lower performing school districts.

New York received $700 million in Race to
the Top funds. While these federal dollars must
be spent to fund speciyc school district func-
tions, Yonkers could use these funds, and re-
allocate dollars to try to make the district whole.
No estimates on how much Yonkers could re-
ceive from the $700 Million.

The school year starts for 25,000 students
in the Yonkers Public schools on September 7.

Federal Dollars

Not Making

an Impact Where Needed

The headlines across the na-
tion read, “Washington to the res-
cue — jobs bill to save thousands of
educators’ positions throughout the
nation.” However, after the hoopla
and rhetoric have diminished, one
sees that the newest education jobs
bill bail-out will be of little assis-

immediacy of the moment and con-
trary to the intent to support those
districts in greatest need for urgent
support.

Yonkers is one of only yve
districts in the State of New York
categorized as a “dependent”
school district, dependent solely
upon funding authorized by the
City of Yonkers and the State of
New York and with no indepen-

tance to those districts where dire
ynancial straits have decimated
programs and forced teacher layoffs.
With $10 billion earmarked for education, the
federal bill speciycally allocates funds to restore
teaching positions lost to budget shortfalls. To do
this, states have been asked to use their regular
funding formulas, such as the New York founda-
tion aid or Title I status, to assign these funds. This
would seem an equitable approach to distribute
funds across the state, but with one huge caveat.
Using a formula like the New York foundation aid,
the federal government is actually dictating that
all districts, regardless of need, receive a share of
the assistance. This includes allocating funds to
districts where no layoffs have occurred. In fact,
if there is little need in the majority of the seven
hundred districts this year, the federal money can
be held in abeyance to deal with the ARRA funds
which will disappear in the 2011-2012 school year
— clearly a condition wholly inconsistent with the

dent budgetary and taxing author-
ity as found among virtually all
public school districts state-wide. While most dis-
tricts have moved to ensure funding sufycient to
mitigate adverse economic conditions, the Yonkers
Public Schools will be forced to accept a nearly
$20 million decline in city and state funding, off-
set in part by $6.8 million in emergency federal
funding, even though district enrollments will in-
crease by 1,600 students in the coming school year.
Aside from the need to mitigate the adverse and of-
ten inequitable effects of Yonkers Public Schoolst
dependent district status, state representatives must
seek to cushion the impact of the two-year founda-
tion aid freeze on a district such as Yonkers and
remedy this inequity. Absent such remedy, Yonkers
Public Schools will likely lose the quality educa-
tion momentum it has demonstrated since 2002 - a
condition which will take years to restore.

My recommendation is that our state repre-

Charter Revision Commission
Puts Two Amendments Before
Voters in November

The Yonkers Charter Revision Commission
(CRC) met last week and after a public hearing
approved two proposed amendments to the City
Charter to be placed before the voters this No-
vember.

The two amendments, approved by a vote
of 5-1, are:

AChanging Mayoral succession and the ap-
pointment of an acting Mayor in the event that
the Mayor dies or leaves ofyce. The current City
Charter calls for the City Council to select an
acting Mayor from the Department Commis-
sioners. The proposed amendment would have

the Deputy Mayor become acting Mayor; and

AChanging the time in which the City
Council has be approve or disapprove the ap-
pointments of city commissioners. The Council
is required to advise and consent all Mayoral
Commissioner appointments. This amendment
would reduce the time the council has to put
commissioners up for a vote.

While some residents complained about the
way in which the Charter Commission met and
held their public hearings and meetings, in the
end the voters of Yonkers will decide on both
proposed charter changes.

Yonkers Resident Convicted
of Assault on Homeless Man

Westchester County
District Attorney Janet Di-
Fiore announced that Kyron
Bowden, 29, of 56 Chestnut

was living.

The defendant told the victim to leave and
threatened to throw hot oil on him unless he
complied.

The defendant then returned to his apart-
ment and heated up a metal pot ylled with cook-
ing oil.

Once it was hot, he left his third poor apart-

Jacobi Medical Center for
treatment.

