The Work Continues 
One Year After Sandy 
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The people of Westchester will cast one 
of their most important votes when they de-
cide Nov. 5 who will be their county execu-
tive for the next four years. The issue of im-
mediate concern to the families, taxpayers and 
homeowners in Westchester County are prop-
erty taxes, with a recent Marist poll finding 30 
percent of Westchester voters thinking taxes 
should be the top priority for the next county 
executive. 

Four years ago, Rob Astorino was elect-
ed county executive on a promise to control 
spending and deliver tax relief to the people of 
Westchester who pay the highest taxes in the 
country. We endorse Astorino for re-election 
Nov. 5 because he has delivered on that prom-
ise and we look forward to four more years of 
Astorino’s efforts to make Westchester a more 
affordable place to live, work and raise a fam-
ily. 

Astorino has, in essence, created his own 
property tax cap of 0 percent for Westches-
ter County government, before Gov. Andrew 
Cuomo and state legislators passed the 2 per-
cent state tax cap in 2011. Astorino’s first bud-
get for 2010, before the state tax cap, had a 0 
percent property tax increase, and his approach 
toward budgeting has resulted in Democrats 
and Republicans presenting budgets that have 
resulted in a 2 percent REDUCTION in the 
county tax levy over three years, and a smaller 
county budget today than three years ago. 

Astorino’s challenger for county execu-
tive, New Rochelle Mayor Noam Bramson, 

has not campaigned on the number-one issue 
of concern for Westchester voters – property 
taxes. Instead, Bramson has decided to focus 
the voters’ attention on federal issues of gun 
control and abortion. While these issues may 
be important when voting for Congress, presi-
dent or governor, they were not identified in 
the Marist poll among the top 10 issues that 
the next county executive should focus on. 

Early in the campaign, Bramson said he 
would “respect” the tax cap, if elected county 
executive. But New Rochelle’s two budgets 

Westchester voters will be electing the 
next county clerk Nov. 5 and will chose be-
tween Democratic incumbent Tim Idoni and 
Republican challenger, Somers Supervisor 
Mary Beth Murphy.

We endorse Idoni for re-election based 
on his record of accomplishment over the past 
eight years for the people of Westchester. Not 
only has Idoni modernized the office and the 
oversight or the many legal and real estate 
documents that the county clerk maintains, he 
has also reduced the cost of his office for the 
Westchester taxpayer. 

A backlog of mortgage filings is now 
gone. Westchester residents can now obtain 
more documents online, and at their home or 
office, instead of having to go to White Plains 
for them. 

Idoni has reduced staff by 29 percent, 
reduced overtime costs by 97 percent, and re-
duced the overall cost of the County Clerk’s 
Office to the Westchester taxpayers by 18 per-
cent. 

Mary Beth Murphy is a qualified candi-
date for county clerk and has a record of ac-
complishment in Somers. But her campaign 
has primarily focused on one issue; Idoni’s de-
cision last year to comply with a Journal News 
FOIL request for the names and addresses of 
Westchester residents with gun permits. Mur-
phy has blasted Idoni’s decision, to comply 
with the law, as the focal point of her cam-
paign. 

The decision to obtain the names and ad-
dresses of gun permit holders in Westchester, 
and print them in an online map, was the fool-
ish decision of the Journal News and not Idoni. 

The people of Westchester may have been 
sued by the Journal News if Idoni chose not to 
comply, which is happening in Putnam County, 
after that county clerks’ decision not to comply. 

The decision of whether to keep gun per-
mit records public is a decision that the state, 
and not the county clerk, must make. And the 

In today’s hyper-partisan and non-produc-
tive political climate in Albany and in Wash-
ington, our newspapers and Westchester voters 
are looking for elected officials who put their 
principles before party. We are also seeking out 
and encouraging the election of Independent-
minded candidates, who were registered in-
dependent or not registered to any party, in an 
attempt to break the party gridlock. 

Three candidates this Nov. 5 in Westches-
ter fit the bill. They are: Catherine Parker for 
County Legislator District 7; Harrison Mayor 
Ron Belmont; and Mamaroneck Mayor Norm 
Rosenblum. 

