Over the summer, Vice President Joe Biden 
made fi ve joint appearances in New York State 
with Gov. Andrew Cuomo, in which the two 
heaped praise on one another, and the unusual 
number of public appearances of both together 
fueled speculation that presidential and vice 
presidential plans were being crafted. 

“You’ve got the best governor in the whole 

United States of America, and I mean that sin-
cerely,” said Biden. “If I’m in a fox hole, I know 
who I want next to me.” 

The Wall Street Journal described Cuomo’s 
praise of Biden at a 9/11 ceremony two months 
ago as “relentless affection.” 

“Today is about human beings and about 
character,” he said. “This is a man who is au-

A Westchester man’s estate, and a local at-

torney, recently won a $1.75 million award against 
the State of New York in a case in which the Court 
of Claims found that New York failed to properly 
diagnose and treat cancer for Scott Degina while 
he was jailed. Degina’s widow and estate, and at-
torney Ted Novick, a partner in the White Plains 
fi rm of Gaines, Novick, Ponzini and Cossu, won 
the award. 

New York State Court of Claims Judge Frank 
Milano explained the case in his decision:

Scott DeGina (claimant) was an incarcer-

cember 2011, and received medical care provided 
by defendant during that period of time. Although 
housed at several different facilities during this 
two and a half year period of time, claimant re-
ceived primary physician medical care almost ex-
clusively from defendant employee, Dr. Richard 
Adams Jr., a resident physician at Clinton Correc-
tional Facility. 

Claimant’s medical care was supervised dur-
ing this time period by Clinton Facility Health 
Services Director Dr. Vonda Johnson, who also 
provided claimant with direct medical care on at 

The race for the White House is nearly 
impossible to predict and unlike any other in 
the nation’s history, a pre-eminent presiden-
tial election historian and political analyst on 
Tuesday told attendees at The Business Coun-
cil of Westchester’s annual dinner.

Before a record crowd of more than 700 
business and political leaders at the Hilton 
Westchester in Rye Brook, Mark Halperin, 
whose best-selling book “Game Change” 
became an award-winning HBO Film about 
the 2008 presidential race between then Sen.

this year’s race is “very strange” and fi lled 
with uncertainty, particularly on the Republi-
can side where the fi eld remains wide open.

“This one is the hardest to understand. 
It defi es history,” said Halperin of the entire 
fi eld of candidates and the public’s appetite 
for change. “People are looking for funda-
mental change in Washington… There is this 
unhappiness; there is this desire to change the 
status quo.”

During his 35-minute address, Halperin 
covered a lot of ground and provided interest-

In celebration of Veterans Day next Wednes-

day, we remember one Westchester veteran who 
made the ultimate sacrifi ce, and say “thanks for 
your service” to another Westchester veteran. 
One of the most solemn veterans’ memorials in 
Westchester is the Kemper Memorial Park in Ma-
maroneck. 

The park was created after World War II by 
Adolph and Helen Kemper, who lost their son 
Richard in Normandy. The Kempers bought the 
land and donated it to the Mamaroneck School 
District, in memory not only of their son, but for 
the 101 residents of Larchmont and Mamaroneck 
who died in WWII.

Ten years ago, an effort was made to tear 
down the memorial and build a parking lot. 
Thanks to the hard work, and outcry, of many 
veterans and Gold Star Mothers, the park was 
spared and still stands today. The parks website 
has information remembering those lost, at www.
kempermemorialpark.org.

One of those was John Alger MacDonald.
PFC John MacDonald was an aspiring writ-

er when he was a student at Columbia University. 
According to nephew Doug Babington, he had 
written numerous short stories and radio scripts, 
some of which he sent to NBC.

However, while still a student at Columbia, 
on Feb. 5, 1943, he received his Order to Report 
for Induction. He was only 18 years old. He went 
through basic training at Fort Hood, Texas, and 
then after passing a rigorous exam, was sent as 
an ASTP student to the University of Mississippi 
in Oxford. 

ASTP stands for the Army Specialized 
Training Program, “which selected the best and 
brightest draftees for technical and professional 

education in civilian colleges.”
With the impending invasion of France, the 

ASTP program was curtailed and MacDonald 
was sent overseas with the 94th Infantry Divi-
sion, where he served in the 376th Infantry Regi-
ment, Company K, 1st Platoon. MacDonald’s 
unit landed at Utah Beach on Sept. 8, 1944. Trag-
ically, he was later killed while on a foot patrol 
near Bouvron, France. 

Bill Montgomery, fi rst cousin of K Com-
pany’s Jack Marsden, writes that K Company 
“was involved in a combat patrol on a drizzly 
cold morning Nov. 11, 1944 when the fi rst pla-
toon was sent into Bouvron to assess the German

In a spirited show of 
community, more than 200 
Westchester residents came 
together at JCC of Mid-
Westchester in Scarsdale for 
the Great Big Challah Make, 
kicking off The Shabbat Proj-
ect. The event took place Oct. 
22. 

The Shabbat Project is 
an international initiative 
through which Jews of all 
walks of life – religious, secu-
lar and traditional; young and 
old; from all corners of the 
globe – unite to experience 
Shabbat. 

“Today, we are ‘Keep-
ing it Together’ – the tagline 
of the Shabbat Project – as we 
bake challah with thousands 
of Jewish people worldwide,” 
said Nicky Ziman of Scars-
dale, a native of Johannes-
burg, South Africa. “Connec-
tions are being made between 
Jewish people, not only in 
Westchester, but throughout 
the Jewish world.”

