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Legislator Testa, Mayor Ecklond
Not Seeking Re-Election

It was announced las week that the repub-
lican leader of the small minority on the West-
chester County Board of Legislators will not
seek re-election in November, and the current
republican mayor of Tuckahoe won’t run for re-
election this spring. Both announcements, while
not a surprise, are not good news for republi-
cans in Westchester, still reeling from the “blue
wave,” anti-Trump sentiment in the county.

BOL Minority Leader John Testa’s an-
nouncement marks the third county legislator
that has announced their retirements this year,

but Testa is the first republican to do so and
some political watchers in Westchester are won-
dering, with a 13-4 democratic supermajority
currently on the county board, how low can the
county GOP go?

Testa’s career as an elected official has
spanned 22 years, beginning with his first elec-
tion in 1997 for Peekskill City Council. He
then served three terms as mayor of Peekskill
and now will complete his fifth term as county
legislator, serving the last six years as minority
leader for the board.

A dozen employees at the Trump National
Golf Club Westchester were fired late last month
after an internal review of their employee docu-
ments found them to be fraudulent. All of the em-
ployees, determined to be undocumented workers,
were immediately fired without severance despite
some having worked for the Trump Organization

for 14 years.

Eric Trump, President Donald Trump’s son,
who is acting CEO at many of the Trump golf
courses, said in a statement: “We are making a
broad effort to identify any employee who has giv-
en false and fraudulent documents to unlawfully
gain employment. Where identified, any individual

State Senate Passes

Child Victims Act
Justice for Those Who Prey on Children

The State Senate, led by Majority Leader An-
drea Stewart-Cousins from Westchester, continues
to pass legislation that members ran on last No-
vember and address items that were consistently
blocked by the former republican State Senate
majority. Last week, it was the Child Victims Act,
which reforms the statute of limitations for victims
of child sexual abuse.

The Child Victims Act will raise the criminal

statute of limitations for child sexual abuse crimes
by five years and raise the civil statute of limita-
tions for causes of action brought by someone
seeking redress for physical, psychological or oth-
er injury caused by child sexual abuse to age 55.
Additionally, this legislation will create a one-
year window, starting six months from the effec-
tive date of the bill, for past victims of child sexual
abuse to initiate lawsuits against their abusers and

In honor of Holocaust Remembrance Day,
Yonkers resident and holocaust survivor Betty
Migdol was recently honored by the Yonkers
City Council, and President Mike Khader who
remarked that “Betty Migdol worked at the Al-
exandor’s and the Caldor stores on Yonkers Av-
enue, which are long gone, but Betty Migdol is
still among us.”

The City Council and Khader honored
Migdol with proclamations and a standing ova-
tion, as her daughter June Hirsch accompanied
her at the council’s fourth floor chamber.

Migdol was born Dec. 19,1927, the third
of six children, to a religious and poor fam-
ily in Ruscova, Romania, a small town in the
Carpathian Mountains. Migdol was smart but
lacked a formal education. Her job at home
was to care for her three younger siblings, who
loved her greatly.

In 1944, when she was 16, the Hungarians
who had moved into her town rounded up all
the Jews and sent them first to a ghetto and then
on transport trains to the Auschwitz death camp.
After six months at Auschwitz, she was sentto a
slave labor camp. When the war ended in 1945,
Migdol fled from the Russian soldiers who were
cruel to young girls, and was able to make her
way home, where in Ruscova, she found out
that any other family members who were sent
to concentration camps died.

Migdol’s older brother and sister also
survived, because they never were sent to the
ghetto and Auschwitz. Orphaned and seeing

that there was nothing left for her in Ruscova,
she went with three of her surviving cousins to a
displaced persons camp in Germany, where she
stayed for 16 months.

In 1947, she was able to cross the Atlantic
Ocean to come to New York, where her new life
began. A few weeks later she met Harry Migdol
and they married in 1949, had two daughters,
and owned a business. Incredibly, she put the
horrors of her teenage years behind her, and
kept her love for the Jewish religion.

The Migdols moved to Yonkers in 1970
and she worked in Alexander’s and Caldors.
She now has five grandchildren and four great-
grandchildren — with more to come. She made a
beautiful life for herself and others. Migdol said
she is proud that Judaism has not only survived,
but continued to grow in her family and with all
who know her.

Migdol has long been a member and sup-
porter of Chabad of Yonkers. She is the matri-
arch of her family and a great role model for
the community, instilling such a strong sense of
Jewish pride in her children and grandchildren,
that her great-grand children attend a Chabad
pre-school program — schooling that was denied
to her.

Every year during the Holiday of Sha-
vuos (the holiday that commemorates the Giv-
ing of the Torah), Migdol sponsors a Kiddush
luncheon in loving memory of her dear family
members that perished in the Holocaust. Al-
though it is now difficult for Migdol to walk to

The Westchester-Putnam Workforce De-
velopment Board hosted an IRS-endorsed “Vol-
unteer Income Tax Assistance” program kick-
off event last week in Mt. Vernon. The kickoff
launches an educational campaign to increase
awareness to eligible Westchester County resi-
dents about the free tax prep assistance avail-
able, and the qualifications to receive federal tax
credits designed to help low-income taxpayers
making less than $54,884 a year.

