Westchester Dems to Hold 
Big Pharma Accountable

Attorneys from the Neighbors Link Com-
munity Law Practice filed a second stay of removal 
last week on behalf of Diego Puma Macancela, 
the Westchester teen who was arrested by federal 
agents June 9, right before the he was scheduled 
to attend his senior prom. A stay of removal is a 
petition for the temporary postponement of Di-
ego’s deportation for remaining in the U.S. without 
proper documents.

The first stay was filed June 12 and denied June 
14, based on the government’s claim that Diego be-
longed to a gang in his home country of Ecuador. 
The teen and his mother dispute this, saying they 
fled Ecuador in 2014 to avoid Diego’s impressment 
into the gang.

In an urgent effort to keep Diego from being 
sent back to face lethal retaliation from gang mem-
bers, Ecuadoran officials were contacted asking for 
clarification. The group received an exculpatory 
letter from the government of Ecuador support-
ing Diego’s version of events. This is the ground on 
which the second stay is based.

Karin Anderson, lead attorney for Diego, said 
when she saw him last, Diego looked relieved to 
know about all that was being done on his behalf 

and that he was going to be moved to the same fa-
cility as his mother – however, this is a frightening 
situation for a young person to be in.  “He was not 
practicing for graduation today with his friends, 
he’s in jail,” she said.

Communities in Westchester have come to-
gether to support Diego in his quest to remain in 
the United States. A petition in his favor has so far 
generated nearly 20,000 signatures and Congress-
woman Nita Lowey succeeded in getting Diego 
moved from a detention facility in New Jersey to a 
similar facility in Orange County, where his moth-
er is currently housed.

“We are gratified to see all of the community 
support for Diego and his mother,” said Carola 
Bracco, executive director of Neighbors Link. “We 
have heard from mayors and town supervisors, 
Diego’s classmates, business owners, and citizens 
who believe in fairness and who understand that 
immigrants are a positive force not just in West-
chester County, but throughout the country. Diego 
is one of thousands of people whose lives will be at 
risk if they are deported to their home nations. We 
are heartened that this second stay application was 
submitted and we wait anxiously for a response.”

Law Would Allow Bus Drivers 
To Administer Epinephrine 

For thousands of children in New York, a rou-
tine school bus trip could turn into a life-or-death 
struggle when severe allergies or a bee sting trigger 
anaphylaxis shock. But legislation sponsored by 
Assemblyman David Buchwald will allow school 
bus company employees, and employees of other 
school contractors, to administer a life-saving dose 
of epinephrine, using an EpiPen or similar epi-
nephrine auto injector that many of these children 
carry with them. 

“We previously passed legislation authoriz-
ing school offi cials to administer epinephrine auto 
injectors, but most school bus drivers work for 
independent companies, not the school district,” 
said Buchwald. “This legislation will authorize 
employees of fi rms providing services to school 
districts to deliver this vitally important protection 
to our youngsters who have severe allergies.”

Chappaqua resident Stacey Saiontz, who 
campaigned for the legislation, added: “Thank you 
Assemblyman Buchwald for not only recognizing 
the need for this life-saving bill, but for your hard 
work to make it a reality. Several-thousand New 
York school children with food allergies are cur-
rently bussed to and from school each day. When a 

child experiences anaphylaxis, there is simply not 
enough time to wait for emergency personnel to 
arrive on the scene.”

She explained that, recently, a school bus 
driver in Massachusetts saved a student’s life when 
emergency personnel could not arrive on the scene 
in time. “I am so pleased that New York school bus 
drivers will be able to do the same,” she said.

“It’s great news that the State Assembly has 
passed the bill and we thank Assemblyman Buch-
wald for his leadership on this issue,” added Jon 
Terry, founder of the Allergy Advocates Associa-
tion. “The Assemblyman’s bill covers a big loop-
hole in student school bus transportation that we 
were greatly concerned about. We are hopeful the 
bill will be signed into law so that school bus driv-
ers who work for independent companies will be 
able to administer EpiPens when children in their 
care suffer life-threatening allergic reactions.”

The State Assembly voted nearly unanimous-
ly in favor of Buchwald’s legislation. The bill now 
goes to the State Senate, where it is sponsored by 
Sen. Terrance Murphy, and it is hoped it will be 
swiftly approved to send onto Gov. Andrew Cuo-
mo for his signature.

Kennedy. Once again, let 
us give thanks to our 35th 
president’s stellar legacy.

Second, his towering statesmanship on the 
world stage. In defi ance of the wall that divided 
Berlin, he lift ed the hopes of the crowds who came 
to hear him by proudly declaring, “Ich bin ein Ber-
liner.” Th e YouTube clip of that famous speech cap-
tures the adulation of the citizens of West Berlin 
who cheered his name repeatedly aft er he uttered 
those impassioned words. 

Kennedy’s message was also a profound rejec-
tion of divisive walls of any kind, then or now.

Statesmanship is also being magnanimous, a 
signature talent of our young president. Kennedy’s 
masterful handling of the Cuban Missile Crisis 
resulted in the Soviet Union withdrawing its mis-
siles. Kennedy could have gloated over that victory, 
which would have appealed to many, given the 
hawkish times. In fact, if Twitter existed, he might 
have Tweeted: “America came out on top and Khr-
uschev and his cronies cried uncle. Loser.” 

