The Civil Rights struggle hit home in West-

chester 50 years ago this month when Michael 
Schwerner, a 1957 graduate of Pelham High 
School, was killed fighting for justice in Missis-
sippi. He, along with James Chaney and Andrew 
Goodman, disappeared in the Deep South and 
more than a month later their decomposed bod-
ies were found. 

The Pelham Picture House celebrated 
the anniversary by offering a free screening of 
“Freedom Summer,” which recounts the summer 

of 1964 and the Civil Rights struggle. Watch the 
movie on PBS, or visit www.PBS.com for more 
information. 

A letter from one of our readers captured 
the feeling 50 years ago: 

“June 21, 2014 was the 50th anniversary of 
the slaughter of three civil rights heroes – An-
drew Goodman, James Chaney and Michael 
Schwerner – in Philadelphia, Mississippi in an 
effort to have African-Americans register to 
vote. They were a part of the ‘Freedom summer’

When it comes to raising funds for cancer 
research and prevention programs through open-
water and pool events, Swim Across America-
Long Island Sound Chapter knows how to make a 
huge splash. The SAA-LIS chapter has launched 
its 22nd summer season, packed with nine op-
portunities to swim and volunteer in Westches-
ter and Rockland counties, according to Chapter 
President Tony Sibio.

The non-profit, which raised about $1 mil-
lion last year, will have its first swim at West-
chester Country Club in Harrison on July 12. 
Subsequently, it will roll out eight other par-
ticipation opportunities throughout the summer, 
culminating in an event at the Lake Isle Country 
Club in Eastchester on Aug. 2.  

The entire program will encompass eight 
pool swims (with the option of half- mile and 
one-mile efforts) plus an open-water swim 
course on Long Island Sound that will offer par-
ticipants the option of swimming 2K, 5K or 10K. 
The chapter’s open-water swim in Larchmont 
was recently recognized by the World Open Wa-
ter Swimming Association as one of America’s 
Top 100 Open Water Swims.

“Last summer we raised approximately $1 
million for cancer research thanks to the efforts 
of more than 1,000 swimmers and volunteers,” 
said Sibio.

Of course, we are always looking to expand our 
family of swimmers and transcend last year’s re-
cord.”

The new course that SAA-LIS introduced 
in 2013 for the open-water swim, with its shore-
to-shore route, was well received as it was more 
swimmer-friendly, according to Sibio. “We ex-
pect that the course, which enables participants 
to form teams of friends and families and in-
creases the maximum capacity of participants 
while maintaining the highest safety standards, 
will encourage even greater swimmer participa-
tion this summer.”

Proceeds from this year’s SAA-LIS will be 
donated to the Cancer Support Team (serving 
lower Westchester), the Tommy Palazzo Fel-
lowship for Columbia University and Morgan 
Stanley Children’s Hospital at New York-Pres-
byterian, The Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer 
Center’s Swim Across America and DeMatteo 
Research Laboratories, and United Hospice of 
Clarkstown

An Evening Dinner Theatre boasted many 
strengths over other area theatres of the time, such 
as a unique seating arrangement (every table faced 
the stage – there were no “bad” seats), a 3/4 thrust 
stage, as well as the casting of Broadway perform-
ers at auditions and the hiring the creative staff 
(directors, choreographers, musical directors, and 
set, costume and lighting designers) from New 
York City. It was a preferred alternative to travel-
ing into the city to see a Broadway show where 
the parking is free, dinner is included, the talent 
is top-notch, and you were sure to have a truly 
memorable experience

In 1991, Bill and Bob moved the theatre to 
a new location, not far from the original. A larger 

performance space, state-of-the-art technology, in-
creased seating capacity and many other features 
were among the positive aspects of this change. 

The theatre was also given a new name. Gone 
was An Evening Dinner Theatre, as the days of 
the Westchester Broadway Theatre had begun. 
The musical “A Chorus Line” was the first perfor-
mance at the new theatre. 

In 2004, Bill and Bob were inducted into the 
Westchester County Business Hall of Fame, hav-
ing produced more shows than most Broadway 
producers. 