The victim was hos-
pitalized for approximately one month and un-
derwent two skin graft surgeries after suffering
yrst, second and third degree burns over a large
portion of his upper body.

The defendant is facing a maximum of yve
to twenty yve years in state prison when sen-
tenced on October 21, 2010.

Westchester Library System’s (WLS)

On Sunday, September 19, access to online
library card accounts will change when personal
identiycation numbers (PINs) are added to pro-
vide a greater level of security and privacy. In
the following months, the White Plains Public
Library will also transfer its patron, holdings,
acquisitions and catalog data to the WLS sys-
tem, becoming the 38th library in Westchester to
fully participate in the technology consortium.

Service to WLS’s online library catalog
will be briepy interrupted between 6 and 8 p.m.
on Sunday, September 19 to accommodate the
security change. Once complete, cardholders
will be required to log-in to the online catalog
using their library card number as well as a PIN
before viewing information about their account
or to place a hold.

“The use of a PIN provides a great deal
more security,” explained Rob Caluori, WLS’s
manager of information technology. “Library
card numbers by themselves can be easily
guessed and/or randomly created using simple
programs. In combination with a PIN, a library

card number becomes as secure as a debit card,
if not more so. This provides a signiycant chal-
lenge to anyone attempting to gain unauthorized
access to a library card account.”

After the security improvements are in
place, WLS will continue its efforts to enhance
library access for all Westchester residents by
welcoming the White Plains Public Library as
a fully participating member. Although the li-
brary joined WLS many years ago, its collec-
tions remained separate until now. By the end of
the year, White Plains Public Library’s current
catalog of approximately 400,000 items will be
added to WLS’s central database of 5.4 million
items.

“Once White Plains’ transition is com-
plete, all public libraries and library patrons
in Westchester County will be using the same
system for the yrst time,0 said Terry Kirchner,
WLS executive director. “We’re very excited to
see this transfer through as it will bring a truly
seamless library experience to all.”

sentatives convene legislative hearings to allow
districts to openly present their budget concerns
and what the true impact of the education jobs bill
would mean. In addition, the Commissioner of Ed-
ucation must require a ynancial disclosure state-
ment from every district, attesting to the ynancial
impact as it pertains to the 2010-2011 budget as
well as the actual job losses experienced by each

district. A short description of how the dollars
would be used in the 2010-2011 academic year
must also be included.

Such state efforts and mandates are the only
responsible way state leaders can target the “bail-
out” dollars to those districts truly impacted by
teacher layoffs. To do otherwise will shortchange
the children and communities, particularly com-
munities absent independent taxing and budgetary
authority, with the greatest need for talented, dedi-
cated, highly qualiyed educators.

Around Prescription Drug Beneyt, the high cost
of medical errors and the unexpected costs of
Medical tourism.

EPIC Cuts Medicare Part D Wrap-Around

Effective October 1, those beneyciaries
who have both EPIC coverage and Medicare
Part D will begin to see a drastic change in their
prescription coverage: after October 1, EPIC
will no longer automatically cover a Medicare
Part D drug if it is denied by their Part D plan,
more commonly referred to as the Medicare Part
D Wrap-Around. Epic will only pay for drugs
that are not on the Medicare Part D formulary
if the beneyciary has yled an initial request {C -
ITALICS} and {C - END ITALICS} exhausted
two levels of insurance appeals.

Pending the appeal, EPIC will cover a 90
day supply, but only if the prescribing physician
calls EIPCés temporary Coverage Request Hel-
pline at 1-800-634-1340, which is not available
until October 1. For further information about
EPIC, please see the EPIC guidebook located at
www.health.state.ny.us/health_care/epic.