Catherine Parker is running for the district 
that represents Rye, Mamaroneck, Larchmont 
and portions of New Rochelle and Harrison. 
Parker, now a Democrat, is running against Re-
publican John Verni to replace retiring County 
Legislator Judy Myers.

Parker was registered independent (no 
party affiliation), before changing her enroll-
ment to Democrat last year. She has served as 
the only Democrat on the Rye City Council 
since 2007. 

“I believe that the people want their elect-
ed officials to look at each issue and make de-
cisions that aren’t based on partisan extremes. 
Unfortunately, that is what we have seen on 
the national level and it has trickled down to 
White Plains,” said Parker. “The reason why I 
was re-elected on the Democratic ticket in Rye 
is that a lot of Republicans and Independents 
voted for me and realize that I treat people with 

respect and work well with both sides of the 
aisle. “

Parker said controlling property taxes are 
the top priority for the voters in the district.

“A big slice of the voters in the district con-
sider themselves moderate, regardless of their 
registration,” she said. ‘They are environmen-
tally conscious but are concerned about taxes. 
Taxes aren’t a Democrat or Republican issue. 
We live in the most heavily-taxed county in the 
country and we can’t keep going that way. We 
need to be more pragmatic about taxes.”

John Verni is also an intriguing candidate. 

A Mamaroneck attorney and businessman, he 
recently restored the Mamaroneck train station 
into a restaurant and office suites. 

Verni’s big issue in his race against Park-
er is the HUD affordable housing settlement 
with the county. “I am deeply concerned that 
HUD is overstepping the spirit and letter of the 
settlement and is trying to control Westchester 
from Washington,” he said.

We respect Verni and enjoy his programs 
on WVOX radio, and we are confident that 
Verni would serve as an effective “non poli-
tician” on the County Board. This makes the 

choice between Verni and Parker is a difficult 
one. 

We endorse Catherine Parker because we 
believe she can best serve the people of the 7th 
District on the County Board, and serve as a 
moderate, and independent voice in county 
government. 

Parker, we believe is a rising star in West-
chester politics. 

In Harrison, Mayor Ron Belmont is an-
other example of an effective, non-political 
leader. Over the past 2 years, he has restored

The New Rochelle League of Women Vot-
ers was busy this fall registering dozens of new 
voters at local colleges and fairs. Their work un-

derscores the importance for all of us to register 
and cast an informed vote on Nov. 5. So Get out 
and Vote!

All 17 seats on the Westchester County Board 
of Legislators are up for election Nov. 5. Demo-
crats and Republicans we have spoken to are pin-
ning their hopes of keeping the majority (Demo-
crats hold a 10-7 edge) or narrowing the majority 
on just a few of the 17 races.  

District 1  
Republican John Testa is facing off against 

Democrat Duane Jackson in the district that repre-
sents Cortlandt, Peekskill and Yorktown.

Testa is the incumbent legislator and the for-
mer mayor of Peekskill. Jackson is a Village of 
Buchanan trustee and American hero, for alerting 
authorities to a bomb-filled SUV in Times Square 
back in 2010. While we agree that Jackson’s quick 
thinking and action thwarted a terrorist attack and 
saved hundreds or more lives, Testa is our choice 
in this district. 

Democrats are hoping that Jackson can help 
them maintain and increase their majority on the 
County Board; if he wins it could be a big night for 
Democrats in Westchester. 

District 2  
Democrat Peter Harckham and Republican 

Andrea Rendo are both seeking to represent the 
district that includes Bedford, Lewisboro, Mount 
Kisco, North Salem, Pound Ridge and Somers.

Harckham is the incumbent and Democratic 
majority leader on the County Board. Rendo is an 
attorney and chairwoman of the Lewisboro Repub-
lican Town Committee. Rendo has been more ac-
tive than many other County Board challengers in 
her releases and appearances, but Harckham is our 
pick to continue his service on the board. 

If this race is close on election night, it could 
point to good things for Republicans countywide. 

District 3  
Republican incumbent Michael Smith is run-

ning unopposed for the district that includes Mount 
Pleasant, North Castle and Pleasantville.