Scarsdale was one of 550 
cities worldwide to partici-
pate in this initiative, which 
was launched in South Africa 
in 2013 with remarkable suc-
cess.

Shanda, the Yiddish word 

for disgrace! (I am on my 
soapbox this week!)

I should learn by now to 
stay away from candidate fo-
rums sponsored by civic asso-
ciations in Yonkers. They are 
opportunities for me to learn 
things that infuriate me. But 
we will get to that in a minute. 

Yonkers Public Schools 
have dedicated teachers, ad-
ministrators and Civil Ser-
vice employees. They work 
in crumbling buildings that 
require billions of dollars of repairs. You walk 
into the office of any elementary school and the 
school secretary is going above and beyond the 
call of duty to comfort a child in need. 

The City of Yonkers has dedicated fire of-
ficers. Take a look at the good work they did with 
firefighters battling the stubborn blaze in Getty 
Square last week. Saving stores to the left and an 
historic church to the right. A job with the Yon-
kers Fire Department is a good job, and a good 
career – except for nights like the five-alarm fire 
last week. 

So I attended a candidate forum in Yonkers 
last week sponsored by not one, but two civic as-
sociations. Take away the candidates, their han-
dlers and peeps, and the two civic associations 
could not even muster two dozen people. 

What is to blame for the poor attendance? 
People not knowing the forums exist? The civic 
associations not doing their jobs in properly pub-
licizing the event? People show up by the hun-
dreds to protest the closing of a grocery store. 
Do they not care about the money government 
takes out of their pocketbooks? The more money 
government takes out, the fewer groceries they 
can buy. Who knows?

These forums attracted full houses in the 
past. Are people happy with the way Yonkers 
government operates? Or do they view these 
candidate forums as a waste of time, preferring 
to stay home and watch Seinfeld reruns?

Statements by both candidates for mayor at 
the forum infuriated me. To quote Mayor Mike 
Spano, “We have solved every labor contract 
with the exception of fire officers.” And Repub-
lican candidate Bill Nuckel repeated his state-
ments regarding the need to end school busing in 
Yonkers, which started to integrate the Yonkers 
schools. Ending busing, he claims, will save $14 
million or $15 million.

I discussed the busing with Mr. Nuckel on 
my radio show on WVOX last week. I think he 
now realizes that school busing in Yonkers oc-

curs because 70 percent of the 
students live on the west side 
of town and only 30 percent of 
the schools in Yonkers are in 
west Yonkers, and not for inte-
gration purposes. 

But Spano comments that 
“we have solved every labor 
contract with the exception of 
fire officers.” Not at the Yon-
kers Public Schools. Teachers, 
administrators, Civil Service 
employees and teamsters are 
without contracts – the Team-
sters apparently for nine years. 

Every employee at the 
Yonkers Board of Education is working with-
out a contract. Probably more than half the total 
number of city employees work for the Board 
of Education. Everyone from the principal who 
runs the school to the music teacher who teaches 
your child the trumpet, to the lady in the cafeteria 
who lives and votes in Yonkers and – no pun in-
tended – makes peanuts cooking chicken fingers 
and pizza so that students are properly nourished. 

Sadly, no one questioned the mayor at the 
forum about his comments. In the past, these fo-
rums would be packed with union members, but 
that was not the case last week. I think there was 
one fire officer in the room. 

Henny Penny, unless the sky falls, Spano 
will be re-elected mayor next Tuesday. His oppo-
nent Nuckel was viewed as a candidate put up by 
Republicans not serious about the mayor’s race. 
Nuckel was surprisingly aggressive at the candi-
date forum last week. But according to a Journal 
News article Sunday, he has only recently raised 
$5,000 – chicken feed when you are running for 
mayor. 

I sought clarification regarding the lack of 
contracts at YPS from the mayor’s spokesper-
son, Christina Gilmartin. 

“You are correct in what the mayor stated, 
but to clarify, he is referring to the city-side...the 
contracts that the city specifically handles,” she 
said. “As for the BOE contracts, those are first 
negotiated through the Board of Trustees. YFT, 
CSEA and the administrators’ contracts expired 
only recently, in June 2014. To be clear, these 
individuals are not city employees, they are BOE 
employees (those who were not part of the five-
department merger). Also, the one that has been 
expired since 2007 is the White Collar Teamsters 
at the schools (again, not city employees), and 
are to be negotiated first with the trustees.”

Individuals paid with city funds are city 
employees in my book. The mayor appoints the 
trustees to the Board of Education. If the trustees

Universally Accessible 
Park Plans Unveiled

County Executive Robert Astorino presents plans for a universally accessible playground at 
Ridge Road Park in Greenburgh. The Oram family, including Mom Elizabeth and 12-year-old 

twins Emma and Spencer, were among the hundreds in attendance who are excited about the 
project.

County Executive Robert Astorino recently 
unveiled designs for a universally accessible play-
ground at Ridge Road Park in Greenburgh as part 
of the county’s ongoing commemoration of the 
25th anniversary of the Americans with Disabili-
ties Act. The designs were presented as more than 
500 people gathered for a Miracle League Hallow-
een celebration at the county’s universally acces-
sible baseball field for people with disabilities.