The VITA program, which will run through
April 15 at seven locations (see below), helps
low- and moderate-income individuals and fam-
ilies eligible for the federal Earned Income Tax
Credit file their taxes and maximize their returns.
To make sure the program delivers maximum
benefits, VITA relies on dedicated volunteers to
act as greeters, and assist with translation and
call-center operations. Tax preparation is done
by IRS-certified volunteers.

“We are committed to helping our residents
take advantage of all the tax credits for which
they are eligible,” said Westchester County Ex-
ecutive George Latimer. “The VITA program
not only assists working families and individu-

als, but also increases tax dollars in the county.
It is estimated that about 80 percent of refunds
are then spent locally, which generates local
sales, wages and jobs, ultimately boosting the
local economy.”

Baby, It’s Cold Outside!

Polar vortex... Do
you ever remember hear-
ing that expression when
you were growing up?
When the calendar turned
to January and February
you knew the tempera-
tures were not going to
be 80 degrees, and that
there was every possibil-
ity that “the weather out-
side would be frightful.”
Temperatures would fall
into the teens and single
digits. All that meant was
putting on another layer
of clothes.

Snow, ice and sleet
are such a hassle for us.
Don’t you hate when you
host a visitor from a warm
climate and they are de-
lighted when they see a flake of snow falling from
the sky? I’ll never forget being in Plaza Las Ameri-
cas, this gigantic shopping mall in Puerto Rico, at
Christmastime several years ago. They were mak-
ing an artificial snow fall from the top floor of the
mall to the entertainment/activity center on the first
floor. Kids and grownups alike danced and twirled
with the artificial snow falling on top of them.

Everyone was so excited, and if the artificial
snow stopped for a minute to recharge the device
that made it, the crowd would get very upset. All I
was thinking of was taking some of these folks so
enjoying the snow back to Yonkers to help me dig
my car out when the next big snow storm hit.

Digging your car out... Mom and Dad parked
their cars on the street on Bruce Avenue, the street
where I grew up. The plows would plow the snow
on top of the cars, the cars would have to get out
and throw the snow back in the street. It was a vi-
cious cycle, just like it is today. Only today, there
are so many more cars clogging the streets, so
things have gotten much worse.

It’s still illegal to throw snow on the street
when you dig out your car or shovel your sidewalk
or garage entrance. But people still do it. The ques-
tion is: If not the street, where does one put the
shoveled snow?

I enjoyed riding an old fashion wood sled on
the weekends or whenever school was closed be-
cause the roads were clogged with snow. Basically,
either you had a sled or you would take pieces of a
large cardboard box and sail down the hill. Bruce
Avenue from Rockledge Place to Lawrence Street
was the perfect distance for riding a sled, and cer-
tainly steep enough. You would slide down the
hill carefully not to sail into one of the many cars
parked on both sides of the street.

Allowing cars to park on both sides of the
street not only made it impossible to clear the snow
(as it does today), but it also made a sort of bumper
ride as you were coming down the hill. Somebody
always got stuck in the middle of the hill, forcing
you to swerve around them and trying very hard to
miss the parked cars.

With the hills in Yonkers, no matter what
part of the city you lived in, kids were guaran-
teed a good ride with your sled. I could either go
down Bruce Avenue to Lawrence Street, or down
Bruce Avenue and down Rockledge Place to South
Broadway. But you had to be careful when you
hit South Broadway because it was an emergency
street that got cleared first. You had to be able to
brake, as you didn’t want to hit the cars running

along the snow-free South
Broadway.

You were sad when
the snow plow reached
your block and took your
sledding path away, but
you could always count
on the hill at Pelton Field
— or as old-timers knew
it, Pelton Oval. The snow
remained unplowed on
the steep hill in the park,
allowing many hours of
fun. It had its fair share of
accidents over the years,
and the city would close it
until forced to open it by
neighbors.

I Googled Pelton
Field to see what would
come up. First thing is
that it came up as Pelton
Oval, its official name.
The description: “Green space with a playground
plus soccer fields, basketball courts and other
sports facilities.” And I must say that the Parks De-
partment has done some wonderful renovations of
the park recently. But nary a mention of being one
of the best places in Yonkers to go sledding.

Wooden sleds? A thing of the past. When
was the last time you put a sled under the Christ-
mas tree? Or gave a sled as one of the gifts for
the eight days of Chanukah? Now they have these
big, round, flexible flyer things on sale at Target
for $4, or a steel red saucer flexible flyer costing
a bit more.

Why do you think on snowy days you don’t
see many sleds flying down the hills of Yonkers?
If kids are out in the snow, they have a shovel in
hand, wanting to make a couple of bucks by shov-
eling out your driveway or your car. No school?
Who would want to be out in the cold snow when
you can sit in the warmth of your apartment play-
ing video games and watching television?

It dawned on me that with such a large Latino
population, I should ask a friend from Puerto Rico
why I don’t see kids flying down the steep hills
of Yonkers on their sleds anymore. He reminded
me that sleigh riding is not a popular pastime in
Latin America countries. Why? They didn’t have
snow. Pretty intelligent explanation! I guess that’s
why the sight of make believe snow in the mall in
Puerto Rico was such a treat.

Mom and Dad told me that when they were
young, the ice in the Hudson River would freeze
so hard they could walk over the river from Yon-
kers to Alpine, N.J. I don’t know if that was an old
wives tale or what, because it’s been very hard to
verify. Send me a note if you crossed the Hudson to
Jersey on foot when the ice was frozen hard.