Instead, Kennedy took advantage of how dan-
gerously close the U.S. and Russia came to falling 
into the nuclear abyss and wanted to lessen the risk 
of that happening by pushing hard for and secur-
ing the fi rst nuclear test ban treaty. Th at crucial fi rst 
step toward world peace paved the way for succes-
sive agreements with Russia and other nations, lim-
iting the use of nuclear arms. 

Th ird, his vision for an America that would be 
true to its promise of equality for all its citizens. He 
heard the cries of the disenfranchised black Ameri-
cans, stood up to Gov. Wallace’s defi ance of the rule 
of law, and laid the groundwork for what would be-
come the landmark Civil Rights Act that outlawed 
discrimination based on race, color, religion, sex, 
or national origin. Th at most consequential of leg-
islative acts will endure despite the ignorance of its 

meaning by those who should 
know better.

Fourth, his inspiring 
leadership. To address Ameri-
ca’s lagging space program, he 
set what was considered at the 
time an unrealistic goal but 
framed it in these words that 
can be used in confronting 
any number of other daunting 
national challenges we face 
today: “We choose to go the 
moon and do the other things 
not because they are easy, but 
because they are hard.” 

Imagine if our president 
rallied America’s citizens 
by proclaiming: “We aim to 
provide quality health care 

for all regardless of income and do the other 
things, not because they are easy but because they 
are hard.”

Finally, his passion for public service. Just 
weeks aft er he famously implored American to 
“Ask not what your country can do for you, but ask 
what you can do for your country,” he established 
the Peace Corps. Its phenomenal success over the 
past half century is an enduring testament about 
the indelible impact that Kennedy has and will 
continue to make on generations of young Ameri-
cans.  

To date, more than 220,000 young men and 
women have volunteered to lend assistance in de-
veloping countries around the world. Indeed, the 
Peace Corps demonstrates how the power of an 
idea can capture the imagination of an entire na-
tion – all the more remarkable when you consider 
Kennedy made it a reality by signing an executive 
order. 

Th at’s right, I said executive order.  
At a time when a hollow president issues hol-

low executive orders, I draw inspiration from the 
positive and signifi cant impact Kennedy made on 
my generation and in our nation – and the world’s 
– history. Now, more than ever, we the people owe 
it to ourselves and future generations to make good 
on his inaugural address’s fi nal message: “With a 
good conscience our only sure reward, with history 
the fi nal judge of our deeds, let us go forth to lead 
the land we love, asking His blessing and His help, 
but knowing that here on earth God’s work must 
truly be our own.”  

Happy birthday, JFK.

Refl ecting on JFK’s Legacy 
On His 100th Birthday

County Executive Robert Astorino, joined 
by leaders of more than 40 municipalities 
throughout Westchester County, recently joined 
together for a shared service forum chaired by 
Astorino and including representatives from 
nearly all of Westchester’s municipalities to 
discuss ways that local governments can cut 
costs and pass on savings to taxpayers – notably 
through sharing services and lobbying the state 
to stop passing down their costs.

“Lowering taxes must be a priority in West-
chester County and throughout New York State,” 
said Astorino. “In Westchester County, we’ve 
held the line on spending with our $1.8 billion 
budget. Since taking offi ce seven years ago, 
we’ve either lowered the property tax levy or 
kept it level. And I am again committed to a bud-
get for 2018 that doesn’t raise taxes. Residents 
can’t afford higher taxes. So it’s critical that we 
all work together to fi nd savings to pass on to 
taxpayers.”

During his remarks, the county executive 
cited how the county’s property levy is 2 percent 
lower than when he took offi ce, and discussed a 
number of other ways the county has been shar-
ing services in recent years with localities, such 
as consolidating village police departments with 
the county, providing specialized police units to 
cities and towns in need, and utilizing the coun-
ty’s planning and land-use experts to develop a 
master plan for the Village of Rye Brook. 

The daunting challenge is navigating fed-

eral and state mandates totaling $1.35 billion 
that are forced on the county and account for 75 
cents out of every $1 spent in the county’s 2017 
$1.8 billion budget, said Astorino. For example, 
the largest state mandate is Medicaid and costs 
Westchester taxpayers $210 million; New York 
is one of the few states that forces counties to 
pay part of that bill. Other mandates include pen-
sions, child welfare, probation, public assistance 
and special education, among others.

In 2013, Westchester created its Shared 
Services Handbook, which is a guide for local 
communities on how the county can help lower 
costs for local governments. The state’s Shared 
Services Initiative, which was included in Gov. 
Andrew Cuomo’s 2018 state budget, mandates 
that 57 counties throughout New York State 
(New York City is excluded) establish a Shared 
Services Panel that will come up with ways for 
governments to share and coordinate services.

Thursday’s meeting was the fi rst in a series 
of meetings that the Shared Services Panel in 
Westchester will conduct through Sept. 15, when 
the panel is required to vote on a plan. Astorino 
and municipal offi cials will be compiling a report 
on services already being shared, as well as work-
ing on new initiatives to save taxpayer money.

“The best way to reduce taxes is by growing 
the economy, controlling costs and eliminating 
burdensome mandates.” Said Astorino. “Shar-
ing services is part of a broader strategy aimed at 
protecting taxpayers.”