Currently, “Mary Poppins” flies onto the 
stage as the 184th production to have graced the 
stages of An Evening and WBT, not including 
many special events and concerts featuring per-
formers such as Jackie Mason, Tom Jones, George 
Carlin, Paul Anka, Wayne Newton and Harry Be-
lafonte.

WBT, as we know it today, is a cultural main-
stay of the tri-state area. With the continued sup-
port of its audiences, it pledges to continue to pres-
ent the best in theatre and dining. 

“Mary Poppins” will remain on stage through 
July 27, when “The Wizard of Oz” will pick up, 
from July 31 to Sept. 21.

Dinner-theater ticket prices range from $54 
to $80, plus tax, depending on the performance 
chosen; beverage service and gratuities are not in-
cluded in the ticket price. Discounts are available 
for children, students and senior citizens at select 
performances.

I’m Selling My House; 
What are My Costs?

You probably remember that when you 

bought your house it seemed as if you spent a 
couple of hours writing checks. Now that you 
are selling your house, do you get a free ride?

The answer is no. 
The seller of a house also has substantial 

costs that must be paid, including: 
Brokerage – if you choose to use a broker 

you can expect to pay a commission in the 4 to 
6 percent range of the selling price. This fee is 
negotiable.

Attorney fees – this fee varies and depends 
on such factors such as the time spent, how com-
plex the transaction is and the experience of the 

attorney.
Transfer taxes – there is a state transfer tax 

of $4 per $1,000 of the consideration received. 
Some areas have a local transfer tax, such as Mt. 
Vernon, Yonkers and New York City. This tax 
varies by municipality.

“Pick Up” fee – charged by the title closer 
to make the arrangement to satisfy any mortgage 
that exists on the house at the time of closing. It 
is usually in the $200 to $250 range.

Recording fee – paid to the county clerk for 
recording the satisfaction of your existing mort-
gage. It is $45.50 for a two-page satisfaction.

So get your checkbook out and practice 
signing your name.

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Sleepy Hollow Benefits From
Shared Services With County

Summer Programs for Kids at
Port Chester-Rye Brook Library

Armonk & Scarsdale Women
Join Family Services Board

The Village of Sleepy Hollow is one step 
closer to revitalizing its downtown as a result 
of a shared services program provided by the 
Westchester County Planning Department, an-
nounced County Executive Robert Astorino last 
week.

“Westchester 2025: Plan Together” is a 
county program that offers online planning tools, 
reports and other resources to local municipali-
ties. By taking advantage of the program, Sleepy 
Hollow was provided a planning report and 
saved about $30,000 – the amount it would have 
cost the village to do the report on its own.

“This partnership between Westchester 
County’s Planning Department and the Village 
of Sleepy Hollow is yet another shared service 
success story,” said Astorino. “Government can 
do more with less when it optimizes its resourc-
es. In this case, the beneficiary is one of West-
chester’s treasured ‘Main Streets.’”

Sleepy Hollow will use the report produced 
by the county as the foundation for its efforts to 
revitalize its downtown. Called the “Downtown 
Study for the Village of Sleepy Hollow,” the re-
port contains detailed maps, census data, zoning 

code summaries and storefront inventories. 
“We are thankful to County Executive As-

torino and the county’s team of planners for pro-
viding us with these valuable tools,” said Village 
Mayor Ken Wray. “Acquiring this kind of data 
on our own would have been time-consuming 
and expensive. The county worked quickly, al-
lowing us to move faster than anticipated and the 
data is of excellent quality.”

The village has issued a request for propos-
als for a consultant who will use the study to de-
termine the best strategies to employ in order to 
attract potential developers, investors and entre-
preneurs to the area.

Other municipalities have also reached out 
to the county to help with their planning needs 
– and save money in the process. In 2012, the 
county provided extensive research and data to 
the Village of Rye Brook for its comprehensive 
plan, saving the village $60,000. The Planning 
Department is nearing completion on a set of 
studies for the Town of New Castle, is currently 
beginning work on studies for the Town of North 
Castle, and is scheduled to partner with the City 
of Peekskill on studies in 2015.