Medicine That Will Make You Sick

As if the study two years ago which esti-
mated that almost 100,000 Americans die each
year from medical errors was not scary enough,
this week a new study was published by the
Study of Actuaries’ Health Section, which put a
price tag on those costly errors. This report es-
timated that there are 1.5 million medical errors

each year, costing the United States Health Care
System $19.5 billion or $13,000 per error, based
on 2008 data. The study determined that $17 bil-
lion, or 87 percent of the costs, were incurred to
correct the medical errors, which included inpa-
tient, outpatient and prescription drug services.
The most costly errors were from pressure ul-
cers, which developed from inactivity and post
operative infections.
The Unexpected Cost of Medical Toursim

With the increasing costs of health care in
the United States, medical tourism —travelling
abroad to seek medical treatment — is a boom-
ing industry. However, there are serious risks
involved. Scientists have isolated a new “super
bug,” named New Delhi metallo-beta-lactamase
or NDM-1, which can be traced to Americans
who commonly travel to India for cheaper plas-
tic surgery. A super bug like NDM-1 is resistant
to all known antibiotics and has the ability to
spread world-wide. So far, 3 Americans have
contracted NDM-1 and researchers are expect-
ing many more cases very soon.

Tony Blair Clears

Tony Blair made a notable contribution last
week to clearing the air about the Middle East.
Blair is the former British Prime Minister and
current envoy of the Quartet (the US, United
Nations, European Union and Russia) to the re-
gion. He addressed a distressing trend, the de-
legitimization of Israel.

De-legitimization means, in essence, deny-
ing Israel the right to defend itself against ter-
rorists who murder its citizens. The notion is so
looney that it is accepted mostly by a motley
crowd of academics (like the Middle East Stud-
ies department of Columbia University) and Is-
lamophile ofycials (like the UN Human Rights
Council and the leaders of Turkey and Iran).
Nonetheless, de-legitimizing slanders of Israel
are so widespread that Blair saw yt to address
the topic head-on at a conference in Israel. Here
is some of what he said:

“There are two forms of de-legitimization.
One is traditional and obvious from the quarters
from which it emanates, because it is so clear.
When the President of Iran says he wants Is-
rael wiped off the face of the map, we all know
where we are. This is not to minimize the threat
of course. It remains and is profound. It is just
to say that were this the only form of de-legit-
imization, it wouldn’t warrant a conference of
analysis: simply a course of action.”

“The other form is more insidious, harder
to spot, harder to anticipate and harder to deal
with, because many of those engaging in it will
yercely deny they are doing so. It is this form
that is in danger of growing and whose impact
is potentially highly threatening, in part because
it isndt obvious. | would deyne in it this way: it
is a conscious or often unconscious resistance,
sometimes bordering on refusal, to accept that
Israel has a legitimate point of view.”

“The challenge is that this often does not
come from ill-intentioned people, but from
well-intentioned. They would dispute vigor-
ously such a characterization of their mindset ...
Such minds are often to be found in the west.
They will say they advocate a two state solution
and they will point to that as proof positive that
they accept Israel’s existence fully. The problem
is that though this is true in theory, in practice
they wear Nelson’s eye patch when they lift the
telescope of scrutiny to the Israeli case. In a very
real sense, they don’t see it.”

What Blair Tells European Colleagues:
Would You Accept Terrorist Attacks on Your
Own Citizens?

Blair cited — as a vivid example of de-
legitimization — criticism of Israel’s responses
to terrorism from Gaza (understatedly not even
mentioning the 7000 missiles yred at Israeli citi-
zens after Israel withdrew from Gaza in 2005):

“They won’t accept that Israel might have a
right to search vessels bringing cargo into Gaza,
given that this year alone over 100 rockets have
been yred from that territory into Israel... No Is-
raeli government could be indifferent to the pos-
sibility of weapons and missiles being brought
into Gaza...”

Blair then addressed the message he con-
veys to fellow European ofycials, heavily em-
phasizing the yrst sentence that follows:

“A constant conversation | have with some
of my European colleagues is to argue to them:
don’t apply rules to the Government of Israel
that you would never dream of applying to your
own country. In any of our nations, if there
were people yring rockets, committing acts of
terrorism and living next door to us, our public
opinion would go crazy. And any political lead-
er who took the line that we shouldn’t get too
excited about it, wouldn’t last long as a politi-
cal leader. This is a democracy. Israel lost 1000
citizens to the terrorism of the intifada. That
equates, proportionally, to 10,000 UK citizens.
I remember the bomb attacks from [Irish] Re-
publican [Army] terrorism in the 1970’s. There
weren’t many arguing for a policy of phlegmatic
calm.”