District 4  
Democrat Michael Kaplowitz will face off 

against Republican Gregory Kane for the district 
that represents New Castle, Somers and Yorktown.

This is a rematch of the 2009 race between 
Kaplowitz, the incumbent, and Kane, a special ad-
visor to the State Senate, which Kaplowitz won. 
Two years ago, Kaplowitz also narrowly defeated 
Terrence Murphy to keep his seat. This time Re-
publicans aren’t actively campaigning against 
Kaplowitz, who crossed party lines and supported 
a compromise budget with County Board Republi-
cans and County Executive Rob Astorino. 

Kaplowitz’s decision was in the best inter-
ests of the people of his district, and Westchester 
County. We endorse Kaplowitz. 

District 5  
Democrat Benjamin Boykin and Republican 

Miriam Levitt Flisser are both seeking the seat that 
was left open after the retirement of Legislator Bill 
Ryan; it represents Harrison, Scarsdale and White 
Plains. 

Boykin, a member of the White Plains City 
Council since 2000, is our choice in this district. 
Levitt Flisser, while having an impressive resume 
as a pediatrician and former mayor of Scarsdale, 
has not actively campaigned for the office she 
seeks. 

District 6  
Republican David Gelfarb will face off 

against Democrat Mark Jafee for the district that 
represents Harrison, Port Chester and Rye Brook.

Gelfarb is the incumbent who is completing 
his first two years on the County Board. Jaffe has 
an impressive resume and list of contacts in the 
business community, in his position as president 
and CEO of the Greater New York Chamber of 
Commerce. But Gelfarb has served the residents 
on the 6th District well. His number one issue is 
controlling property taxes and county spending, 
and that’s the number one issue of voters in West-
chester. 

This is another race to watch on election 
night; a Gelfarb win is expected by Republicans, 
but if Jaffe is close or pulls it out, look for a big 
night for Democrats countywide. 

District 7  
Democrat Catherine Parker and Republican 

John Verni are both seeking to replace Judy My-
ers. See the front page story regarding this race for 
more details.

District 8  
Democrat incumbent Alfreda Williams is run-

ning unopposed for the district that includes Elms-
ford, Greenburgh, Sleepy Hollow and Tarrytown.

District 9  
Democrat Catherine Borgia and Republican 

Peter Tripodi are both seeking to represent Briar-
cliff Manor, Cortlandt, Croton-on-Hudson, Ossin-
ing and Peekskill.

Borgia is the incumbent, completing her first 
term on the County Board. Tripodi is the bombas-
tic member of the Ossining Town Board, and a part 
of a growing younger generation of Westchester 
residents stepping forward to serve. 

Borgia, a former town supervisor in Ossining 
and chief of staff to Assemblywoman Sandy Galef, 
is the more polished candidate in the race, but a big 
turnout for Astorino in this district could make it 
close. No endorsement in this race.

District 10  
Republican Sheila Marcotte and Democrat 

Mary Jo Jacobs are running for election to the seat 
that includes Eastchester, Tuckahoe and New Ro-
chelle.

Marcotte has served on the County Board 
since her appointment in 2010, and she won elec-
tion in 2011. This district is one of the closest 
board seats in Republican and Democrat voter reg-
istration, and a seat that both parties want to win 
– and think they can – every two years. Marcotte 
is an energetic candidate and legislator who enjoys 
serving and meeting her constituents.  

But for the first time, Marcotte’s energy and 
hard work is matched by her opponent, Jacobs, 
who is actively campaigning and has as many 
community involvements, friends and supporters 
in her home town of New Rochelle as Marcotte 
does in Eastchester. 

We endorse Marcotte because of her stand 
with Astorino for controlling property taxes. Ja-
cobs has consistently criticized Marcotte’s vote 
last year for the 2013 county budget, which in-
cluded an increase in contributions that lower-mid-
dle-income families must pay for subsidized child 
care. The cost per family is about $2 per day, and 
was one of the cuts Astorino made, and Marcotte 
supported, which resulted in a 0 percent county 
property tax increase.

If you are going to watch one County Board 
race on election night, this is the one. A Jacobs 
win would mean a large Democratic turnout in 
New Rochelle, and a good night for Democrats. 
A Marcotte win means a large Republican turnout 
in Eastchester, and a good night for Republicans.   