“All kids deserve the opportunity to be kids, 
and few things are more a part of childhood than 
playing on the playground,” said Astorino. “We 
are so excited about our new universally acces-
sible playground because it removes barriers to 
having fun. The fact that it’s right next to our Mir-
acle League baseball field makes it a true home-
run for kids and families.”  

The new playground includes many of the 
same exciting elements as a traditional play-
ground – such as twisty slides, climbing struc-
tures and swings. However, this playground is 
fully accessible to people of all physical abilities. 
For instance, a wheelchair ramp provides access 
all the way to the top of the structure, the swings 
are specially designed for children with disabili-
ties ages 2 through 12, and the surrounding sur-
face is made of poured-in-place rubber surfacing 
to ensure safety and accessibility.  

For children like 12-year-old Spencer Oram, 
who was injured during childbirth and has been 
in a wheelchair his entire life, the experience of 
looking out from the top of the playground will 
be something his mother says is like a dream 
come true. 

“He’s going to go crazy,” said Elizabeth Oram 
of Golden’s Bridge. “He’s a real boy. He loves go-
ing fast in his wheelchair. He loves spinning. I 
can’t even tell you how exciting this is going to 
be for him.” 

Spencer doesn’t speak, so he won’t be able to 

tell his mother this himself. But she understands 
him completely. Spencer’s twin sister, Emma, has 
a harder time relating. But that’s the beauty of the 
universally accessible and inclusive playground – 
it will be a place where the two of them can play, 
laugh and enjoy each other’s company just like 
any other brother and sister. 

“I’m so happy for them to be able to share 
this,” said Elizabeth Oram. “My daughter really 
wants to connect with him, but it’s hard for her. 
She will love pushing him to the top.” 

In addition to the new playground, the proj-
ect also calls for upgrades throughout the 236-
acre park, including repaving the park’s roadways 
and parking areas, as well as renovations to the 
picnic areas, playgrounds, volleyball courts and 
pavilions. The installation of storage bins and a 
maintenance shed, improved drainage and new 
pathways and landscaping are also part of the 
proposed upgrades. 

The total project is expected to cost $3.45 
million, $325,000 of which was already bonded 
for design work. Astorino on Monday will send 
legislation to the Board of Legislators requesting 
that it approve an additional bond act to fund the 
cost of construction and renovations. Once fund-
ing is secured and contracts are awarded through 
a competitive bid process, the project is expected 
to take 12 months to complete. 

Design work for the project has been pre-
pared by the county’s Department of Planning.

“Ridge Road Park is a sprawling county 
park with a wide range of amenities for people 
and families to enjoy all year long,” said Kathleen 
O’Connor, commissioner of the county’s Depart-
ment of Parks, Recreation and Conservation, 
which oversees maintenance and upkeep of the 
property. “These renovations, especially the re-
paving of the park’s roadways, will go a long way 
toward enhancing the park experience.”

To Perform Nov. 7

Grammy Award-winning pianist Yefim 
Bronfman will perform for the first time on the 
Friends of Music Concerts stage Saturday, Nov.

ing political insight. From the rise of billion-
aire and reality star Donald Trump, brain sur-

strength. The object was to engage the enemy, 
then withdraw, hoping the Germans would fol-
low. The third platoon was guarding the flank 
hoping to catch the Germans in a crossfire. Af-
ter an intense firefight the patrol withdrew with 
a single casualty – PFC John Mac Donald was 
killed.” 

At the time of his death, MacDonald was 19 
years old. He is buried in the Pine Hill Cemetery 
in West Bridgewater, Mass.

We remember PFC MacDonald – and thanks 
to the Kemper Memorial, we will never forget. 

The other veteran we remember in West-
chester is U.S. Marine Capt. Greg Lobato, who 
is a decorated Iraqi War veteran who served dur-
ing the nine-month siege of Fallujah. Thankfully, 
Lobato returned from his service abroad and can 
be found patrolling the street of Sleepy Hollow 
today, as a police officer.

But, similar to what happened to Kemper 
Park, sometimes our elected officials forget to 
honor the sacrifice of those who have served. 

Lobato took and passed the civil service 
exam for police officer and met all other criteria 
necessary to be hired. However, he was rejected 
for the position by four members of the Sleepy 
Village Board on July 29, and again Aug. 13, 
2014.

Why was Lobato, who ranked number one 
on the Sleepy Hollow PD list, passed over? We 
will never know the answer, as Sleepy Hollow 
officials hid behind executive session not to ex-
plain their personnel decision. But their decision 
was not allowed to stand, with Westchester vet-
erans Peter Fiumefreddo (American Legion Post 
112 commander) and Frank Morganthaler (com-
mander of the Westchester County detachment 
of the Marine Corps League) highlighting this 
wrongdoing and calling it what it was. 

It was a discriminatory and politically-mo-
tived prejudice, and anti-veteran, anti-American 
action, and a slap in the face of every veteran in 
this country,

This incident was highlighted by the Jour-
nal News, News 12 and our papers last year, and 
thankfully, Lobato was hired as a Sleepy Hollow 
police officer. Lobato doesn’t seek the fame or 
notoriety, but we wanted to highlight his service 
as a reminder to us all that his service to our 
country should always be viewed as a positive 
attribute. 

Finally, as the International House of Pan-
cakes offers our veterans free red, white and blue 
pancakes on Veteran’s Day, Nov. 11, we call on 
our readers to do a little bit more. Help a vet, or 
make a donation to the Westchester Food Bank, 
or Habitat for Humanity who builds homes for 
veterans who need it. 