So the polar vortex is coming. Hopefully by
the times you read this article it will be long gone.
But, hey, sometimes it’s nice to forget about gov-
ernment shutdowns and walls and reminisce about
the good old days.

Cue Mary Hopkin: “Those were the days my
friend/We thought they’d never end/We’d sing
and dance forever and a day/We’d live the life we
choose/We’d fight and never lose/For we were
young and sure to have our way.”

Latimer & West. Respond to
No New Natural Gas Lines Edict

Westchester County Executive George
Latimer held a press conference on Monday
to announce steps that the county will take, in
conjunction with local cities, to deal with Con
Edison’s announcement last week that it is im-
posing a moratorium on all new natural gas
lines for new customers in mid- and southern
Westchester.

“This moratorium is a serious move
that will impact development in Westchester
County — particularly in our major cities where
development has been very much part of their
economic revival efforts,” he said. “Our goal
in county government is to bring together all
local governments and plan — together — how
we must respond to this.”

This approach includes:

* Facilitating next steps with municipali-
ties and Con Edison, including compiling a
list of all development projects throughout the
county, both planned and underway, to get a
better picture of where Westchester is regard-
ing increased natural gas demand.

* Enlisting the help of energy consultants
who can guide the county through the regu-
latory process, and asking Director of Energy
and Sustainability Pete McCartt with perform-
ing a survey to explore how the county can
reduce gas usage at its facilities.

* Tasking Director of Operations Joan
McDonald with working with New York State
Public Service Commission Chairman and
CEO John Rhodes to encourage Con Edison
to delay the moratorium so the county can de-
velop an action plan. Latimer will testify at the
next PSC hearing this month.

* Working with the business community,
and other entities, to help navigate this mora-
torium and how it relates to development.

“There is no doubt in my mind that the
Con Edison natural gas moratorium poses a
serious challenge to the Westchester econo-
my,” said Westchester Assemblyman David
Buchwald. “It is now our task as representa-
tives of the people and businesses of West-
chester to help provide as clear a path forward
as possible.”

Westchester Assemblywoman Amy Pau-
lin added: “The proposed gas moratorium by
Con Edison is an all-hands-on-deck moment
for our county, and I am thankful for County
Executive Latimer’s leadership. We need to
come together to figure out how best to pre-
serve the development projects that drive so
much of our economy, and special circum-
stances like school construction. I am hopeful
that this will both lead to a broader awareness
of renewable energy options, and better com-
munication between the state, Con Edison,
and our local communities around creative
solutions to head off a crisis.”

Board of Legislators Chairman Ben
Boykin said: “This will affect everyone in
Westchester County — developers, homeown-
ers, school districts, municipalities and others.
The board will be speaking with Con Edison
and working with the county executive and

municipal governments to make sure a plan
is in place which allows a way forward for
developers and homeowners, and which ad-
dresses concerns about the adequacy of the
natural gas supply, while continuing our push
toward renewables.”

New Rochelle Mayor Noam Bramson
said: “We are very fortunate to benefit from
the county executive’s leadership on this is-
sue and his instantly recognizing this is a re-
gional challenge and we must coordinate our
efforts. The cities of Westchester County are
going through historic renewal and it is years
of painstaking efforts that put us in this posi-
tion. To receive this sudden news from Con
Edison is potentially very problematic — but
I am confident that all of us working together
can achieve a solution.”

White Plains Mayor Tom Roach added:
“The county executive’s leadership on this
issue has been tremendous. Part of what we
need to do is get all of the facts on the table
for developers so we can work together to
make the changes we need to make to keep
our economy moving forward.”

Yonkers Mayor Mike Spano said: “There
is no question a gas moratorium will greatly
impact development in Yonkers and across the
county. It is essential we obtain an indepen-
dent verification of the severity of the prob-
lem. We need to know if there is still addition-
al capacity that would allow the moratorium
to be delayed until alternative energy sources
are put in place. I look forward to working
with my colleagues in government to ensure
our cities’ concerns are heard and appropri-
ately handled.”

Con Edison has remained silent since the
announcement. The Public Service Commis-
sion will play a large role in determining if the
March 15 moratorium date becomes real, and
all new development projects in the lower half
of the county will come to a halt.

Governor Andrew Cuomo and Westches-
ter State Sen. Andrea Stewart-Cousins, two of
the three most powerful politicians in the state
and both of whom reside in Westchester, also
need to add their views on the matter.

One of the arguments given by Con Edi-
son and the Business Council of Westchester
is that “the problem is that there is insufficient
transmission pipeline capacity to get it to us.
Con Edison has the ability to deliver gas but
it is unable to access additional supplies, and
any attempt to add major new natural gas ca-
pacity to the region has been either rejected
or drowned out by calls for finding new al-
ternative energy sources instead,” said BCW
President and CEO Marsha Gordon said last
week. These arguments were not addressed
by Latimer or any of the officials at the press
conference.

In fact, just the opposite argument was
articulated by some at the press conference
— that no additional natural gas pipelines are
needed or should be considered, and that ener-
gy saving methods and alternative, renewable
fuel options should be prioritized.

County Could Earn Millions
With Sustainability Program

Westchester County has entered into a
five-year agreement with NuEnergen, LLC, to
provide the county with “Demand Response”
program services that may earn the county mil-
lions of dollars over the life of the contract, as
well as provide an opportunity to further en-
hance its sustainability efforts.