Senate OKs Bill to Keeps
Sex Offenders Off Internet

Following the death of a 29-year-old New 
Jersey state trooper on Interstate-78, caused 
when a vehicle crossed over a median with no 
barrier and struck him head-on while en route 
to work, State Sen. George Latimer wrote to 
the New York State Thruway Authority and 
Department of Transportation seeking a study 
to determine if improvements are needed on 
Westchester’s highways and parkways.

In a letter last week to DOT Commis-
sioner Matthew Driscoll and Thruway Au-
thority Executive Director Bill Frank, Latimer 
explained that because of this tragic accident, 
he is now questioning whether Westchester’s 
divided highways have sufficient median pro-
tection.

“Every day I drive many miles along our 
interstates and parkways in Westchester Coun-
ty, which have huge traffic volume,” wrote 

Latimer. “The death of a 29-year-old police 
officer with two children struck me. And it left 
me with a very challenging question: Are we 
doing enough to protect drivers and their fami-
lies when they travel our divided highways in 
Westchester?”

He said that upon reviewing the regula-
tions for placing dividers and barriers in the 
median of divided highways, the state agency 
has a lot of discretion on high-volume, high-
speed roads.

In his letter, Latimer asked the state agen-
cies to complete a study and survey of the di-
vided highways and parkways in Westchester, 
“to determine if any should have new or up-
dated protective barriers installed in the medi-
ans to ensure the safety of our travelers.”

The senator intends to follow up shortly 
with the two state agencies.

Sex offenders no longer have to lurk on street 
corners or prowl playgrounds to find their next 
victim; they can sit in the comfort of their homes 
while trolling for their next underage target. 

That’s why State Sen. Terrence Murphy – a 
father of three young children – is urging his fel-
low senators to pass stronger legislation that will 
allow law enforcement to monitor the actions of 
sex offenders more closely.

In March, a level three offender living in 
Katonah was arrested for allegedly convincing a 
14-year-old North Carolina girl to send him sexu-
ally explicit videos and photos. This reprehensi-
ble act happened the same month the offender’s 
parole supervision ended. His parole restrictions 
included a ban on Internet use.

In response to this arrest and others, Mur-
phy has proposed legislation that would prohibit 
convicted level two and three sex offenders from 
using the Internet to access pornographic sites 
promoting sexual relations with minors or sites 
for social networking. Violation of the act will be 
classified as a class D felony.

“Our law enforcement agencies need more 
effective tools to help protect the most vulnerable 
people in our community from being preyed upon 
by sex offenders,” said Murphy. “This bill will 
ensure that sex offenders required to register for 
life can no longer use the Internet to threaten the 
health and safety of our children.” 

Peekskill Police Chief Eric Johansen added: 
“The Internet is a virtual neighborhood, and like 
any neighborhood certain protections are neces-
sary to prevent people from becoming victims 
of crime and sexual predators. This bill being 

proposed by Sen. Murphy will go a long way to-
ward protecting our communities from some of 
the most dangerous criminals, undoubtedly mak-
ing it safer for those who legitimately utilize the 
Internet.”

Sex offenders are highly likely to be repeat 
offenders, according to Yorktown Police Chief 
Robert Noble. “Often quite skilled at their sick 
craft, they have the ability to create a false per-
sona on the Internet to victimize again and again. 
This needs to be stopped. Stronger laws are 
needed to assist law enforcement in our battle to 
detect and apprehend sexual predators. I support 
Sen. Murphy in his efforts to protect all citizens, 
especially our children, from these sexual preda-
tors.”

Under the current penal and executive law, 
a mandatory condition of probation or parole for 
an individual required to register as a sex offender 
is a prohibition on certain Internet use. While on 
probation or parole, sex offenders over the age of 
18 are prohibited from using the Internet to access 
pornographic material, social networking sites or 
communicate with individuals younger than 18 
years of age for the purpose of promoting sexual 
relations.

This bill seeks to strengthen current protec-
tions against online predators by conforming cur-
rent prohibitions to the length of time a sex of-
fender is required to register with the Division of 
Criminal Justice Services; for level two and level 
three offenders, the prohibition on certain Internet 
uses would be for life.

The bill passed the Senate with bipartisan 
support 59-2.

them to come into Westchester. 
“The legislative process has delayed safety 

regulations for the inevitable adoption of ride-
sharing services in our county,” said Jenkins. 
“Although I am an advocate for these services in 
Westchester, I believe in preparing for the bumps 
in the road ahead. Given the need for other af-
fordable transportation options in the county, 
and the safety concerns that come with a new 
transportation option, we must move quickly to 
find solutions for legitimate safety concerns.”

Jenkins’ proposed legislation would add 
services like Uber and Lyft to existing regula-
tions covering taxis and limousines. These regu-
lations require drivers to go through background 
checks and have their vehicles inspected, for the 
safety of the passengers. It would also require 
drivers to have up to $1 million in liability insur-
ance. The bill would ensure that the person who 
orders the call on an app can see a photo of the 
driver, along with receiving a fair estimate, and 
an electronic receipt at the end of the trip.