The Port Chester-Rye Brook Public Library 
will host a slate of children’s activities this sum-
mer.

Laser Interference With 
Aircraft Bill Passes Assembly

Assemblyman Steve Otis 
announced last week the pas-
sage of his bill that would 
criminalize interfering with 
an aircraft by shining a laser 
at it, or its flight path. The bill 
would make such an offense 
a class A misdemeanor (pun-
ishable by up to one year in 
prison) or a more serious class 
E felony (up to four years in 
prison) if the laser causes a 
significant change in course 
or other serious disruption of 
the aircraft that threatens the 
physical safety of the passen-
gers or crew. 

When pointed at an aircraft, the intense and 
focused light of a laser, akin to a camera flash in 
a dark room, can temporarily blind a pilot or im-
pair his or her night vision. Due to the fact that 
these laser incidences originate from a person 
on the ground, pilots usually experience these 
dangerous situations during critical and difficult 
operations, such as takeoffs or landings. This en-
dangers the lives of pilots, passengers and people 
on the ground.

“Laser pointers are a growing danger to air-
craft pilots,” said Otis. “There has been a huge 
increase in laser pointer incidences over the past 
few years and something needs to be done to re-
verse this trend before a tragic situation results.”

Since the FBI and the 
FAA began tracking laser 
strikes in 2005, there has been 
more than a 1,100 percent in-
crease in the number of in-
cidences with these devices: 
In 2005, there were 283 in-
cidences nationally; by 2013, 
that number had grown to al-
most 4,000 incidences across 
the country. 

In metropolitan New 
York City, area airports ex-
perienced 99 incidences in 
2013, up from 71 the year be-
fore. In addition, from 2012 

to 2014, Western New York experienced 33 inci-
dences, including five so far in 2014.

“Although this action has been illegal under 
federal law since 2012, oftentimes incidents at 
smaller airports outside the New York City area 
are ignored,” noted Otis. “This new legislation 
protects all New York airports, by allowing local 
law enforcement to prosecute offenders who put 
the lives of passengers and pilots in danger.”

The bill now moves to the State Senate. 
“Aircraft safety is of paramount impor-

tance,” concluded Otis. “The alarming increase in 
laser incidents involving in-flight aircraft serious-
ly jeopardizes that safety and undermines public 
confidence in airline travel. We cannot wait for a 
tragedy to act.”

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Report: Hudson River Watershed 
Still Plagued by Toxic Pollution

Industrial facilities dumped 5,303,190 
pounds of toxic chemicals into New York’s wa-
terways in 2012, making New York’s waterways 
the 15th worst in the nation, according to a new 
report by Environment New York Research and 
Policy Center. 

The “Wasting Our Waters” report comes as 
the Environmental Protection Agency considers a 
new rule to restore Clean Water Act protections to 
thousands of waterways in New York and across 
the nation.

“New York’s waterways should be clean – 
for swimming, drinking and supporting wildlife,” 
said Heather Leibowitz, director of the center. 
“But too often, our waters have become a dump-
ing ground for polluters. The first step to curb this 
tide of toxic pollution is to restore Clean Water 
Act protections to all our waterways.”

Environment New York Research and Policy 
Center’s report on toxic pollutants discharged 
into America’s waters is based on data reported 
by polluting facilities to the EPA’s Toxics Release 
Inventory for 2012, the most recent data avail-
able. 

According to the report, industrial facili-
ties discharged approximately 16,868 pounds 
of chemicals linked to cancer, 1,873 pounds of 
chemicals linked to developmental disorders, and 
21,676 pounds of chemicals linked to reproduc-
tive problems into New York waterways. 

The center’s report summarizes discharges 
of cancer-causing chemicals, chemicals that per-
sist in the environment, and chemicals with the 
potential to cause reproductive problems ranging 
from birth defects to infertility. The toxic chemi-
cals dumped in New York include antimony and 
antimony compounds, which cause cancer; and 
developmental toxins, such as lead and lead com-
pounds, which can cause cancer as well as affect 
the way children grow, learn and behave.