Why Blair Admires Israel

Asserting a “collective duty” to oppose de-
legitimization, Blair concluded by telling why
— as a democratic statesman and observant
Catholic — he admires Israel:

“l am a passionate believer in Israel. This is
a democracy. Its Parliament is vibrant. Its poli-
tics is, well, not notably restrained, let’s say. Its
press is free. Its people have rights and they are
enforced.”

“What we admire about the Jewish people
is their contribution to art, culture, literature,
music, business and philanthropy. It’s a spirit
that is identiyable, open and rather wonderful.
Whatever bigotry is, it is the opposite of it. It isa
free spirit. On holiday | read the new biography
of Einstein. He became an ardent supporter of
Israel. Look at the character of the Israel he sup-
ported: like Einstein himself — a free thinker,
a rebellious thinker even, but one supremely
attuned to the future... The best answer to de-
legitimization of Israel lies in the character of Is-
rael itself and in the openness, fair-mindedness
and creativity of ordinary Israelis. That char-
acter and those people built the State of Israel.
They remain its guardians. They are why to de-
legitimize Israel is not only an affront to Israelis
but to all who share the values of a free human
spirit.”

In my previous column, | trashed the cur-
rent British Prime Minister for delivering a fatu-
ous speech in Turkey which pattered his Islamist
hosts but violated truth. Blair’s speech was de-
livered in situ at the Inter-Disciplinary College
(IDC) in Herzliya, a place where I myself have
spoken. IDC is Israelés yrst private university
and, in my experienced view, is an institution
of emerging Ivy League quality. Lest | lose my
curmudgeon reputation, | will state one cavil:
Blair’s speech was too important to be heard
only in Israel. | pray he will have the fortitude
to deliver it again at the United Nations, which
he represents, and in Europe where de-legitimiz-
ing slanders are rampant, especially in his own
country.

Two New Consumer Protections
for Credit Card Holders

By Sue Ann Witt

Two new critical consumer protections went
into effect Sunday, August 22, as a result of the
Credit Card Holders’ Bill of Rights, which was
passed by Congress and signed into law in May
of 2009. The legislation will prevent credit card
companies from charging excessive penalty fees
and enable consumers to obtain adjustments to
unfair interest rates.

The yrst protection requires penalty fees
for late or returned payments or declined ac-
count access to be reasonable and proportiona
the second requires credit card companies, if
they raise your interest rate, to re-evaluate that
rate increase every six months and reduce that
rate within 45 days after completing the evalua-
tion if the factors leading to the rate increase are
no longer present.

Until August 22, an individual who is an
hour late with a credit card payment could be
charged a late fee many times larger than the
size of the bill itself. The changes that went into
effect on August 22 will also ensure individu-
als who have paid down a large balance or who
have begun successfully paying their credit card
bill on time will see their interest rate reduced.

According to the Pew Charitable Trust, a
cardholder with a balance of $3,000 will have
a minimum monthly payment of approximately
$69. If the consumer falls into penalty status,
they will be hit with higher interest rates and

fees, which may raise the minimum payment by
104 percent to $141.

In addition to these key consumer protec-
tions, many provisions from the Credit Card-
holders’ Bill of Rights have already gone into
effect. The law prohibits retroactive interest rate
hikes on existing balances, bans double-cycle
billing (charging interest twice on balances paid
on time), ensures fairness of due dates, includ-
ing requiring statements be mailed 21 days in
advance of the payment date and requiring pay-
ment date to remain the same every month, re-
quiring 45 days advance notice of interest rate,
fee and ynance charge increases, strengthens
credit card protections for young people and
requires that billing statements from credit card
companies be clear, be in clear and easily under-
stood English, and show how long it will take a
balance to be fully paid off if only the minimum
payment is made.