District 11  
Republican Jim Maisano will face off against 

Democrat Stavros G. Pantelis for the district that 
represents Pelham, Pelham Manor and New Ro-
chelle.

We endorse Maisano for re-election to his 
ninth term on the County Board because he has 
served his district, and the board, well for the past 
16 years and as Republican minority leader since 
2010. Maisano has used his leadership post on 
the County Board to try and foster consensus and 
agreement when he can. The recent compromise 
county budget is one example of Maisano working 
with County Executive Astorino, but also willing 
to come to agreement with Democratic legislators. 

Pantelis has not been campaigning actively 
enough to earn a victory over Maisano. Like Peter 
Tripodi, Pantelis is one of many younger West-
chester candidates running for office, and while 
we applaud Pantelis for making sure Maisano has 
opposition for the first time in several years, we 
endorse Maisano. 

District 12 and 13  
Democratic County Legislators MaryJane 

Shimsky in District 12, which represents Ardsley, 
Dobbs Ferry, Edgemont, Hartsdale, Hastings-on-
Hudson and Irvington; and Lyndon Williams in 
District 13, which represents Mt. Vernon, are run-
ning unopposed for re-election. 

District 14  
Republican Bernice Spreckman and Demo-

crat Rachelle Richard are both seeking election to 
the district that represents parts of Yonkers and Mt. 
Vernon.

We endorse Richard in this race and predict 
an upset over Spreckman. We applaud Spreckman 
for her 18 years of service on the County Board, 
and her years of public service in Yonkers prior 
to her election to the board, but we believe Rich-
ard would bring a new energy, commitment and

Hot Topics in Health Care:
5 Th ings About Exchanges

Now that the government 

has reopened for business and 
it’s been three weeks since the 
opening of the health care ex-
changes, there are things that 
you should know before pur-
chasing health insurance on 
the exchanges; not that there 
won’t be additional ques-
tions, however, the deadline 
is quickly approaching to be 
insured or face a penalty. 

1.) The deadline for pur-
chasing insurance is Dec. 15.

If you aren’t already cov-
ered by your employer, Medi-
care, Medicaid or other private health insurance, 
you are required to purchase insurance by the 
exchange by Dec. 15 in order to be covered by 
Jan. 1. 

Remember, you are required to have health 
insurance in order to avoid the penalty for not 
having insurance. This can prove challenging 
as the exchanges have been diffi cult to navi-
gate. The current open enrollment period ends 
in March 2014, and it’s unclear when the next 
period will occur. 

2.) There is confusion over which sites to 
use.

The website www.healthcare.gov is the site 
for the 36 states that are not running their own 
exchanges, while 14 states have their own web-
sites for enrollment. The best way to determine 
which site is correct for you is to go to www.
healthcare.gov, where each state has a specifi c 
link, if applicable. 

3.) It is unclear how much your premium 
will be.

Since you have to fi ll out an application 
before fi nding out your subsidy eligibility and 
overall premium, it can prove scary to see the 
initial high numbers of the actual insurance cost. 
After you fi ll out the insurance application and 

have the correct subsidy, you 
can determine your actual 
monthly premium. 

4.) Plans differ by re-
gions.

When you look at the spe-
cifi c health insurance plans, 
you will see differences in 
your region versus other re-
gions in the same state. You 
cannot assume that you will 
be eligible for the same plan 
as your neighbor in the next 
county. It is vital that you 
check all the details of a plan, 
not just the cost to determine if 
it’s correct for your situation. 

In addition, make certain that your physi-
cians take the plan you are considering. 

5.) You may need the exchanges in the fu-
ture.

Just because you are currently covered by 
your employer or otherwise have health insur-
ance, do not assume that you will never need an 
exchange and do not have to pay attention. Each 
day businesses are exploring whether to have 
employees use the exchanges and even some 
private insurers are canceling policies because 
they will lose money covering high-priced con-
sumers. 

It is safe to assume that everyone should be 
educated on this system.

under Bramson leadership have exceeded the 
tax cap. 