Or just say “thank you for your service” to a 
veteran you see in Westchester.

Gov. Andrew Cuomo signed legislation 
last week that provides sexual discrimination 
protection to employees who work for a com-
pany with fewer than four employees. Currently, 
persons working for employers with fewer than 
four employees cannot file a sexual harassment 
complaint with New York State.

“This legislation affords employees in all 
companies, no matter how small, the right to 
file a sexual harassment complaint,” said As-
semblywoman Sandy Galef, who co-sponsored 
the legislation. “In 2011, women filed 75 percent 
of all sexual harassment complaints filed at the 
New York State Division of Human Rights, and 
83 percent of all sexual harassment complaints 
filed at the Equal Employment Opportunity 
Commission. 

“This legislation grants new protections to 

those who have not had the same rights as those 
who are employed by larger businesses. This 
new law will have an immediate and substantial 
impact, since small businesses with fewer than 
four employees comprise more than 60 percent 
of the state’s private employers. 

“I was gratified by the strong and broad 
support from women’s rights organizations for 
this legislation,” continued Galef. “No matter 
how far women have advanced in society, sexual 
harassment is still prevalent. No woman is im-
mune to sexual discrimination, particularly in 
the form of salaries. Actresses such as Jennifer 
Lawrence and Sienna Miller have stated that 
they, and other actresses, are paid substantially 
less than their male counterparts. This is just the 
tip of the iceberg but hopefully this legislation 
will help to change that.”

Question: I saw a poster that advised 
people 65 and older with limited income and 
resources to apply for Supplemental Security 
Income. Next month I’ll turn 65, and I thought 
I’d be eligible for SSI. I planned to apply 
until my neighbor told me I probably would 
be turned down because I have children who 
could help support me. Is this true?

Answer: Whether your children are ca-
pable of helping to support you does not affect 
your eligibility. SSI eligibility depends solely 
on your income and resources (the things you 
own). If you have low-income and few re-
sources, you may be able to get SSI. However, 
if you are receiving support from your chil-
dren or from anyone living inside or outside of 
your home, it may affect your eligibility or the 
amount you can receive. 

Support includes any food or shelter that 
is given to you, or is received by you because 
someone else pays for it. 

Q: I just got a notice from Social Security 
that said my SSI case is being reviewed. What 
does this mean?

A: Social Security reviews every SSI case 
from time to time to make sure the individu-
als who are receiving payments should con-
tinue to get them. The review also determines 
whether individuals are receiving the correct 

amounts. 
Q: What is the difference between the 

disability application and the disability report? 
Do I have to complete both?

A: A disability application is a claim for 
Social Security disability benefits. A disability 
report provides information about your current 
physical or mental condition that we need to 
process your disability application. To estab-
lish a claim for disability benefits, you need to 
file a disability application, submit a disability 
report and provide an authorization to release 
medical records. The best place to start is at 
www.socialsecurity.gov/applyfordisability. 

Q: I’ve been turned down for disability 
benefits. How do I appeal?

A: When we make a decision on your ap-
plication, we will send you a letter explaining 
our decision. If you do not agree with our de-
cision, you can appeal. Appealing means you 
can ask us to look at your case again. You must 
appeal within 60 days from the date you got 
our decision letter. 

You can file a disability appeal online at 
www.socialsecurity.gov/disability/appeal and 
provide documents to support your request 
electronically; file an appeal online even if you 
live outside of the United States; or visit your 
local Social Security office.

Botanical Art Exhibit 
Opens at Gallery in Park

New Law Protects Against 
Lewd Trespass in Own Homes

The opening of  “Botanical Art and the 
Natural World,” an exhibition of works by local 
artists who study botanical art with instructor 
Laura Gould, will take place Saturday, Nov. 7 
with a reception from 1 to 4 p.m. at the Gallery 
in the Park at Ward Pound Ridge Reservation in 
Cross River. 

Drawing inspiration from nature’s beauty, 
the exhibiting artists have chosen plants, grasses, 
seed pods and flowers they have encountered 
at Ward Pound Ridge Reservation, Lasdon Ar-
boretum, as well as the artists’ own homes and 
gardens.

Botanical art is based in science and creat-
ing it requires artists to depict their subjects with 
a high degree of accuracy. Trained to observe 

plant botany closely, Gould’s students have ren-
dered, in watercolor, graphite and colored pen-
cil, exquisitely-detailed images of the things that 
grow around us. A love of nature is the thread 
that runs through the artists’ work and binds 
them together with teacher and fellow students 
alike.

“This exhibit showcases the talents of each 
artist in observing and capturing a subject, ex-
actly as it appears in nature,” said County Execu-
tive Robert Astorino.

The exhibit will be on view daily from 9 
a.m. to 4:30 p.m. through Sunday, Dec. 6. The 
Gallery in the Park at Ward Pound Ridge Reser-
vation is located at the junction of Route 35 and 
Route 121 South in Cross River.

State Sen. George Latimer and Assembly 
member Shelley Mayer last week announced that 
Gov. Andrew Cuomo has signed into law legisla-
tion they introduced that makes lewd criminal 
trespass a crime. The law specifically addresses 
a situation where a person enters a residential 
dwelling without consent and intentionally ex-
poses themselves or commits other lewd acts in 
the presence of another person.