Demand response is used as a resource
for balancing energy supply and demand, and
helps protect against unplanned power out-
ages. Demand response programs offer finan-
cial incentives to owners of facilities, in this
case the county, which can reduce the need for
kilowatts during times of high stress on the re-
gion’s electric grid.

The contract with NuEnergen was ap-
proved by the county’s Board of Acquisition
and Contract and commenced Sept. 1. With
multiple sites eligible for demand response
participation, Westchester County can poten-
tially earn new recurring revenue of an esti-
mated $2 million annually.

As part of this program, the county re-
mains on stand-by to lower energy usage dur-
ing times of stress — like days with sweltering
heat. On these “high-stress” days, the county
would be notified 24 hours in advance of a de-
mand response event beginning and would re-
duce energy usage at some of its non-essential
facilities — i.e. reduce lighting or shift kW load
to on-site generators.

The site-specific protocols proposed by
NuEnergen will keep each facility fully opera-
tional while reducing stress on the power grid.
Only a few short hours later, the event would
end, and normal operations would resume.
The more kW load — or number of facilities
— that are enrolled in the program, the higher
the earnings for the county would be. Nearly
all facilities have back-up generators or power
sources in cases where facility operation needs
to be in continued use.

Similar demand response programs man-
aged by NuEnergen have already proved to
be successful with the City of New York, the
New York/New Jersey Port Authority and the

Metropolitan Transit Authority , who have col-
lectively earned millions of dollars since its
inception.

“This program is a win-win for West-
chester residents,” said Westchester County
Executive George Latimer. “It provides rev-
enue through creative solutions to help our
well-documented budget gap in the short term,
while also reducing the county’s reliance on
traditional energy solutions — which is good
for our region in the long term. This is just one
example of the inventive fixes my administra-
tion is working on to help us move Westchester
forward.”

Westchester County Director of Energy
Conservation and Sustainability Peter McCartt
added: “It is on us in government to find ways
to enhance our sustainability efforts for the
good of, not just our county, but for the entire
planet. It also helps the people of Westchester
by minimizing the risk of brown-outs or black-
outs. This is just one of the many ideas we are
working on, and the opportunity for increased
revenue makes entering into a ‘demand re-
sponse’ program a no-brainer.”

While the county anticipates a summer
2019 start, there are a few sites that can be
readily enrolled for the current winter period.
This will allow the county to experience the
enrollment, notification and load shed process
firsthand with a select number of sites in prepa-
ration for a much larger enrollment in summer
2019.

“NuEnergen is excited to serve Westches-
ter County,” said NuEnergen President and
CEO Kevin Hamilton. “Participation in De-
mand Response programs will guarantee West-
chester County recurring revenue that will lend
itself as critical aid to the county budget. KW
load reduction will also support grid reliability
and the avoidance of a blackout, allowing the
county to be a good neighbor and contribute
to greater cause for the community. Like New
York City, Westchester County’s participation
will deliver a key sustainability success story
and an example of fiscal innovation.”

will be terminated immediately.” He added that it
is one of the reasons “my father is fighting so hard
for immigration reform. The system is broken.”

The review by the Trump Organization came
after a New York Times story last December,
which highlighted an undocumented housekeeper
who worked for five years at the Trump National
Golf Club in Bedminster, N.J., and who cleaned
the president’s room when he was in town. After
that story, the employee featured in the Times story
and several other undocumented workers at the
New Jersey club were fired.

While the workers at the Briarcliff club who
were let go were saddened about their termination,
which came after the company conducted an audit
of immigration documents and found that all of the
employees who were terminated had filed fraudu-
lent working papers, the firings were legal and ac-
cording to U.S. labor laws.

An attorney representing the New Jersey
workers who were fired is asking authorities to in-
vestigate the practices at the Trump clubs because
he believes that the president and his family had
knowingly broke the law. Some undocumented
workers, who had been employed at Trump Na-
tional-Westchester since 2005, said that when ini-
tially hired, the Trump Organization did not closely
review the papers submitted.

But once the audit of immigration paperwork
began, the Trump Organization, by law cannot
continue to employ an individual knowing that the
individual is, or has become unauthorized for em-
ployment. That is why the employees in question
were immediately fired.

One way employers can confirm the eligibility
of their employees is through E-Verify, a web-based
system which the Trump Organization said it will
now use at all of its properties. “We are actively
engaged in uniforming this process across our prop-
erties and will institute E-Verify at any property not
currently utilizing this system,” said Eric Trump.
“As a company we take this obligation very seri-
ously and when faced with a situation in which an
employee has presented false and fraudulent docu-
mentation, we will take appropriate action.”

Launched in 1996, the E-Verify system al-
lows employers to check documentation submitted
by job applicants with records at the Department
of Homeland Security and the Social Security Ad-
ministration to see whether they are authorized to
work.

Thousands of employers have enrolled vol-
untarily in the E-Verify electronic system, and all
federal contractors must use E-Verify. More than
20 states require some type of E-Verify for public

contracts and state agencies, but in New York it is
voluntary. Only the states of Arizona and Missis-
sippi require all employers to E-Verify.

Last year, President Trump included in his
proposed budget $23 million to be invested in ex-
panding the E-Verify program to mandatory na-
tionwide use, but it was not included by Congress
in the spending plan.

USA Today suggested that a “Grand Bargain”
could be reached on immigration without any ad-
ditional funding for the wall. “A grand bargain of
wall funding and legal status for ‘Dreamers’ is
probably impossible. But E-Verify and Dreamer le-
gal status is worth exploring,” wrote Robert Robb,
a columnist at The Arizona Republic, whose col-
umn was reprinted for USA Today.