“Our existing taxi and limousine regula-
tions and guidelines have protected our resi-
dents and drivers for years,” said Jenkins. “Our 
legislative body’s priority should be the safety 
of the people of Westchester. The lag in our pro-
cess has brought a major solution to ride-sharing 
safety concerns to a halt. We cannot stand for 
this.”

County Legislator Ben Boykin, chairperson 
of the Committee on Public Safety and Social 
Services, is frustrated by what he calls the As-
torino Administration’s uncooperative behavior 
after repeated requests for officials to testify on 
the county’s ride-share plan have been stymied.

“This is a serious public safety issue for 
residents of and visitors to Westchester County 
and the Board of Legislators must have over-
sight,” said Boykin. “Unfortunately, the county 
executive seems more interested in keeping his 
ride-share safety plan under wraps. Ride-share 

applications in Westchester will be legal in 10 
days and if we want to ensure the most protec-
tions for our riders we must act now.”

Of most concern for Boykin, and numerous 
other members of the Board of Legislators, is 
the finger-printing provision that is required for 
potential ride-share drivers in New York City 
and TLC members in Westchester – but may 
not be required for ride-share drivers in West-
chester.

Jenkins and Boykin’s concerns about Uber 
and Lyft are not valid, according to Josh Gold, 
senior policy advisor for Uber New York, who 
explained to Rising Media, “Every county gov-
ernment in New York has the option to opt in or 
opt out of New York’s ride-sharing agreement. 
They have a choice to do one or the other, but 
they cannot add to or amend any of the regula-
tions agreed to by state government. Polls show 
that 80 percent of suburban New Yorkers want 
Uber available in their communities and the 
state guidelines already give riders the protec-
tions they need.”

The County Board would have to vote to 
opt out of ride-sharing, which would require a 
simple majority. While both the Republican and 
Democratic caucuses on the BOL have not for-
mally met to come up with a plan of action, our 
sources tell us that there are more than enough 
votes to opt out of ride-sharing, which would re-
quire the BOL to come up with their own guide-
lines and regulations by June 29. 

It would also require County Executive As-
torino to agree to opt out. If Astorino vetoes the 
opt-out, then a supermajority of 11 or 12 leg-
islators would be needed to override Astorino’s 
veto. 

Overall, Westchester residents want the op-
tion of using Uber and Lyft, just like the rest of 
New York State. While taxi and limousine driv-
ers currently have to undergo additional restric-
tions, regulations and red tape, that is the entire 
point of Uber, Lyft and ride-sharing – to attempt 
to circumvent the sometime over-burdensome 
regulations the permeate our government into 
society.

Dolan was named Archbishop of New

Iona Preparatory became the second 
Christian Brother school in the United States – 
and third in North America – when it opened its 
doors Oct. 16, 1916, to 37 young men in grades 
one through nine. Like its namesake, the Isle of 
Iona off the coast of Scotland where St. Colum-
ba and a dozen followers gave birth in 563 AD 
to a monastic community and renowned learn-
ing center, the Iona School was to be a beacon 

of faith formation and educational excellence.
As enrollment grew, the Iona School 

moved from the 7-acre Benjamin Stern Es-
tate the Christian Brothers were renting at the 
corner of Lockwood and Webster Avenues in 
New Rochelle, to the 18-acre Hall Estate along 
North Avenue. Known as Mile Bridge Terrace, 
the property would eventually become the 
present-day home of Iona College. During a 
surprise announcement at the June 1940 dedi-
cation of what was supposed to be a new high 
school science building (Cornelia Hall), the 
first North American Christian Brothers college 
was established.

With the three growing schools develop-
ing distinct identities, Iona Grammar moved to 
its present site at 173 Stratton Road in northern 
New Rochelle on the 11-acre Stevens Estate in 
1955. A decade later, the high school would fol-
low suit, moving to the 26-acre Matthew Car-
ney estate at 255 Wilmot Road.

Just as Brother Rice’s school was two cen-
turies before, Iona Preparatory School contin-
ues to be a center for faith and learning. The 
167 graduates in the Centennial Anniversary 
Class of 2017 earned more than $23 million 
in merit-based scholarships. The school’s 100-
year anniversary celebration culminates this 
fall with the President’s Dinner Centennial 
Gala at Cipriani 42nd Street on Friday, Nov. 
17.

ment of Environmental Conservation, is 1,000 
times the size of Central Park. 

The NYC drinking water supply system is 
the largest unfiltered water supply in the U.S., 
providing approximately 1.2 billion gallons of 
high-quality drinking water to nearly one-half 
the population of New York State every day. 
Eight million NYC residents – and 1 million 
residents in Westchester, Putnam, Orange and 
Ulster counties gets their water from the NYC 
watershed. 

Westchester falls within Region 3 of the 
DEC water system; 2.3 million New Yorkers 
live in Region 3 (12 percent of New York’s 
population). Eighteen of NYC’s 20 drinking 
water reservoirs are in the region, which spans 
from Westchester to the south up to Sullivan 
County north, and Dutchess, Orange, Putnam, 

Rockland and Ulster counties in between. 
The Croton Watershed, located east of the 

Hudson River in Putnam, Dutchess and West-
chester counties, provides about 10 percent of 
daily consumption and up to 30 percent during 
drought situations.