Environment New York Research and Policy 
Center uncovered that IBM Corp. has dumped 
987,302 pounds of nitrate compounds into the 
Wiccopee Creek in Hopewell Junction. Nitrate 
compounds can cause serious health problems in 
infants if found in drinking water and contribute 
to oxygen-depleted “dead zones” in waterways.

“The data clearly shows that a range of pollut-
ants, including some of the very toxic chemicals, 
are released in significant amounts in the Hudson 
River system by few specific companies,” said 
Hari Pant, director of the environmental studies 

department at Lehman College. “These pollutants 
are not only harmful to human but also to aquatic 
life. These companies must do more to cease re-
leasing these pollutants into the river so that one 
of the most important river systems in the country 
is protected for both people and aquatic life. Put-
ting the emphasis on the urgency for responsible 
practices by the individual companies involved 
is paramount. We must thank ‘Environment New 
York’ for bringing this issue to the public.”

The report recommends several steps to curb 
this tide of toxic pollution – including requiring 
industry to switch from toxic chemicals to safer 
alternatives. But Environment New York Re-
search and Policy Center is highlighting one part 
of the solution that could actually become law 
this year – restoring the Clean Water Act protec-
tions to all New York’s waters.

As a result of court cases brought by pol-
luters, 28,785 miles of streams in New York and 
11,146,815 million New Yorkers drinking water 
are now at risk of having no protection from pol-
lution under the federal Clean Water Act. Follow-
ing years of advocacy by Environment Research 
and Policy Center and its allies, this spring, the 
EPA finally proposed a rule to close the loopholes 
that have left New York’s waterways at risk and 
restore Clean Water Act protections.

But the clean water rule is being vigorously 
opposed by a wide range of polluting industries 
outside New York – from the oil and gas industry 
to corporate agribusiness. 

“Looking at the data from our report today, 
you can see why polluters might oppose it,” said 
Leibowitz. “That’s why we are working with 
farmers, small businesses and thousands of or-
dinary New Yorkers to make sure our voices for 
clean water are heard in Washington, D.C. The 
future of the Hudson River hangs in the balance.”

The public comment period on the clean wa-
ter rule began the day before Earth Day, and it is 
still open.

“New York’s waterways shouldn’t be a pol-
luter’s dumping ground,” said Leibowitz. “If we 
want the Hudson River to be clean for future gen-
erations of New Yorkers, we must restore Clean 
Water Act protections to all of our waterways, and 
we must do it now.”

Monroe College, a national leader in ur-
ban and international education, announced 
last week that its student-run restaurant in New 
Rochelle, The Dining Lab, received a favorable 
review in The New York Times by Westchester 
food critic Alice Gabriel. 

Following are a few excerpts from the arti-
cle, “Proving Their Chops in the ‘Real World”:

“The kitchen here is the little kitchen that 
could,” wrote Gabriel in “Proving Their Chops 
in the ‘Real World.’”

“Our guarded expectations were met with 
superior appetizers: a creamy risotto made with 
carnaroli rice, spring-onion purée and robiola 
cheese; orecchiette in a delicate marinara with 
fresh sage and The Dining Lab’s own sweet fen-
nel sausage; and a brisk salad of campus-grown 
lettuces,” she said.

Gabriel continued with a description of the 
restaurant’s tableside service and atmosphere: 
“The featured tableside preparation was a frit-
tatina, a little molded omelet cooked in a round 
metal collar on a griddle. More engaging was 
the live music act that night – a lilting vocal-
ist in a leopard-print blouse and blond wig who 
paid tribute to Rihanna and Adele, with the dean 
of the school himself on acoustic guitar (musi-
cians sing for their supper on Thursday nights).”

On the restaurant’s entrees and desserts, 
Gabriel said her own entree of pan-seared 
striped bass and roasted fingerling potatoes was 
“a picture of simplicity, and just delicious…we 
were delighted by a blueberry clafoutis with 
lemon verbena sorbet and a corkscrew wafer; 
almond-milk panna cotta with strawberry con-
sommé; and assorted cookies.” She took home 
a slice of sbrisolona, an almond cake that is a 
specialty of Mantua, Italy, “a fine souvenir of a 
memorable adventure,” she said. 