A recent report from the Pew Charitable
Trust called the Credit Cardholders’ Bill of
Rights, “a major milestone in the move to make
credit cards safer, transparent and more fair for
consumers.” In addition, a recent analysis by
USA Today concluded that the new credit card
protections, along with debit-card overdraft re-
forms recently instituted by the Federal Reserve,
will save U.S. consumers at least $5 billion in
fees this year alone.

The growing campaign, which now involves
the NYPA, NYCOM, the New York State Econom-
ic Development Council, the Manhattan Chamber
of Commerce and others, will give New Yorkers
a concrete way to support struggling local mer-
chants.

It will encourage New Yorkers to shop locally
this September 25, spending at least $25 at a local
store or stores. If successful, the “$25 on the 25th”
campaign will be repeated.

“Mark your calendars for September 25th,”
said NYCOM Executive Director Peter A. Baynes.
“This will be a day to support and celebrate the
Main Street businesses across New York that give
our villages and cities so much of their charm and

warmth. Mayors across New York are proud to be
doing their part to make “$25 on the 25th” a tre-
mendous success.”

NYPA has created print advertisements for
the campaign, which will run in community news-
papers around the state. It also has designed ban-
ners and logos for store windows to encourage as
many local businesses as possible to create special
shopping incentives for the day.

“New York’s independent businesses are the
heart and soul of this state, and the New York
newspaper industry is doing everything it can to
stand behind our small businesses,” said Michelle
Rea, Executive Director of NYPA. fiTwenty-yve
dollars may not seem like a lot to spend, but it can
make a real difference for a Main Street merchant.
Community newspapers across the state already
are working with mayors, shop owners, and busi-
ness associations about making September 25 a
signiycant shopping day in New York State. So
spread the word!”

The recent buzz about downtown Yonkers
has included questions about who would buy
15 acres of prime riverfront property in the Al-
exander Street corridor, located to the north of
the Yonkers Train Station and Larkin Plaza. The
Westchester Business Journal and reporter John
Golden recently reported that the property has
been sold for between somewhere between $5
and 6 million to a group of private developers,
including Ron Shemesh, owner of Excelsior
Packaging Group, located at 159 Alexander St.

If the property was, indeed, sold for between
$5 and 6 million, it would be a huge discount for
one of the largest pieces of undeveloped Hud-
son River property. In 2004, the same property
was sold for $22 million. Developer Homes for
America Holdings then purchased the land in
2006 and proposed a $900 million development
project called Point Street Landing, which would
have included more than 1,000 residential units,
public parkland and ofyce and retail spaces.

Homes for America Holdings, and princi-
pal owner Robert McFarland, declared bank-
ruptcy two years ago, walking away from a $100
million loan obtained to build on its Alexander

Street property. Since then, Blackacre Part-
ners has been completing a $40 to 60 million
remediation of the 15 acres, paid for with state
Brownyeld grants. Earlier this year, Blackacre
announced that the remediation of this former
BICC Cable Company industrial site was near
completion and that the property was up for
sale.

While details of the deal remain hushed,
attorneys for the developers conyrmed that the
property had been purchased from Satellite As-
set Management, a hedge fund that ended up
with the property after Homes for America went
belly-up.

Excelsior Packaging could use some of the
15 acres to expand its plant on Alexander Street,
but it is believed that the developers are inter-
ested in creating a transit oriented village that
the city wants to see built. The Yonkers Commu-
nity Development Agency (YCDA) has created
a master plan which includes residential tow-
ers, acres of riverfront parkland and low-level
retail spaces. The city’s master plan would also
require several existing companies and property
owners, including Excelsior, to relocate.

Included in the 15 acres is the Blue Cube a
massive former movie studio that was left intact
through the cleanup. More on this story as de-
tails become available.

medical supply company’s stock, that GRIP-
PO’s investments would grow in excess of $10
million.”

Like many other victims, Grippo made nu-
merous demands for the return of his money, to
which Perazzo responded that the investments
were safe, and that payment would be forthcom-
ing once he could liquidate the securities and re-
solve certain foreign currency exchange issues.
Nonetheless, these representations were nothing
more than a pack of lies, as Perazzo never pro-
vided any accounting for the purported invest-
ment funds or the promised returns.