Later in the campaign, Bramson came up 
with a preposterous theory that Astorino was 
responsible for all of the property taxes that 
homeowners pay every year, including school 
taxes, and village, town or city taxes. This tac-
tic was, in our view, meant to distort the truth 
about both candidates’ records on taxes and 
meant to deceive Westchester voters.

“Westchester residents have paid $800 
million more in property taxes over the past 
three years,” said Bramson again and again 
in debates with Astorino. But the next county 
executive will be responsible for the county 
budget, and only the county budget, just as 
Bramson and the New Rochelle City Council 
are responsible for their city budget. 

Bramson has also stated several times: 
“We all know that our property taxes have 
gone up over the past four years.” While obvi-
ously true, we wonder how much higher our 
property taxes would be if Astorino were not 
county executive?

Bramson’s hope for tax relief to Westches-
ter taxpayers comes in his call for consolida-
tion of services between county government, 
local government and school districts. But if 
75 percent of all budgets – county, local and 
school – are consumed by employee salaries 
and benefits, any other consolidations except 
for layoffs through consolidation would result 
in minimal savings. 

Controlling spending requires making 
tough decisions, and Astorino has made tough 
and sometimes unpopular decisions. Requir-
ing lower-middle-income families to pay $2 
more per day for subsidized child care was 
one unpopular decision Astorino has stood by. 
Layoffs and eliminating jobs in county gov-
ernment have been other difficult decisions. 

Astorino’s decision to require county 
employees to pay a portion of their health in-

surance costs is one of many common-sense 
solutions that are required of our elected lead-
ers of today. If the overwhelming majority of 
Westchester residents pay some, or all of their 
health insurance costs, it is only fair that coun-
ty employees do the same. 

Bramson has decried Astorino’s county 
budget cuts as draconian, but to take a phrase 
from County Board of Legislators Chairman 
Ken Jenkins: “The sky has not fallen.” In fact, 
64 percent of Westchester residents say our 
county is headed in the right direction, in com-
parison to 43 percent of New Yorkers and only 
19 percent of Americans who say the state and 
country are headed in the right direction. 

While the people of Westchester agree 
with Astorino’s call for contributions to health 
insurance for county employees, we do not 
believe that the Westchester voter agrees with 
the policy in New Rochelle, which provides 
free health insurance for life to its elected offi-
cials who serve more than five years in office. 
We estimated that Bramson’s health insurance 
for life will cost the taxpayers of New Ro-
chelle close to $1 million, and that is just for 
one elected official. 

Astorino has pointed to Bramson’s record 
of raising property taxes by 109 percent over 
18 years, for an average tax increase of 6 per-
cent. Bramson has responded by digging up 
Astorino’s record on the Mt. Pleasant Town 
Board and his votes for tax increases. 

The most reasonable contrast between 
Astorino and Bramson, in our view, can be 
found by comparing their last three budgets. 
(See chart.)

In today’s political reality, we need our 
elected officials to do more with less. One can-
didate for county executive has listened to the 
voters in Westchester and made property tax 
relief and controlling spending his top priority. 
His name is Rob Astorino, who we endorse for 
county executive. 

Westchester has turned the corner from 
the great recession of 2008. Under Astorino, 
27,000 new jobs have been created in West-
chester. Now is not the time to turn back.

town and village government to a more re-
spectful and less confrontational body. He has 
delivered town budgets under the property tax 
cap, while earning the respect of town and vil-
lage employees and the residents. 

Belmont is a perfect example of how local 
government should operate in a non-political 
way. For three decades, Belmont served in the 
Harrison Recreation Department, delivering 
services to families and seniors in town. Dur-
ing that time, Belmont told us, “I never, even 
knew what my party registration was,” until he 
was approached to run as a Republican against 
incumbent Mayor Joan Walsh in 2011.

Belmont defeated Walsh and now the two 
are facing off in a rematch Nov. 5. In our view, 
Walsh is way too political in her past cam-
paigns and her current one against Belmont. 
There was a time over the summer when Bel-
mont attempted to reach out to Democrats in 
Harrison and Westchester to try to make sure 
that this election was not as political as the 
2011 race. 