“Prior to this legislation becoming law, 
when a person entered a home without permis-
sion and performed an unwanted sexual activ-
ity, the maximum charge was generally simple 
trespass – basically nothing more than a parking 
ticket,” said Latimer. “Our bill allows prosecutors 
to charge the invader with a crime, opening the 
door for serious charges that can carry substan-
tial jail and prison time.”

The bill arose from several incidents that 
occurred involving a Yonkers mom and her 
young son who more than once encountered 
their neighbor in their home performing a lewd 
sex act. The police were called, but were only 
able to charge simple trespass, rather than more 
serious misdemeanor or felony charges.

“When someone intrudes into a home and 
engages in lewd sexual behavior, their behavior 
must be treated as a serious matter, warranting 

jail time and penalties,” said Mayer. “I am pleased 
we were able to strengthen existing law to give 
prosecutors far more discretion to charge, and if 
warranted, convict those who engage in this hor-
rendous behavior.” 

Steve Wagner, president of the Armor Villa 
Neighbors Association, brought this issue to 
the attention of the two state legislators. He met 
with them, and together they worked to develop 
a plan to amend the law and pushed to get the 
bill enacted.  

“I know that Sen. George Latimer and As-
semblywoman Shelley Mayer worked tirelessly 
to strengthen the existing law to address this un-
fortunate loophole, which ignored a real threat 
to citizens in their homes,” said Wagner. “I am 
confident that with this change, New Yorkers 
will feel safer at home, and those that intrude 
and engage in lewd behavior will be the subject 
of serious criminal charges, facing jail and pen-
alties.“

The law creates a new section of the penal 
law, establishing the crime of lewd criminal tres-
pass, which is a class A misdemeanor. The vast 
majority of the time, the person charged under 
the new section of law can also be charged with 
burglary, a class C felony.

The law took effect Nov. 1, 2015.

thentic. This is a man who is genuine. This is 
a man who has the courage of his convictions. 
When he’s with you, he looks you in the eye and 
tells you he’s with you. He’s all heart. He’s here 
to do the right thing. He’s a friend in good days 
and bad days.”

The love fest between the two fueled media 
speculation about a Biden-Cuomo ticket. Alan 
Chartock from the Legislative Gazette wrote in 
August: 

“To understand why, you have to get where 
Andrew is right now. The governor’s popularity 
is decreasing. He has a number of career choic-
es coming up. He could run for a third term as 
governor but if history and the trajectory of his 
popularity are any indicators, he will not do 
as well as he has in his past two runs and if ill 
winds are blowing, he might actually lose to a 
moderate Republican. 

“He might go into the cabinet but he was 
previously the secretary of HUD under Clinton. 
He could aim high at the secretary of state’s job 
or the attorney general job, but it is unlikely 
he is qualified for either. He certainly has not 
demonstrated a lot of insight or experience in 
foreign affairs, nor is he regarded as one of the 
great legal minds in the country. So there is one 
more job that could position him for the presi-
dency, the ultimate job that most Cuomo watch-
ers think he wants.

“That, of course, is vice president. Would 
a President Biden trust Andrew enough to make 
him his number two? Biden is clearly very 
dedicated to his family and his friends. If Biden 
thinks Andrew is a political genius in the way 
Eisenhower perceived Nixon to be, might he 
choose him? Of course, that would hardly be 
a balanced ticket since both men are Catholic 
and both are from the east. Biden is a man who 

thinks with his heart and if he believes in An-
drew maybe, just maybe, he might choose An-
drew. That might be just what Andrew needs to 
get to be a heartbeat away from the presidency,” 
wrote Chartock. 

In September, Fred Dicker in the NY Post 
followed up on Chartock’s story, writing: 

“Gov. Cuomo’s dream of being president 
has been dashed for the current election cycle, 
but that doesn’t mean he isn’t angling for the 
second-most-powerful job in the nation: vice 
president on a ticket headed by current VP Joe 
Biden. That’s the most provocative of three the-
ories circulating among state Democrats seek-
ing to explain Cuomo’s effusive, jaw-dropping 
and attention-grabbing embrace of Biden over 
the past two weeks – the very time the vice pres-
ident is weighing a challenge to Hillary Rod-
ham Clinton, the governor’s purported choice 
for president,” wrote Dicker.

Dicker quotes angry Clinton-support-
ing Democrats including consultant Hank 
Sheinkopf who told Dicker, “What the gover-
nor is doing with Joe Biden must be causing the 
Clintons and their allies to pull their hair out 
every day.” 

Other, more conspiratorial theories have 
the governor bonding with Biden to avoid U.S. 
Attorney Preet Bharara’s wrath as he continues 
to investigate political corruption in Albany. 
The theory goes that Bharara would have to 
get the OK for any indictment of Cuomo from 
the Justice Department, and President Barack 
Obama. Having “Uncle Joe” Biden putting in a 
good word for you wouldn’t hurt. 

The political fantasies were quashed Oct. 
20 when Biden announced he would not run for 
president. Cuomo can fall back on what he has 
always said when confronted by the media at 
events with the vice president and asked about 
his praise of Biden. 

“I support Hillary Clinton for President,” 
said Cuomo.

least one occasion.
Claimant was born Aug. 14, 1956 and 

died May 2, 2015. Prior to his demise, claimant 
brought this claim alleging that while in its care 
and custody, defendant failed to diagnose or prop-
erly treat him for cancer of the ureter, also referred 
to interchangeably at trial as urothelial cancer, 
ureteral carcinoma, urothelial carcinoma, transi-
tional cell cancer and transitional cell carcinoma 
of the ureter. 