“Some say the key to overcoming the budget
impasse over border security is to expand the dis-
cussion over immigration. The political viability of
that is doubtful. But if it is to occur, the mandatory
use of E-Verify should come off the bench and be
put into the game.

“If any funding for a wall is too toxic for
Democrats, perhaps mandatory use of E-Verify
won’t be,” continued Robb. “The federal govern-
ment has the capability, through a digital system
called E-Verity, to tell employers whether a job ap-
plicant is legally entitled to work in this country.

“The system can’t be gamed with made-up
names or Social Security numbers. Defeating it re-
quires identity theft, using the name and Social Se-
curity number of a real person. Such identity theft
is easily detected and, if vigorously prosecuted,
would be largely deterred.

“Requiring all employers to use E-Verify
would do far more to reduce illegal immigration
than anything done at the border. It would effec-
tively lock illegal workers out of the formal econo-
my, the main driver of illegal immigration.

“Mandatory use of E-Verify hasn’t been just
a Republican idea,” concluded Robb. “When Ari-
zona made it mandatory, it was signed by a Demo-
cratic governor, Janet Napolitano. Mandatory use
of E-Verify and legal status for Dreamers would be
a better deal and at least somewhat more politically
feasible.”

Another supporter of E-Verify is Westchester
resident and business owner Frank Spotorno. I
have always supported E-Verify as a way to make
sure that legal citizens of our country are given first
priority on construction jobs,” he said. “In my trav-
els around New York City, I find very few contrac-
tors using E-Verify.”

“Many businesses in America don’t want to
use E-Verify because they claim they can’t find
the workers to perform many jobs,” said Spotorno,
founder of Bring Our Jobs Home. “But what I see
are tax-paying union members waiting at home for
ajob.”

In 1919, Woodrow Wilson was president,
World War I had just ended, and Congress
approved the right of women to vote. That
same year, a group of charitable Austrian Jews
sponsored the creation of a home for the aged
in New Rochelle.

from a 65-year-old billionaire with a successful
track record of building a business that is now
part of Americana, and who rose from poverty
in the housing projects of Brooklyn to live the
American dream, and who now wants to give
back and serve our country, was met with nega-
tive headlines, and outrage from many demo-
cratic and progressive Americans.

Democrats are once again concerned that
Schultz’ presence in the race would help re-elect
President Donald Trump. This same argument
has been repeated again and again in recent his-
tory, that the independent, third-party presiden-
tial candidate helped elect ‘the other guy.” But
it’s not true.

In 1992, Ross Perot was blamed for George
H.W. Bush’s loss and Bill Clinton’s victory. In
2000, it was Ralph Nader who was blamed for
Al Gore’s loss to George W. Bush. And in 2016,
Jill Stein and Gary Johnson were blamed for
Hillary Clinton’s loss and Trump’s victory.

But the data from each of these elections
tells us a different story. Perot took votes evenly
away from Bush 41 and Bill Clinton, according
to polling data and by respected polling expert
Nate Silver, who calls this “The Perot Myth.”

In 2000, Green Party candidate Nader was
blamed for Gore’s narrow loss to Bush 43, de-
spite the facts that showed that 250,000 Florida
democrats voted for Bush, and that Gore lost his
home state of Tennessee, and that Gore ignored
Bill Clinton, who he could have used to rally the
democratic base.

In 2016, Green Party candidate Stein
and Libertarian candidate Johnson, were both
blamed for Hillary Clinton’s loss and Trump’s
victory. The real reason Clinton lost was that
Trump motivated his voters, and his base, to
come out to vote, and that Independent voters
went Trump’s way, and that Clinton never cam-
paigned in the swing states of Wisconsin and
Michigan in the final days of the campaign.

And what about the 100 million eligible
American voters who didn’t cast a vote in 2016?
Should we blame the third-party candidates for
their apathy? Or if we offered those same 100
million voters another viable choice for presi-
dent, might they come out and vote?

If you are a progressive democrat still upset
about a President Trump, “I suggest you focus
your energy on those who didn’t get off their
ass,” said CNN commentator Michael Smer-
conish, who started his Saturday show with the
words “Thank you, Howard,” for tossing his hat
into the ring, at least for consideration.

Schultz has hired one democrat and one
republican consultant. Democrat Bill Burton,
who worked on President Barack Obama’s cam-
paigns, said: “What Howard Schultz is saying
as he considers this bid for the presidency is that
the two parties have moved so far apart, but the
American people in the middle are losing their
voice. He is trying to see if there is an interest in
trying to find a better way.”

Actor Jon Favreau and others have criti-
cized Schultz, a former democrat, by saying
that if he really thinks he can win the presi-
dential election, then he should run as a demo-
crat. Schultz disagrees with some of the recent
progressive views in the democratic party, like
completely ending the health insurance industry
and eliminating Immigration and Customs En-
forcement and has been watching the increasing
dysfunction in Washington, D.C., with govern-
ment shutdowns and increased hostility and
sniping on both sides of the aisle, and wants to
see if the American people are interested in try-
ing something different.

“He (Schultz) thinks that Donald Trump is
fundamentally unfit for office and is willing to
do all that he can to stop that (his re-election)
from happening,” said Burton. “He is asking the
American people, Do you want a new choice...
A lot of people are interested and want to be in-

volved in some way, democrats, republicans and
independents, a true diversity of thought and
interest.”