Croton Supply System includes the 
Amawalk Reservoir, Cross River Reservoir, 
Croton Falls Reservoir, Muscoot Reservoir 
and New Croton Reservoir in Westchester. 

As of June 19, the Croton system is at 
96.9 percent capacity, and the entire NYC 
watershed is at 98.9 percent capacity. Normal 
levels for the entire NYC system are 96.5 per-
cent. 

In April and May, actual rainfall for the 
entire NYC watershed was 10 percent higher 
than normal in April and 25 percent more in 
May. June rainfall was lower than historic lev-
els, but that number may change after the large 
storm that passed over the entire watershed 
earlier this week.

Burke Rehabilitation Hospital’s 2017 Burke

Attended by 
320 guests, the awards dinner is Burke’s signa-
ture event and largest fundraiser of the year.

Burke Award is the highest honor bestowed by 
Burke Rehabilitation Hospital’s administration 
and Board of Trustees, awarded to individuals or 
groups who contributed to the fi eld of rehabilita-
tion.

Dr. Sherlita Amler, Westchester County 
health commissioner, is encouraging people who 
consumed beverages at Monteverde at Oldstone, 
a restaurant and event space at 28 Bear Mountain 
Bridge Road, Cortlandt Manor, to protect them-
selves against hepatitis A following confi rmation 
that an employee with the disease worked at the 
restaurant while infectious.

Hepatitis A is a viral liver disease transmit-
ted by ingesting contaminated food or water or 
through direct contact with an infectious person. 
“The key to prevention is a quick response,” said 
Westchester County Executive Robert Astorino.  

Patrons who consumed beverages at Mon-
teverde between May 31 and June 10 are being 
urged to contact the Westchester County Health 
Department at 914-995-7499. The treatment is 
a vaccine or immune globulin. Anyone age 18 
or younger must be accompanied by a parent. 
Pregnant women who may have been exposed 
should contact their prenatal care provider about 
treatment.

Preventive treatment is only effective if giv-
en within two weeks of potential exposure.

Hepatitis A is generally a mild illness that 

affects the liver. Symptoms include fatigue, fe-
ver, poor appetite, abdominal pain, diarrhea, 
dark urine and yellowing of the skin and eyes, 
and can develop from two weeks to two months 
after exposure. 

“Anyone who believes they may have 
symptoms of hepatitis A should consult with 
their regular physician, inform their physician of 
the potential exposure and notify the Westchester 
County Department of Health,” said Amler. 

As soon as the health department learned 
where the employee worked, its staff began a 
comprehensive investigation, with the full coop-
eration of the owner and in consultation with the 
New York State Department of Health, said the 
commissioner. 

The health department treated about 130 
people at three clinics so far. About 350 people 
are estimated to have dined at the restaurant be-
tween May 24 and June 10, and the patrons in-
clude a wedding party with guests from 11 states.

Setting the pace for “Speak Out for Life Day” 

on June 10, Maryl Turchi of the Life Options Cen-
ter urged residents to join a pro-life group. Char-
acterizing pro-life as “precious,” she urged anyone 
whose church does not have a pro-life group to ask 
their pastor to start one. 

Pro-life groups that are available include the 
Westchester-Putnam Pro-Life Group under the 
leadership of Alan Meldau. This group had a recent 
meeting in which proposed legislation that mem-
bers had prepared was highlighted. 

Gerald Young explained the “40 Days for Life” 
campaign: Twice each year pro-lifers pray for 40 
days, 24 hours a day, to achieve a world that honors 
every life. 

Patricia Godfrey, who is also a member of this 
pro-life group, was the organizer and promoter of 
this “Speak Out for Life Day” event.

Turshi suggested asking people questions 
about pro-life, rather than “telling” them about it. 
Further, she suggested consulting Bible verses cit-
ing religion when discussion such issues, for ex-
ample, saying “I am proof-life because of my faith.” 

A historical highlight was mentioned by an 
audience member who said Susan B. Anthony, who 
championed a woman’s right to vote, also has been 
documented in articles are being against abortion. 
An important reason Anthony allegedly wanted 
women to have the right to vote was because wom-
en at that time could be forced into abortions.  

Also at the meeting, the suicidal patient’s 
“hope and ambivalence” was explained by speaker 
Noreen DeCarlo. Assisted suicide is already legal 
in six states, as well as in Belgium, Luxemburg, 
the Netherlands, Switzerland and Canada; Hol-
land, which claims it is a voluntary act, has had this 
legislation since the early l990s. It has progressed 
from euthanasia to physician-assisted suicide and 
how the patient can be euthanized without con-
sent. New York State Assemblywoman Amy Paulin 
is proposing a bill that is similar. The state bill aims 
to redefine physician-assisted suicide and medical 
treatment.  

In ancient times, Hippocrates (the father of 
modern medicine) advocated as his first principle, 
“do no harm.” However, in contrast, this current 
movement for assisted suicide could be a throw-
back to the “witch doctor.” A review of patients who 
are suicidal suggests many are “victims of underly-
ing depression,” said meeting organizers. However, 
more patients express the will to live than to die.  

For example, a woman suggested suicide rath-
er than being a burden to anyone. Would a hus-
band whose wife felt she was not a burden agree to 
an assisted suicide? Some state legislators wanted 
assisted suicide because they felt their relatives 
“were suffering.”