This is the latest recognition for Monroe 
College’s School of Hospitality Management 
and the Culinary Arts. Earlier this month, Mon-
roe pastry instructor Ebow Dadzie, also a pastry 
chef at the New York Marriott Marquis Hotel in 
Manhattan, was named among the top 10 pas-
try chefs in the nation by Dessert Professional 
magazine; he was one of two New York pastry 

chefs to be included in the list, and the only cu-
linary educator. 

In April of this year, Monroe College 
graduate James Daversa received a full-tu-
ition scholarship to France’s Institut Paul Bo-
cuse through a culinary competition hosted by 
world-renowned Chef Daniel Boulud.

Through Reading, Get Into 
A ‘New York State of Mind’

Did you know that you can win prizes just 
by reading books throughout the summer?

To meet the 
need for a quality meal program outside school 
walls, Skanes embarked on a year-long effort to 
raise money to install an industrial kitchen at the 
club. Today, an average of 200 children per day 
– and as many as 350 daily during the summer 
months – are fed through Kids Café.

Skanes’ focus on 
quality food programs later extended to the entire 
community in 2013, when the Food Bank’s Kraft 
Mobile Food Pantry began distributing fresh food 
to the club’s community residents. Currently, more 
than 80 families are assisted by the mobile pantry.

“Brian recognized the importance of consis-
tent high-quality meal programs for the children 
in his care,” said former Junior League of North-
ern Westchester President Danae Richards, who 
presented Skanes with the award. “With Brian’s 
efforts to address the hunger issue and crusading 
for the reduction of childhood obesity, the Boys

According to Ellen Lynch, executive director 
of The Food Bank for Westchester, 33 percent of 
those who are hungry or at risk of being hungry 
are children.

“I think about when this started,” Skanes 
said. “There were several hundred kids coming to 
the club every day and not getting home until 8 
o’clock at night, who weren’t eating. Our Board of 
Directors committed themselves to raising money 
to build a kitchen and it grew from there.

“I really appreciate this award and on behalf 
of the club – thank you,” he concluded.

Professionally, Derrico 
has practiced in the areas of criminal and civil 
litigation, landlord/tenant, real estate transac-
tions, land use, family law and adoptions. 

She served as the president of the Larch-
mont-Mamaroneck League of Women Voters 
for three years, and encouraged league partici-
pation in an immigration study and arranged 
environmental and voter forums, as well as can-
didate debates. Derrico first ran for political of-
fice in 2002 and was elected as village trustee; 
in 2009, she was appointed village attorney. In 
November 2010, she was elected to the Village 
of Mamaroneck Justice Court, becoming the vil-
lage’s first female justice. 

Derrico lives in Mamaroneck with her hus-
band, Don, and four children. She has worked 
diligently as a community advocate and pro-bo-
no attorney for community organizations such 
as the Hispanic Resource Center and Padres 
Unidos.

With no “real” Independence Party to speak 
of in Westchester, it is important for elected of-
ficials like Mayor Rosenblum to take the lead in 
forging their own independent government.

Dreamers & Builders Create a New Playground at School 9

More than 200 volunteers from Morgan 

Stanley, Yonkers Public Schools, Rotary Club 
of Yonkers-East Yonkers, YCAP, organiz-
ers from KaBOOM!, Yonkers Firefighters and 
ROTC members, and residents of the Yonkers 
community joined forces last week to build a 
new playground at School 9. 

The design of the playground was based on 
children’s drawings created at a special design 
event in April, and after months of planning and 
preparation, volunteers were able to assemble, 

carry and install the playground pieces and more 
than 50,000 square feet of surface by hand, to 
have the playground ready for its opening day. 

Mayor Mike Spano and YPS Superinten-
dent Dr. Michael Yazurlo thanked everyone for 
the hard work and commitment to the children 
of Yonkers, and cut the ribbon on the new play-
ground.

The playground is the seventh built by