Eventually, as Madoff learned, Perazzos y-
nancial house of cards crumbled when he could
no longer ynd investors or money to keep up the
scam. In August of 2001, Perazzo was arrested
and charged with multiple counts of grand lar-
ceny by the Westchester District Attorney’s
Ofyce. Apprised by this news, many innocent
victims, like Grippo, were most likely expect-
ing the return of their money and a swift return
of “true justice.” However, to their surprise,
tainted Westchester politics and the tricks of two
scheming con artists diminished the possibility
of such a ytting reality. Instead, Perazzo, like
Sanginiti, used his bag of tricks and scammed
his way to freedom, despite being caught vic-
timizing Westchester residents.

Just months after his arrest, Perazzo co-
operated with local authorities and incredibly
struck a deal with former DA Jeanine Pirro for
a reduced sentence. Unlike the 150-year sen-
tence bestowed upon Bernie Madoff in 2009,
Perazzo received a recommendation of three to
nine years in prison. Appallingly, Perazzo was
released three years ago and has already begun
to enjoy his freedom back in Westchester, while
the victims of his cons continue to linger in suf-
fering.

In the midst of her busy campaign to be-
come New York State Attorney General, Pirro
decided to hand both Perazzo and Sanginiti over
to federal authorities. The Feds were more than
willing to hear from these apparently chronic
liars, apparently hoping to use them and their
testimony as leverage to force DiPietro into
becoming a cooperative witness against other
known organized crime ygures. To the feds dis-
pleasure, however, DiPietro decided not to co-
operate and turned down every single request
to meet with them. More than unpleased by this
chain of events, DiPietro was then charged with
numerous federal offenses, including the possi-

bly-fabricated kidnapping, despite serious ques-
tions about the veracity of the accusations and
the reliability of the government sources.

Startlingly, Perazzo, the victim of the al-
leged kidnapping, was never even called by fed-
eral prosecutors to testify. Instead, Sanginiti took
his likely-perjurious show to a federal courtroom
in 2005 and in a vindictive ploy was actually al-
lowed to apparently create the kidnapping story
that has unjustly placed DiPietro in jail for the
rest of his life. Sanginiti, an admitted criminal
and long time associate of corrupt politicians in
Westchester, was subsequently awarded for this
false testimony and, like Perazzo, walked out
of federal prison as a free man, receiving a sen-
tence of “time served.”

Perazzo and Sanginiti were never appar-
ent adversaries and seem to have been “part-
ners in crime” from the very beginning of this
case. Indeed, just days after the kidnapping that
new evidence may show Sanginiti invented,
they’re both reported to have bragged about
their capabilities to fabricate a story which law
enforcement ofycials, including the Feds, knew
about all along. A wiretap intercepted by the
Westchester District Attorneyés Ofyce on July
16, 2001 and published in Federal Court docu-
ments, indicated Sanginiti telling Perazzo over
the telephone: “It’s like I told you, JP, as good a
bull-sh*tter as you are, | am better. I know how
to pour it on when it counts. | know how to put
on a show when | have to.”

It appears, however, that the “show” is now
over for both Sanginiti and Perazzo. The lies
told by these two men have reached a breaking
point, as there is simply too much conpicting ev-
idence, witness accounts and indisputable phone
records proving their stories to be false.

Sanginiti and the group of government of-
ycials, some elected, that helped him deploy this
story in a court of law and later advocated for his
release apparently never expected anybody to go
so far to expose the truth. Nevertheless, expe-
rienced investigators from the Innocence Proj-
ect in Hlinios, a dedicated son and a committed
legal team have done just that, unearthing very
compelling new and suppressed evidence.

The case of Angelo DiPietro has deynite-
ly put the justice system to the test. There are
simply too many unanswered questions and too
much evidence pointing to his innocence. Rising
will continue its exclusive coverage, including
the unmasking of Westchester corruption, wit-
ness interviews and a focus on the judges who
will ultimately decide this signiycant case.