Belmont proposed limiting campaign 
signs, and campaign expenditures in his race 
against Walsh, to try and keep the race as 
non-political as possible. He never received 
a response from Democrats, and he probably 
didn’t want his actions mentioned in this ar-
ticle. 

But it is important to recognize two re-

alities concerning village and town elections in 
our country. They don’t have to be political; 
picking up the garbage and keeping your com-
munity safe have no party affiliation. 

It is also important to understand that not 
every local race needs a competitive election. 
The voters and residents in Harrison certainly 
do not want another knock-down, drag-out 
election that was the Belmont-Walsh race of 
2011. 

We endorse Ron Belmont for Harrison 
Mayor on Nov. 5. 

In Mamaroneck, Mayor Norm Rosenblum 
is another independent-minded, non-political 
leader who we endorse for re-election. 

Rosenblum was elected four years ago on 
a platform to reduced taxes, work on flooding 
– a big issue in Mamaroneck, and to make vil-
lage government more accessible to the public. 
He has delivered on his campaign promises 
and runs the village “in the best interests of the 
people and to make Mamaroneck the ‘Friendly 
Village.’” 

Rosenblum has encouraged volunteerism 
and while running on the Republican line, 
maintains his nonparty registration. “There is 
no Democrat or Republican way to run a small 
village. It’s all about doing what’s best for the 
village, and we have worked together,” he said. 
“If I had my way I would get rid of parties, and 
that’s the way we run our village.” 

The people of Westchester should en-
courage more people from the middle of our 
political discourse to step forward and run for 
office.

state has acted by now allowing gun permit 
holders to “opt out” of having their names and 
addresses public record. 

The issue of gun permits and public dis-
closure is not the primary issue in the election 
of our next county clerk, in our view. Much 
more important issues are how the office is 

running, what the quality of services provided 
for the people of Westchester is, and what the 
cost to the taxpayers it.

Idoni has delivered better results for a 
lower cost – a difficult task in government to-
day.

The Office of County Clerk should be a 
non-political, service-oriented department of 
county government, as it is under Idoni, who 
we endorse for re-election as county clerk Nov. 
5.

The county’s Industrial Development Agen-
cy approved a resolution that will provide $30 
million in tax-exempt bond financing to renovate 
an affordable housing complex in Tuckahoe, an-
nounced County Executive Robert Astorino last 
week.

“With the help of the IDA, this project will 
ensure that these housing units remain affordable, 
safe, modern and energy-efficient for Westches-
ter families for years to come,” he said. “What’s 
more is that this project will bring good-paying 
construction jobs to hardworking Westchester 
families. All this is at no cost to the taxpayer.”

The plan, proposed by Rector Street Devel-
opment, LLC, will cost nearly $46 million – $30 
million of which will be financed through the 
IDA – to acquire and renovate Marble Hall, a 
133-unit affordable housing complex located at 
100 Columbus Ave., Tuckahoe. The plan will re-
tain three jobs and create approximately 75 new 
construction jobs during the year-long project. 

“The support and guidance of County Exec-
utive Astorino’s team has been incredible,” said 
Jay Reinhard, president of Rector Street Devel-
opment. “Thanks to our partnership with them, 
we have moved this project forward faster than 
we thought possible.”

The renovation work is designed to address 
the long-term durability of the major building 
systems such as the boiler, windows and façade. 
It will also include living area, appliances and se-

curity system upgrades. The modernization will 
be made with residents in place and will utilize 
“green building” technologies to improve energy 
efficiency. 

The rehabilitation will help maintain the 
10-story building as a quality affordable housing 
resource for years to come, according to Asto-
rino.

“The IDA is proud to support this project 
that will create jobs and help grow our local 
economy, which are top priorities of County Ex-
ecutive Astorino,” said IDA Chairman Stephen 
Hunt, Esq. “This is good government, and I con-
gratulate Rector Street Development on moving 
forward with this plan.”

The IDA is a public benefit corporation 
created in 1976 for promoting and encouraging 
economic development in the county, primarily 
through assisting in the creation or retention of 
jobs.

The IDA is also empowered to issue taxable 
and tax-exempt bonds for organizations meeting 
federal and state guidelines; the obligation for 
repaying the debt rests solely with the organiza-
tions.