Cancer of the ureter ultimately caused claim-
ant’s death.

A trial on liability of the claim was conducted 
Oct. 29, 30 and 31, and Dec. 5 of 2014. The law is 
well-settled “that where the state engages in a pro-
prietary function such as providing medical and 
psychiatric care, it is held to the same duty of care 
as private individuals and institutions engaged in 
the same activity.” 

To sustain a cause of action for medical mal-
practice, a claimant must prove, generally through 
expert medical opinion testimony, two essential 
elements: (1) a deviation or departure from ac-
cepted practice; and (2) that such departure was a 
proximate cause of claimant’s injury

On Aug. 1, 2009, after claimant, then housed 
at Clinton, presented himself to defendant com-
plaining of severe abdominal pain, defendant 

transported him via ambulance to the emergency 
room of Champlain Valley Physician’s Hospital 
where he was examined and an abdominal CAT 
scan was performed. CVPH records refl ect claim-
ant’s symptoms of left abdominal pain, elevated 
blood pressure, nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. 

The hospital found “moderately severe hy-
dronephrosis,” a swelling of the left kidney, and 
stated its impression as “nonobstructing calculi in 
left kidney with left hydronephrosis” 

Both through the testimony of claimant’s 
treating physicians, Dr. Adams and Dr. Johnson, 
and the testimony of defendant’s expert witness, 
Dr. Shaheen Rahman, defendant asserted that its 
initial diagnosis of Aug. 1, 2009 that claimant had 
endured and passed kidney stones was appropri-
ate and accurate. The trial evidence would prove, 
however, that defendant’s limited diagnosis of 
kidney stones Aug. 1, 2009 was inaccurate and/or 
incomplete, and would, to claimant’s ongoing and 
ultimate detriment, color defendant’s assessments, 
decision-making and medical treatment of claim-
making and medical treatment of claimant for the 
next 28 months, until claimant’s discharge from 
defendant’s custody in December 2011.

Subsequent to Aug. 1, 2009, claimant was 
again referred by defendant to CVPH on Sept. 6, 
2009. Between those two dates however, claimant 
was seen at Clinton’s infi rmary on three separate 
occasions, including examination by Dr. Adams 
on Aug. 11, 2009. Adams acknowledged being 
aware that claimant had previously been diag-
nosed with ‘”likely ureterolithiasis,” noting the 
diagnosis as “kidney stones” in claimant’s AHR 
of Aug. 11, 2009. 

In that same AHR, Adams notes claimant’s 
complaint of left fl ank radiating pain, and further 
memorializes fi nding blood in claimant’s urine 
three times, a condition about which claimant had 
complained consistently and often. Adams or-

dered no follow-up diagnostic tests for claimant 
on that day.

During the two-year period after Sept. 6, 
2009, defendant treated claimant dozens of times. 
Claimant specifi cally complained, approximately 
a dozen times during this period of time, of chest 
and abdominal pain, high levels of pain, blood in 
his urine and urinary tract problems, all of which 
is chronicled in detail in Dr. Johnson’s testimony, 
which referenced various medical records. On 
several occasions during this two-year time frame, 
the claimant was admitted to his then-resident fa-
cility’s infi rmary for treatment.

Ultimately, on Nov. 25, 2011, defendant or-
dered a urology consult for claimant. As a result of 
tests ordered by reason of the urological consult, 
claimant was tentatively diagnosed with left ure-
teral cancer in December 2011 in an area Johnson 
acknowledged to be the site of claimant’s previ-
ously noted UPJ obstruction. After the urological 
diagnostic tests revealed the presence of a mass, 
the claimant underwent two surgical procedures at 
Albany Medical Center. 

The fi rst inserted a stent in his kidney, and 
the second, an eight- to 10-hour surgery, removed 
claimant’s left kidney, ureter and bladder cuff. 
In mid-December 2011, claimant was released 
from defendant’s custody. Post surgeries, claim-
ant underwent several months of chemotherapy 
and radiation. Treatment abated and claimant was 
thought cured.

Unfortunately, approximately two years later, 
claimant’s cancer again appeared, having metasta-
sized to adjoining lymph nodes. Surgical interven-
tion was no longer a viable option. The cancer’s 
reappearance required claimant to undergo addi-
tional rounds of radiation and chemotherapy.

Subsequent to that date, in fact on the day 
before trial, Oct. 28, 2014, claimant received a 
terminal diagnosis of four to six months to live. 

Claimant died May 2, 2015, six months, two days 
following Dr. Vogel’s testimony.

Claimant’s testimony described in particular 
detail how drastically his life had been affected by 
his cancer. 

The testimony of claimant’s primary treating 
physician, Dr. Adams, was evasive, argumentative 
and disingenuous. Adams often parried questions 
with a quibbling use of semantics. At one point 
in response to a question concerning ongoing re-
sponsibility for claimant’s coordinated medical 
care, Adams testifi ed in an inappropriately fl ip-
pant manner. 

When asked if it was fair to say, regardless of 
claimant’s then-location of incarceration, that “the 
overall responsibility for that inmate’s health is 
on the State of New York,” the doctor responded, 
“It’s on God. It’s not on the State of New York.”