One question that many political watchers
are asking is, What does Schultz see in a third-
party presidential bid that another billionaire
doesn’t see? Former New York City Mayor Mi-
chael Bloomberg took a serious look at running
for president as an independent in 2016, but
decided against it because he believed he could
not win a majority of electoral votes to win the
presidency.

Bloomberg has since donated millions to
democratic candidates in 2018, which helped
democrats retake the House of Representa-
tives, and is now seriously considering a run for
president as a Democrat. Bloomberg has visited
Iowa and New Hampshire already, but has yet to
make a formal announcement.

“Last fall T spent over $100 million of my
own money to elect Democrats to the House be-
cause I believed it was absolutely imperative to
ensure a congressional counterweight to Presi-
dent Trump,” said Bloomberg. “Thankfully, we
were successful. But that was just the first step
— the next and most important step is to defeat
Donald Trump in 2020.

“Now I have never been a partisan guy —
and it’s no secret that I looked at an independent
bid in the past. In fact I faced exactly the same
decision now facing others who are considering
it. The data was very clear and very consistent.
Given the strong pull of partisanship and the re-
alities of the electoral college system, there is no
way an independent can win. That is truer today
than ever before.

“In 2020, the great likelihood is that an in-
dependent would just split the anti-Trump vote
and end up re-electing the president,” continued
Bloomberg. “That’s a risk I refused to run in
2016 and we can’t afford to run it now. We must
remain united, and we must not allow any candi-
date to divide or fracture us. The stakes couldn’t
be higher

According to the latest Gallup poll, 39 per-
cent of Americans describe themselves as Inde-
pendent, more than the 34 percent who say they
are democrats, and 25 percent who ID as repub-
licans. Some of those independents have won-
dered out loud why there is such a large outcry
against someone like Schultz wanting to run for
president? What are they afraid of?

Billionaire Mark Cuban, who also consid-
ered a presidential, run tweeted, “If 21 months
before an election you don’t believe your candi-
date’s platform is strong enough to win an elec-
tion with independent candidates, you might
want to rethink who you support.”

And if you are wondering why so many
billionaires may be interested in the presidency,
and in running as an independent... you need
about a billion to run for president, to offset the
democratic and republican national committees,
and their fundraising machines.

Former Trump advisor Anthony Scaramuc-
ci said he believes that Bloomberg and Schultz
would make “phenomenal presidents” and could
defeat Trump if they ran in 2020.

On his radio.com podcast, “Mooch and the
Mrs.,” Scaramucci said on Bloomberg: “He’s
ready for it. He’s been through it before, on a
local level. I think Mayor Bloomberg was argu-
ably... the best mayor of my lifetime.”

And on Schultz: “Howard Schultz is quali-
fied to be president. Is he a great leader? No
question. Did he build a phenomenal company?
Unbelievably so. He has a great life story, com-
ing from the city projects... to where he is to-
day.”

We respectfully disagree with Bloomberg.
It is time for an independent presidential can-
didate to break through. Some would argue
that Trump ran as an independent candidate in
2016, with the republican nomination. We do
agree with Scaramucci that the only two candi-
dates we would vote for today is Bloomberg and
Schultz. So thank you, Howard, for attempting
to have the conversation.

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To the Editor:

For years, Teatown Lake Reservation has
been hosting the annual Teatown Hudson River
EagleFest. And for years, Teatown Lake Reserva-
tion has also been conducting an annual deer cull
on their property. They stoop so low as to bait and
slaughter these harmless, unsuspecting animals at
night while they are eating. Baiting is so unethical
it is not even legal in New York State. Yet despite
much public opposition and outrage, Teatown
continues to needlessly kill deer using the most
heinous methods.

A year and a half ago, Teatown held a pro-
gram on deer management, which included a
presentation on the success of deer contracep-
tion programs, as well as discussion of other ef-
fective, non-lethal methods. But Teatown never
really had an interest in exploring safe, humane
alternatives.

Teatown has been scapegoating the deer for
tree regeneration decline, but studies have shown
that deer density is not the leading cause, as many
other factors play a major role. Also, culls have
not been shown to reduce herd size, as they cause

the females to become more fertile. Yet the New
York State Department of Environmental Con-
servation has just issued Teatown its 2019 Deer
Damage Permit. It identifies the “nature of com-
plaint” a “park/preserve.” And the “actions autho-
rized” to take out the enemy are “baiting, lethal
removal (bow or crossbow), take of antlerless and
antlered deer,” and “use of artificial lights, night
vision scopes and laser sights.”

In the past, sharpshooters have also been
employed. As Teatown calls itself an “education
center,” it would be a great teaching opportunity
for them to show a video of this atrocity at the up-
coming EagleFest. They can even raise the price
of admission.

The hypocrisy of Teatown, which considers
itself a “nature preserve” and whose “mission is to
inspire our community to lifelong environmental
stewardship,” while in reality they demonstrate
such little compassion and respect for wildlife,
must be addressed. Teatown and EagleFest must
not be supported until this brutality finally ends.

the public and private institutions that let the abuse
happen. The bill will eliminate onerous “notice of
claim” requirements that create hurdles for victims
to sue public institutions that negligently allowed
the abuse to occur, during both the revival window
and going forward.