Joe Quattrochi spoke about Good Counsel 
Homes, which has been taking in pregnant wom-
en for 27 years. In this group of pregnant women 
are some who are mentally ill, or substance abus-
ers. They can be angry and not want regimenta-
tion. Dealing with these women is hard, not only 
because many are the poorest of the poor, but be-

cause of situations they are fleeing, according to the 
forum. This could include married women whose 
husbands have threatened them to have an abor-
tion, or it could be an unmarried woman with sev-
eral children to support. These women may have 
mental illness. 

Quarttrochi asked: How do you teach chastity 
to an out-of-wedlock mother who already has sev-
eral children? Can these women be compared to 
the lepers in the Bible? Their homes will not accept 
a pregnant homeless woman unless she is detoxed 
and off drugs.  

The task is huge. For example, $200,000 is 
needed to renovate St. Joseph’s convent for women 
and their children in Yonkers. This building needs 
to be a dual diagnosis center. As a final thought, 
Quattrochi spoke about human trafficking in 
Brooklyn and a religious sister who is trying to deal 
with this problem by going to hotels and identify-
ing situations that seem “a little off.”

The last speaker, attorney John Murnane, 
spoke of past, proposed and failed pro-life legisla-
tion. In New York State, “things can happen” in Al-
bany by the Legislature in the middle of the night, 
he said. He then cautioned to be watchful of legisla-
tion that shouldn’t pass because it is not good.  

In the Assembly, the abortion expansion has 
passed. Children born alive in an abortion can have 
their life destroyed if such a bill passes the Senate. It 
was noted that President Barack Obama would not 
support a born-alive protection act when he was 
an Illinois legislator, as late-term abortions “don’t 
always work.”

Murnane said that under current law, a second 
doctor is required in an abortion in case the child 
is alive. Right now, New York State does not permit 
a live aborted baby to die. Even hospitals want pre-
mature infants so they can keep them alive.   

He summed up the expanded abortion New 
York State proposal by saying it would permit late-
term abortions by people who are not doctors. “Do 
we really need more abortions in New York State?” 
he asked. 

When two parents disagree about whether a 
pregnancy should be ended, the dilemma remains. 
Murnane said the possible reversal of Roe v. Wade 
could lead to the passage of this late-term abortion 
bill. 

Murnane had been in Albany when oral ar-
guments were being heard for physician-assisted 
suicide. This bill would allow physicians to admin-
ister legal doses to end life and the process would 
permanently alter the doctor-patient relationships. 
While the task force said “no” to physician-assisted 
suicide, there are financial pressures to pass this bill 
as health costs increase. Under present law, there 
is no screening for clinical depression. An elderly 
person may feel depressed at one point, but later 
find he or she is not depressed. There are no safe-
guards in the proposed New York State law. Citing 
the inconsistencies of current practices, Murnane 
said the state does not want people to jump off a 
bridge, so they place a sign warning not to jump, 
but there is no “sign” urging people needing pallia-
tive care to get help with their affliction.

the signs ready to go,” said Hastings VFW Post 
Commander Richard Pecci.

Pecci, a Vietnam veteran, is the commander 
of the local American Legion post who sug-
gested the Purple Heart designation that 19 other 
communities in Westchester – and the county it-
self – already have. “It’s just sad — especially 
with Memorial Day coming up, we were going 
to do an unveiling,” Pecci said.

Honoring military heroes seems simple 
enough, but some antiwar activists claim the lan-
guage in this resolution actually glorifies what 
they call unjust wars. “The issue is essentially, 
how can we support the warrior and not support 

the war?” said Frank Brodhead of Concerned 
Families of Westchester.

They object to putting up the signs and 
wording in the Purple Heart resolution like the 
reference to soldiers “defending the United 
States of America” and “for the good and pro-
tection of all Americans. If you think of the war 
in Iraq, Afghanistan, Libya, Yemen, Somalia or 
Syria, none of these wars have anything to do 
with protecting us,” Brodhead said.

Hastings Mayor Peter Swiderski said the 
Village Board supports the idea and it trying to 
revise the language to get it approved. 

The signs were paid by veterans groups and 
not taxpayers. The National Military Order of 
the Purple Heart stated, “When an entity bestows 
this honor, it is in no way an endorsement of war 
or the policies that may have led to war.”

ity, and making sure doctors do not overprescribe 
opioids to their patients, Democrats on the County 
Board have come up with another idea. 

County Legislator MaryJane Shimsky will 
introduce legislation directing the county attorney 
to join numerous surrounding counties and file suit 
against large pharmaceutical companies who have 
engaged in deceptive marketing of opioid painkill-
ers.

Unethical marketing practices can be traced to 
the over-prescribing of and reliance on prescription 
painkillers – which is often the place where opioid 
victims get their first exposure. Westchester would 
join Dutchess, Rockland, Ulster, Nassau, Suffolk, 
Broome, Erie, Sullivan, and Orange as counties al-
leging “Big Pharma’s” role in the opioid epidemic.