Neither of defendant’s doctors, claimant’s 
treating physicians, were impressive or persuasive 
in their testimony. In fact, based upon their own 
trial testimony, the court found their medical care 
of claim to be defi cient in several respects.

Had claimant been diagnosed in Stage I only, 
surgical resection would have been required, ob-
viating the need for claimant to undergo the radia-
tion and chemotherapy treatments he did receive. 
If diagnosed in Stage II or III, neither radiation 
nor chemotherapy treatment of claimant’s cancer 
would have been necessary.

Based upon all of the foregoing, the court 
fi nds that the defendant provided claimant with 
substandard medical care and fell short of its 
obligatory standard of care in at least eight sepa-
rate respects.

In light of claimant’s substantial, consistent, 
constant, progressive and extended physical and 
mental pain and suffering, EvaRem-DeGina, as fi -
duciary of the Estate of Scott DeGina, is awarded 
$1.75 million.

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A celebration of Italian Heritage and Cul-
ture Month took place Oct. 19 in the Board of 
Legislators’ chamber in White Plains, with an 
abundant and enthusiastic public present. 

After the United States’ and Italy’s national 
hymns, sung by tenor Alfi o Bonanno, and the 
Pledge of Allegiance led by Majority Leader 
Catherine Borgia, Board Chairman Michael 
Kaplowitz gave a brief speech welcoming the 
presents and thanking everyone. It was a mes-
sage that was reiterated and amplifi ed by Carlo 
Sclafani, one of the organizers of the event and 
recipient of the fi rst proclamation, as co-presi-
dent – with Vincent Zuccarelli – of The West-
chester Coalition of Italian American Organiza-
tion. 

The proclamation, “Italian Creativity: Cel-
ebrating 50 Years of Science and Technology; 
New York World’s Fair 1965 – Expo Milano 
2015,” was presented by Majority Leader Cath-

erine Borgia and Minority Leader John Testa to 
the coalition to “celebrate their work, which has 
contributed to enrich our character and strength-
ened the fabric of our culture.” 

The Westchester Coalition of Italian-Amer-
ican Organizations is an umbrella society of 20 
Italian-American associations in Westchester 
County, founded more than 30 years ago by Anne 
Crisci Santena, Gastone Orefi ce, Mariella Clark 
and Carlo Sclafani. The coalition’s objectives 
are to unify the Italian-American organizations 
of Westchester while supporting and promoting 
their activities, to promote and foster the Italian 
language and culture in Westchester’s commu-
nity and schools, to protect and defend Italian-
Americans against prejudice and discrimination, 
and to coordinate a calendar of events for the 
month of October –Italian Heritage and Culture 
Month.

The second proclamation of the night was 

presented by Vice Chairman James Maisano to 
Casa Calabria Society of New Rochelle in cel-
ebration of its 80th anniversary. The proclama-
tion was accepted by a group of members as sub-
stitutes to Domenico Procopio, president of the 
Casa Calabria Society. 

Casa Calabria, a mutual aid society, was 
formed in 1935 to embody the best of Italian 
culture and customs with the traditions of the 
United States. The Calabria Society has been ac-
tive in civic affairs in New Rochelle, serving in 
local, county and state governments.

The third and last proclamation of the eve-
ning was presented by Legislator Lyndon Wil-
liams to the Guardia Lombardi Association of 
Mt. Vernon in celebration of its 77th anniversary. 
The Decree was accepted by Nicholas D’Antona, 
president of the association. 

The Guardia Lombardi Association was 
founded in in 1938 in the City of Mount Vernon 

out of a desire to establish a haven for those im-
migrants from the Town of Guardia dei Lom-
bardi who had settled in the New York region, to 
mutually support their struggles in establishing 
a new life in a new country. Today, some 35,000 
Guardiesi and their descendants live in West-
chester and regard the society as a binding tie to 
their common heritage.

Remarks by Cav. Uff. Joseph Sciame, presi-
dent of the Italian Heritage and Culture Com-
mittee of NY, completed the fi rst part of the cer-
emony.

The second part of the evening consisted in 
the presentation of certifi cates of merit to stu-
dents from various high schools of the county, 
for their outstanding performance in Italian lan-
guage studies. Their teachers were also present, 
making the whole ceremony a touching picture. 

Tenor Bonanno ended the evening with a 
rendition of Domenico Modugno’s “Volare.”

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Mount Vernon City School District recent-
ly selected four students as its 2015 Mount Ver-
non Star Scholars: Agustin Mendoza, Michael 
Persaud, Taury Phelps and Judy Yu.

Mount Vernon Star Scholars was estab-
lished in 2012 under the original direction of 
Mount Vernon residents Norm Savoie and 
Darcy Miller for the purpose of assisting a se-
lect group of academically-talented students 
at Mount Vernon high schools gain admission 
to selective colleges and universities. The star 
scholars will receive valuable one-on-one guid-
ance from a volunteer mentor.

“The students will receive assistance in 
important areas such as test preparation and se-
curing financial aid,” said Miller. “The volun-
teer mentors will help the star scholars navigate 
the complex college application process every 
step of the way.”

The program is open to all students en-

rolled in one of the Mount Vernon high schools 
who maintain a weighted-average GPA of 85 or 
better. Scholars are chosen in the summer be-
tween their sophomore and junior year based 
primarily on their academic achievement in 
their first two years of high school and their 
commitment to continuing their education at 
the undergraduate level upon graduation from 
high school.  