“When we took up this fight for the Child
Victims Act, none of us thought it was going to be
this tough or take this long,” said Stewart-Cousins.
“Government has a responsibility to stand up for
the survivors of these heinous crimes. That is why
the Senate Democratic majority has been fighting
alongside survivors and advocates for years to pass
the Child Victims Acts and remove the barriers that
have been protecting predators. Justice is finally
being delivered.”

The Child Victims Act passed by the Senate
majority will:

* Extend the criminal statute of limitations for
child sexual abuse offenses by five years, giving
survivors until age 28 to press charges for felonies
and age 25 for misdemeanors;

* Extend the statute of limitations in civil ac-
tions arising from child sexual abuse, which cur-
rently range from one to five years at most, to al-
low survivors to bring suits until they reach age 55;

* Create a one-year window during which
presently time-barred civil claims could be re-
vived.

* And permit claims against both public and
private institutions by explicitly eliminating the
notice of claim requirement for bringing suits
against public institutions both prospectively and
during the revival window.

Insurance companies and the Catholic Con-
ference, which represents the Catholic dioceses in
New York, have opposed the bill — and the exten-
sion of the look-back period, in particular. Their
reasoning, that more claims would have to be paid
out if more victims were allowed to file suit after
the statute of limitations, were rejected by the new
State Senate democratic majority.

Westchester District Attorney Anthony Scar-
pino Jr. supported the passage, saying: “Here in
Westchester, we are committed to putting the safe-

ty of our children first. The passage of the Child
Victims Act finally provides additional roads to
justice for victims of child sexual abuse, especially
victims who may only be able to reckon with their
trauma later in life. We commend Gov. (Andrew)
Cuomo, Senate Majority Leader Andrea Stewart-
Cousins and the entire NYS Legislature for giv-
ing us new tools to prosecute those who prey on
children.”

Actor and child abuse victim Corey Feldman
spoke in favor of the bill. “Every child who was
sexually abused should be able to get the justice
that was denied to me,” he said. “The best way to
protect children from abusers is to extend the stat-
ute of limitations and allow them to pursue justice
when they’re ready.

“To allow people like us to get justice. If
you’re a victim, you should have every right to tell
your story, and to try and get justice regardless of
how long it took you to understand what happened
to you. Personally, I am incensed that my morality
was taken for granted.

“I am infuriated that I was never given the
opportunity to go through the process of coming
of age like most children were,” continued Feld-
man. “T was raped of my innocence — as was Corey
Haim. That’s not okay; that’s not acceptable. For
me, the only real justice is to — hopefully — one
day see those guys that did this stuff to us face the
consequences that they deserve. I pray every day
that God’s will finds its way to them. I want to be
a voice of strength for survivors who live in fear of
bringing their predators to justice.”

Westchester State Senator Shelley Mayer said
she is grateful that lawmakers have cleared a path
to justice for the thousands of survivors of child-
hood sexual abuse by passing the Child Victims
Act. “The current law has left victims without ac-
cess to criminal justice, or their day in court for
civil redress,” she said. “ I cannot express more
strongly my intense admiration for their courage
and persistence in publicly telling their stories
and in finally getting this bill passed. I hope this
bill will give them the tools to receive the justice,
peace of mind and closure they deserve.”

The Child Victims Act passed the State Sen-
ate by a 63-0 vote, and passed the Assembly again,
as it has for years. It now goes to Cuomo, who has
expressed support for the bill, for his signature.

“I want to thank the communities I have
represented for the continued support given to
me over the years,” said Testa. “It has been an
honor and a pleasure to serve and now it is time
to pass the torch and step back from elected of-
fice.”

Testa has never lost an election. As a ca-
reer educator at his alma mater, Peekskill High
School, Testa simultaneously represented the
city in local government. He retired from teach-
ing in 2013 after 33 years but continued his gov-
ernmental service at the County Board of Leg-
islators representing District 1, which comprises
Cortlandt, Peckskill and Yorktown.

As county legislator, Testa continued his
record as a fiscally conservative, taxpayer mind-
ed lawmaker. Including his final three years as
mayor, Testa had a string of 10 straight years
with no tax increase budgets. Testa was a lead-
ing member of the bipartisan coalition that was
formed at the Board of Legislators joining with
County Executive Astorino that right-sized
county government and put policies in place that
preserved essential services, kept taxes flat, sup-
ported public-private partnership agreements for
Playland and Westchester County Airport, The
North 60 Biotech project, and protected local
home rule control for Westchester municipali-
ties over federal government overreach.

“My record of fiscal responsibility is one I
am very proud of,” said Testa. “I wanted to also
elevate the standing of northern Westchester
communities in county government and bring
the appropriate resources and infrastructure
improvements we deserve. I was particularly
pleased to bring an office to Peekskill that pro-
vides free legal services for eligible northern
Westchester veterans, seniors and victims of do-
mestic violence.”

Testa spearheaded initiatives to fully reha-
bilitate approximately 6 miles of county roads
across northern Westchester, bring improve-
ments to county sewer treatment facilities and lo-
cal county parks, support veteran groups, expand
programs for youth and seniors, improve public
safety, support businesses across the district and
be an important influence helping local commu-
nities and families during the Indian Point clo-
sure process. Testa was a leader in preventing
the establishment of barge anchorage sites along
the Hudson River, and his outstanding record for
protecting the environment and supporting en-
vironmentally sensitive laws and initiatives has
been continually recognized by the New York
State League of Conservation Voters.