“It is time for these multi-billion-dollar cor-
porations to take some responsibility for the havoc 
their products are wreaking on our communities,” 
said Shimsky. “Westchester County has spent re-
sources combatting the opioid epidemic, an epi-
demic that took 334 residents from 2010 to 2015. 
We are seeking to get those precious tax dollars 

back.”
According to national surveys, the number of 

opioids prescribed in the United States has nearly 
quadrupled since 2010. In 2012 alone, Big Pharma 
generated nearly $10 billion in revenue from opioid 
sales.

“Studies show that use of opioid painkillers is 
not effective when used to treat chronic pain, yet 
these doctors were instructed to prescribe them 
anyway,” said Majority Leader Catherine Borgia. 
“From teenagers to grandparents, doctors have 
been prescribing drugs that were causing more 
harm than good. This suit is one step toward hold-
ing accountable those who had a hand in starting 
the opioid crisis we all face together.”

The suit will seek both punitive and compen-
satory damages for the costs already expended by 
Westchester County. 

“These drug manufactures created the impres-
sion that these drugs were safe for everyone for 
any purpose,” said Legislator Lyndon Williams, 
an attorney who chairs the Committee on Litiga-
tion. “This practice was lethally dishonest and had 
a tragic effect on so many in our community.”

“This industry has made exorbitant profits off 
of the lives of Westchester residents and we will not 
sit by idly as it happens,” added Shimsky.

ity leader’s position to Westchester Democratic 
Sen. Andrea Stewart-Cousins. 

Pressure on IDC members has come from 
Congress members from New York, national 
leaders of the Democratic Party, and Holly-
wood celebrities. A “Sex in the City” actress 
singed her name to an email from the Working 
Families Party, which states: “Trump’s admin-
istration is an imminent threat to our commu-
nities, our children, our health, and our values. 
We can’t afford to wait one minute longer for 
Democrats to start acting like Democrats.”

National Democratic Vice Chairman Keith 
Ellison stated: “The Democratic Party must 
unite in New York and elsewhere. Americans 
are seeing threats to their health care, fair wages 
and access to the ballot box. If this assault is 
going to be stopped, Democrats must come to-
gether and fight for working people together.”

Two IDC members represent Westchester; 
Chairman Sen. Jeff Klein’s district includes 
Pelham, and Sen. David Carlucci represents Os-
sining. In addition to eight IDC senators, Dem-
ocratic Sen. Simcha Felder is not an IDC mem-
ber, but also votes with the Senate Republicans. 

“I’m sure that most New Yorkers in dis-
tricts represented by IDC members did not vote 
for a Democrat only to have them align with 
Republicans and their values,” he said. “It is 
time for Simcha Felder and the IDC to come 
home,” said New York Democratic Party Vice 
Chairman Michael Blake. 

Recently the IDC has argued for the Senate 
to “call the role” on a number of progressive 
issues it supports along with Senate Democratic 
colleagues. “Thirty-two is not a magic number 
unless there are 32 Democrats who are ready to 
stand up and unite on policies that combat Don-
ald Trump,” said IDC Spokeswoman Candice 
Glove. “Until we achieve unity and stand up for 
women, immigrants, and the most vulnerable 
New Yorkers, all talk about a majority is noth-
ing more than meaningless rhetoric on the part 
of failed leadership.”

In Westchester, two renegade Democratic 
members of the County Board of Legislators 
(Michael Kaplowitz and Virginia Perez) have 
voted with the Republican BOL to form a coali-
tion government, and like the IDC in Albany, 
have denied county Democrats a majority on 

the BOL. This has resulted in Legislator and 
county executive candidate Ken Jenkins to call 
the coalition government the “IDC-Lite.” 

“Shame on the Westchester Democratic 
establishment to be silent on the IDC-Lite led 
by Kaplowitz,” said Jenkins. “There is nothing 
that (County Executive Robert) Astorino does 
that does not have the stamp of these two Dem-
ocrats. It is impossible for the party establish-
ment to be opposed to Astorino and yet give a 
pass to Kaplowitz and Perez.”

He added that his Democratic opponent for 
county executive, State Sen. George Latimer, 
has further weakened the possibility that Sen-
ate Democrats will come together in Albany by 
running for county executive.

“There is national attention calling for 
IDC members to ‘come home,’” he said. “Why 
would they, when a member of the mainline 
Senate Democrats has placed a seat in jeopar-
dy? Latimer’s Senate seat is lost, win or lose 
in a primary.  Another Republican with a ton of 
money is going to run and say Latimer doesn’t 
really want to represent you anymore.  

Jenkins alludes to the recent rumor in West-
chester that Latimer’s seat may be occupied in 
the near future by an IDC member, who would 
replace Latimer after his CE race, win or lose.

Yonkers Mayor Mike Spano is the ru-
mored IDC candidate, although many Sound 
Shore Democrats will be interested in Latimer’s 
Senate seat if it were to become available, and 
would be happy to stand with Sen. Stewart-
Cousins and the other members of the non-IDC 
Senate Democratic Conference. 

What Jenkins doesn’t mention is that Gov. 
Andrew Cuomo has quietly supported the IDC, 
and their cooperation with State Senate Repub-
licans. And while the governor’s public politics 
has become more progressive over the past four 
years, his silence on the IDC continues to mean 
he wants it to continue. 