While the designation is not specifically 
need-based, a student’s challenges in attending 
a top-tier institution of higher learning, includ-
ing financial challenges, are factored into the 
selection process.

MVSS alumni can now be found on the 
campuses of Case Western Reserve University, 
Denison University, Harvard University and 
the University of Connecticut. With sufficient 
resources, the program would like to be able to 
select five to eight scholars each year.

Heastie Visits Westchester

New York State Assembly Speaker Carl 
Heastie recently visited Westchester to get ac-
quainted with the county, continuing a tour as 
part of his effort to understand the needs of New 
York State since being elected speaker in Febru-
ary. Heastie joined with Assemblyman David 
Buchwald and Assemblywoman Sandy Galef 
to tour the 93rd and 95th Assembly districts in 
Westchester.  

The Speaker and Buchwald visited several 
prominent locations across the district, starting 
the tour at the White Plains Metro-North station 
where they greeted commuters and discussed the 
need for capital improvements at the aging sta-
tion. Buchwald, a former chairman of the Metro-
North Railroad Commuter Council, stressed to 
Heastie that revitalizing the nearly-30-year-old 
White Plains station would support regional eco-
nomic growth, thereby treating the city like the 
commerce hub that it is.

Next on the tour was the Mamaroneck Av-
enue School, an elementary school within the 
White Plains City School District. It is one of five 
elementary schools within the district and serves 
students from kindergarten through grade five. 
The tour was led by Principal Eileen McGuire 
and Assistant Principal Robert Janowitz, with 
McGuire offering a brief overview of the school 
at the outset. 

During their tour, the group made a visit to 
a fifth-grade class employing a student engage-
ment model known as a Learner Active Tech-
nology Infused Classroom, which is a relatively 
unique style of learning employed at this school 
that places students at the physical center of the 
classroom.  

Heastie and Buchwald then paid a visit to 
MasterCard, which employs more than 1,400 
people at its global headquarters in Purchase. 
MasterCard announced in 2013 that it intends to 
expand its offices in Purchase and, in the process, 
create an additional 392 jobs regionally, with 270 
of them in Westchester.   

The Boys and Girls Club of Northern West-
chester in Mount Kisco was the next stop on the 
tour of the district. The speaker and assembly-
man, joined by Mount Kisco Mayor J. Michael 
Cindrich, were given a tour of the facility by 
Alyzza Ozer, CEO of the Boys and Girls Club of 
Northern Westchester. 

Ozer explained during the tour that many of 
the children and teenagers served by the facility 
come from households where the income level is 
near or below the poverty level.

Zierick Manufacturing in Mount Kisco, the 
last stop on the tour, has been in business for 
more than 95 years and is a leading source of in-
terconnection devices, particularly those involv-
ing circuit boards. Welcomed by CEO Gretchen 
Zierick, the manufacturing company in Mount 
Kisco since 1967 employs about 60 people.     

“I’ve enjoyed traveling the state to get to 
know issues members face in their home dis-
tricts,” said Heastie. “It’s a pleasure to spend time 
in the 93rd district with Assemblymember David 
Buchwald. From Mount Kisco to White Plains 
exists great diversity and potential. I look for-
ward to continuing to work with Assemblymem-
ber Buchwald to best serve his constituents.”

“It is an absolute pleasure to have Speaker 
Heastie come to my Assembly district, affording 
me the opportunity to show him what Westches-
ter has to offer, as well as what the region needs to 
grow our economy,” said Buchwald. “My Assem-
bly district is home to wonderful schools, vibrant 
businesses and caring people that all play a major 
role in this community, and I am glad the speaker 
was able to see what makes Westchester a great 
place to live and work.

There 
was discussion regarding the preservation of Os-
sining’s waterfront and history, and providing a 
visitor center for the museum in downtown Os-
sining. 

“I think it is so great that the speaker is tak-
ing time out of his very busy schedule to tour the 
state and many of our Assembly districts,” said 
Galef. “This is such a wonderful opportunity 
for him to learn more about my district and the 
needs we have here, so when I speak about them 
in Albany, he can have a fuller understanding 
and picture of what they really mean to my con-
stituents.”

At Ossining High School, Heastie was greet-
ed by Superintendent of Schools Raymond San-
chez, Assistant Superintendent of Business Alita 
Zuber, Ossining High School Principal Joshua 
Mandel, AMD Middle School Principal Regina 
Cellio, and Open Door Family Medical Center 
President and CEO Lindsay Farrell. They dis-
cussed school programs and funding, as well as 
the school-based health center at Ossining High 
School, which is run by Open Door. 

Emphasis was put on the fact that, although 
the Ossining School District is a high-perform-
ing district, it is quickly evolving and in need of 
monetary resources as enrollment continues to 
grow. 

In Peekskill, Heastie and Galef presented 
Deb Milone, executive director of the Hudson 
Valley Gateway Chamber of Commerce, with a 
citation for receiving the Chamber of the Year 
Award by the Business Council of New York 
State. 

The tour continued with a visit to the Wil-
fredo Morel’s Art Gallery to focus on the artists’ 
loft development in Peekskill, and a walk high-
lighting the revitalization of downtown Peekskill, 
including the Paramount Hudson Valley Theater. 
At the Peekskill waterfront, Heastie and Galef 
met with Louis Lanza, a restaurant owner in both 
NYC and Peekskill, to observe the proposed site 
of a Visitor’s Center and Taste NY site at the Met-
ro-North Station.