As mayor of Peekskill, Testa presided over
increased private investment and downtown
commerce soared with renewed focus on local
business and infrastructure improvements, in-
cluding a million-dollar restoration of the Para-
mount Theater. Testa was named a “Champion
of the Arts” by ArtsWestchester for his contin-
ued advancement of arts and cultural initiatives.
He was also named “Champion of History” by
the Lincoln Society in Peekskill for his efforts
in creating the Lincoln Depot Museum and was
given the “Community Service Award” by the
Peekskill Area NAACP.

Testa served in the republican model for

another former mayor of Peekskill and governor
of New York, George Pataki. Testa and Pataki
served as moderate republicans who represented
the suburban communities they grew up in.

Pataki was the last republican to win state-
wide office in 2002. With Testa’s departure,
many political watchers in Westchester are won-
dering if the GOP can hold onto the seat. Two
Peekskill residents, former Mayor Frank Catali-
nax and Democratic Councilwoman Vanessa
Agudelo, are said to be interested in replacing
Testa.

In the Village of Tuckahoe, long-serving
Mayor Steve Ecklond has decided he won’t
run for re-election next month. “After serving
15years on the Village Board, the last 12 of
which have been as mayor and deputy mayor,
I’ve decided to not seek re-clection,” he said.
“I'm going to remain in the village, in the same
house that my family has been in for five genera-
tions. I’m not moving anywhere, but I’m going
to spend the next few years attending more to
my own business, New York Ladder & Scaf-
folding in Yonkers, which has seen significant
growth and also looking to free up some time to
spend with family, riding my Harley, and some
time in Florida.”

Tuckahoe Republicans recently held their
caucus and nominated Village Trustee Greg Lu-
isi for mayor. Luisi has served for the past eight
years on the Village Board.

For more than a decade, Ecklond served as
a common-sense mayor who put the interests
of the village, and all of its residents, before
politics. “I’m very pleased with the condition of
our wonderful village and how it looks today,”
he said. “The village has never been in such a
strong financial position as it is now, it continues
to attract many new residents and businesses,
and has raised the standard for which I believe
all municipalities look to achieve.

“We’ve put in place a very strong manage-
ment team and infrastructure which will contin-
ue to provide our residents with the best level of
services for many years to come. As I leave Vil-
lage Hall, I look back with fond memories on all
the great work that my Village Board colleagues
and I have done as a team. I will miss the won-
derful village staff who continue to amaze me
every day in their sincerity of their work and
their genuine desire to help our residents.”

We will miss Mayor Ecklond, not because
he was a republican mayor, but because he was
a good public servant. More on the upcoming
Tuckahoe village election before it happens next
month.

Ecklond’s departure, as is Testa’s departure,
is not good news for republicans in the county,
who recently held a fundraiser that honored for-
mer County Executive Astorino. The dinner was
well attended as republicans reminisced about
how just two years ago, they held the County
Executive’s Office and a bipartisan majority on
the County Board.

Westchester GOP Chairman Doug Colety
told the audience that the party was looking
forward to this November’s elections and that
candidates had been found to try and take back
seats on the County Board. While we applaud
Colety’s enthusiasm, we wonder: How many
Rob Astornos or Jim Maisanos or John Testas
and Steve Ecklonds can the grand old Westches-
ter GOP stand to lose?

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2018 Winter Wonderland Hits
Record Attendance Numbers

Families have enjoyed Westchester’s Winter Wonderland this season.

There were a total of 31,016 visitors who at-
tended Westchester Parks Foundation’s fifth an-
nual Westchester’s Winter Wonderland, solidifying
it as a must-see holiday attraction in Westchester
County. This surpassed the previous mark from
2017 of 28,405.

“We were thrilled with the record number at-
tendance for 2018,” said Joe Stout, executive di-
rector of Westchester Parks Foundation. “It shows
that families are looking for budget-friendly holi-
day activities close to home that the whole family
can enjoy, and that people love making memories
in Westchester’s parks year-round.”

Additional highlights from the 2018 season
include: 9,318 ice skaters took to the rink; peak
attendance day was Dec. 23 with 4,051 visitors;
and more than 12,000 incandescent bulbs were
changed to eco-friendly LED bulbs by volunteers
from ARC of Westchester to prepare for this year’s

event.

Proceeds from this event benefit the West-
chester Parks Foundation and allow the organiza-
tion to advocate for and invest in the preservation,
conservation, use and enjoyment of the 18,000
acres of parks, trails and open spaces within the
Westchester County Parks system. Presented by
Westchester Medical Center and held for the fifth
year at Kensico Dam Plaza, this spectacular event
is a collaboration between Westchester Parks
Foundation and the Westchester County Parks De-
partment, who spend weeks preparing the iconic
park to host Winter Wonderland.

Since the event was created in 2014, the event
has attracted more than 139,000 visitors from
throughout the tri-state area. Tickets for the 2019
season go on sale mid-September.

synagogue, she continues to sponsor and host
the kiddush luncheon for all after the religious
service. She said she believes that just because
she can’t be there, doesn’t mean the rest of the
Jewish community should lose out.

“We have learned so much from Betty
and continue to learn from her strong and deep

respect that she has for Judaism,” said Rabbi
Mendy Huwitz of the Greyston Jewish Center
Chabad of Yonkers. “As Betty continues to be
a proud, strong Jew, we want to give this op-
portunity to every Jew — no matter of their level
of observance — that they, too, can be victorious
over the Holocaust.”