The two leaders of the IDC and IDC Lite, 
Sen. Klein and Legislator Kaplowitz, are both 
popular Democrats who would be difficult if 
not impossible to defeat in a primary, if leaders 
in their own party decide to try and take them 
out. Klein and Kaplowitz’s constituents are also 
aware of what both have done and are doing in 
the Senate and on the County Board, respect-
fully. Their bipartisan actions are, for the most 
part, endorsed and supported by the voters in 
their districts and by voters overall who want 
less partisan bickering and more cooperation.

of the same groups attempted to tie our new 
president to Astorino, who is running for re-
election in November. 

Indivisible Westchester, Astorino Watch, 
and The People Against Trump-Astorino are 
three of the most active, progressive West-
chester organizations. All three have attempt-
ed to rally the base of county Democrats, who 
hold a large enrollment edge over Republi-
cans in Westchester, against the president and 
have attempted to tie almost any Trump action 
to Astorino. 

An Ask Astorino Town Hall held in 
White Plains in March was the rowdiest event 
to date, where a few-hundred opponents to 
Trump and Astorino were the most vocal and 
noticeable. Attempts to shout down Astorino 
at his own Town Hall backfired, because As-
torino kept his cool, and answering questions 
while letting the protestors and opponents 
have their say. 

“These forums can be raw, loud and 
boisterous at times, but they’re necessary,” 
said Astorino. “People deserve to have their 
opinions heard and to question their elected 
leaders. Respectful dialogue is more impor-
tant than ever today. We can disagree with one 
another on issues or viewpoints, but we must 
not forget that we’re all Americans first and 
foremost.”

Astorino separated his views from 
Trump’s on the media and on a proposed trav-
el ban. “Trump is absolutely wrong to call the 
media the enemy of the people,” he said. Not-
ing his own background in journalism, Asto-
rino unequivocally stated that the freedom of 
the press is vital to our nation.

On Trump’s travel ban, Astorino stated, 
“I am not, nor will I ever be in favor of a reli-
gious test to enter this country.” Astorino also 
said he had clear issues with the president’s 
Executive Order on immigration, but the 
government’s system of checks and balances 
worked when the courts blocked key provi-
sions. He said he supports vetting anyone en-
tering our country, ensuring good people are 
coming here.

Subsequent Ask Astorino Town Halls 
have been less rambunctious, with fewer pro-
testors attending each event. Journal News 
reporter Mark Lungariello, on his WVOX 
1460AM radio show, stated that the numbers 
of protestors at “Ask Astorino events he cov-
ered has dropped significantly. 

The latest Ask Astorino, in Eastchester on 
June 12, did include a dozen or so members of 
Indivisible Westchester handing out literature 
outside. Efforts were also made to tie Astorino 
to the recent deportation of Diego Puma, who 
was attending Ossining High School but who 

was apprehended illegally crossing the border 
with his mother in 2014. A judicial order was 
signed in November 2014 to have Diego de-
parted and immigration officials apprehended 
him June 8 based on that order. 

Astorino said he believes Macancela 
should stay in the U.S. to a certain point. “In 
fact, we did call ICE,” he said. “I would abso-
lutely ask he be allowed to stay for his gradu-
ation.” But Astorino also said that federal 
immigration laws “need to be followed” and 
“need to be fixed,” until then “we can’t will-
fully ignore federal law.”

Other attempts to tie Astorino to Trump 
include a recent protest in Briarcliff Manor, 
where more than 50 marched on Trump’s golf 
course to protest attempts to reduce the club’s 
property tax bill. 

“The Trump-Astorino machine is at it 
again,” writes The People Against Trump-
Astorino. “Now the billionaires club where 
County Executive Rob Astorino tees it up 
with his buddy is still seeking a massive tax 
break that would ‘cut the club’s taxable value 
in half.’ Westchester neighbors are steamed! 
And for good reason. The Republican Party 
under Astorino’s political mentor and golfing 
pal is the party of corruption. It’s the party of 
selling out America to Vladimir Putin. It’s the 
party of killing health care. We need change in 
Westchester, folks. Remember: A vote against 
Astorino is a vote against Trump! Tell your 
neighbors that November is their next big 
chance to reject the politics of Trumpism.”

Astorino’s supporters see the splintered 
protests as a sign that the peak of anti-Trump 
hysteria is over. “This happens with almost 
every opposition group,” said one county Re-
publican. “They start out loud, vocal and get 
a lot of press. But as the days and weeks drag 
on, there intensity gets less and less.

“The attempts to tie Astorino to Trump on 
a variety of issues so far hasn’t worked, and 
the different groups opposed to Trump and 
Astorino seem to be working on different is-
sues and can’t get unified behind one banner. 
Look, all it takes is one serious Trump blunder 
to get everyone fired up again, but for now, it 
has calmed down for the summer. Let’s see if 
they can rejuvenate before Election Day.”

Another “morphing” of the Astorino-
Trump protest includes a recent “die in” 
outside State Sen. Terrence Murphy’s York-
town restaurant. The protestors, members of 
CD17indivisible, urged Murphy to support 
the New York Health Act, which would create 
a single-payer system funded by taxpayers in 
New York, replacing employer-covered health 
insurance. The option would be made avail-
able if the Affordable Care Act is repealed in 
Washington, D.C., and if passed in Albany. 

Astorino’s upcoming re-election bid is 
one of a few-high profile races post-President 
Trump in the Northeast.
