cial Narcotics Prosecutor Bridget Brennan. “To 
further protect their investment, they off-loaded 
the trailer in a wooded residential area 30 miles 
from New York City.”

One of my Westchester heroes is Jeffrey

We have been writing about homelessness 
and/or volunteering on their behalf for many years. 
Food Bank for Westchester uses its 36-foot com-
mercially-equipped Food Bank Mobil Pantry to 
travel throughout Westchester County delivering 
food to impoverished areas. 

Our culture demonizes those in need of food 
assistance and shelter. This stereotype is the exact 
opposite of the reality; this demonization by many 
exudes the hypocrisy of this nation and those who 
have this depraved attitude, especially when this 
society purports to have so-called “Christian val-
ues.”

Most of the clients we serve usually fi t into 
the following categories: the elderly, the disabled, 
or the working poor. We also encounter many col-
lege students.

The working poor are often working for about 
$10 to $12 an hour, which is not enough to get 
ahead. The common denominator is usually that 50 
to 75 percent of their monthly income is allocated 
to rent. Also, more than 25 percent of all homeless 
people work but because of this system they do not 
have a sustainable wage that will allow them to 
have a place to live.

The elderly and disabled have a similar story 
– rent and medicine consume what income they 
have. Many seniors have said what they receive 
from a food pantry used to be a bonus; now it’s a 
necessity.

The fi rst question asked when the food truck 
arrives is, “Do you have meat today?” This is be-
cause most cannot afford meat.

Fortunately, the food bank almost always 
has meat. The mobile pantry usually operates 
more than 20 times a week, distributing food to 
thousands of Westchester County residents. FBW 
estimates that 20 percent of residents are food 
insecure. This is engendered by a rapacious “cut-
throat, market-driven culture” and the “fallout” is 
this level of hunger and homelessness.

People should not go bankrupt due to an ill-
ness. People should not desist from seeing a doc-
tor because they can’t afford one. We are the only 
industrialized western nation without universal 
health care. That’s a moral obscenity. Social Se-
curity must be strengthened and enhanced for our 
seniors to be able to retire with dignity.

There are many volunteers in Westchester 
County who work for food pantries and homeless 
shelters who serve their neighbors every day, and 
this is an example we should follow.

Music School to Host

The SPCA of Westchester announced re-
cently that Vincent Marable, 57, of Mount 
Vernon, was arrested by the humane law en-
forcement department and charged with animal 
cruelty for confi ning a dog in the basement of 
his building without adequate food or water. 

The young pit bull mix was allegedly cov-
ered in fi lth, emaciated, dehydrated and suffered 
from sores all over his body as a result of fl ea 
infestation. He was also reportedly so weak he 
could barely stand on his feet.

The Mount Vernon Animal Shelter received 
an anonymous tip Aug. 19 about the neglected 
animal, and immediately notifi ed the SPCA of 
Westchester. The dog was brought to a veteri-
narian for medical attention, then transferred to 
the SPCA’s Simpson Clinic for evaluation, fur-
ther treatment and rehabilitation.

During the investigation, the offi cers found 
seven additional neglected dogs on the property. 
Two had been chained together at the necks and 
tied to a bedroom dresser. Three others were left 
outdoors without food or water, and with no pro-

tection from the elements. The remaining two, 
a poodle and a Yorkshire terrier, also showed 
signs of severe neglect and were in need of vet-
erinary treatment. 

All animals were removed from the build-
ing.

“The SPCA is thankful to the citizen who 
alerted the authorities of this heinous treatment 
of an animal, and we encourage others to do 
so,” said Shannon Laukhuf, SPCA executive 
director. “Our Animal Cruelty Hotline is 914-
941-7797 and is completely confi dential. As the 
investigation continues, we appreciate the col-
laboration of the Mount Vernon Police Depart-
ment and the Mount Vernon Animal Shelter.”

Founded in 1883, the SPCA of Westchester 
is the only animal welfare organization in West-
chester County that is mandated by New York 
State to enforce its animal cruelty laws. The no-
kill shelter receives no federal, state or county 
funding and is not affi liated with the American 
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Ani-
mals. 

Mt. Vernon Man Charged 
With Animal Cruelty

There is no doubt that New Rochelle resi-

dents’ concerns and opposition to the RDRXR 
downtown plan have been ignored by the city 
council. Many people protested the draft envi-
ronmental impact plan, but there was no attempt 
by the New Rochelle City Council to modify the 
plan before its unanimous vote last year. The 
claim was made that only 312 children would be 
generated from all the downtown high-rise apart-
ments projected. 

Now, the planning board has given its ap-
proval to the proposed 28-story apartment build-
ing over the former Loew’s building. More apart-
ments in the downtown area are being seriously 
considered, especially a building across from the 
Loew’s building on Huguenot Street. 

Not mentioned at recent city council meet-
ings are the number of school children in pro-
jected new apartments that are not in the down-
town overlay zone. This would include Union 
Avenue, Park Place, Burling Lane and 730 North 
Ave. apartments, as well as the Beckwith Pointe 
condominiums. Except for Beckwith Pointe, en-
vironmental impact statements are not available 
that would determine impacts such as the abil-
ity of the sewage processing plant to handle extra 
sewage, or parking defi cits created by inadequate 
requirements for the number of parking spaces 
needed (now 0.8 or one car per apartment). 

The Beckwith Pointe report does not deal 
with school children, and certain New Rochelle 
offi cials have stated openly that these children 
will go to private schools. Commissioner of 
Development Luiz Aragon, in responding to a 
Freedom of Information Law request about the 
number of children in fi ve new building propos-
als outside of the downtown area, originally said 
he would provide a formula that would determine 
the number of students in each housing develop-
ment. Shortly thereafter he sent an email with 
fi gures for the Loew’s building, the apartment 
across the street on Huguenot Street, and the Bur-
ling Lane building. However, only one of these 
buildings is not in the downtown overlay zone, 

where school children generation has already 
been identifi ed. 

These evasive answers to questions about the 
children in new developments in New Rochelle 
are quite unsettling to the taxpayers of New Ro-
chelle. What kind of city planning has been oc-
curring and how can the city council think it is 
playing fair with the taxpayers and homeowners? 
One resident’s concern follows...

“The city is being completely irresponsible 
and remiss by allowing all of this new unchecked 
development,” said Joyce Furfero, chairperson of 
the New Rochelle Confederation of Neighbor-
hood Associations. 

The city has the responsibility for monitor-
ing the number of students to be generated from 
all of this new development and to be sure that 
any tax abatements and/or payments in lieu of 
taxes are suffi cient to guarantee full funding 
for future enrollments. The fi nal general envi-
ronmental impact statement for the downtown 
overlay zone indicated that several schools in 
the New Rochelle school system are already at 
or near tipping points. That is, the schools cannot 
hold any more students without massive capital 
expenditures for expansion. 

The city is remiss in allowing so much ad-
ditional development outside of the DOZ, such as 
Beckwith Pointe, 730 North Ave., the Lombardi, 
Burling Lane and Union Avenue, where it is not 
requiring these developers to submit the neces-
sary and proper environmental impact statements 
to indicate what the additional students’ burden 
will be for the schools. Nor is the city requiring 
these developers to provide for future capital im-
provements for schools that will exceed tipping 
points.

It is clear that there is a gap on how the resi-
dents perceive what is happening with develop-
ment and how our elected offi cials and City Hall 
employees view this problem. There is certainly 
some moral obligation on the part of city offi cials 
and council members to the children of the city to 
provide for proper planning. Sadly, children will 
be the innocent victims of poor city planning.

In a letter to New York 
State Commissioner of Edu-
cation MaryEllen Elia, State 
Sen. George Latimer has 
called on her to use her au-
thority to block the imple-
mentation of any proposed 
punitive actions when par-
ents opt their children out of 
standardized tests.

Latimer, ranking mem-
ber of the Senate Education 
Committee, commended 
Elia for opposing the pro-
posed sanctions, which 
would reduce funding for 
disadvantaged students in 
districts with opt-out rates exceeding 5 per-
cent. The commissioner opposed the plan, 
proffered a part of a new federal regulation 
by U.S. Secretary of Education John King in 
her comments on the proposal, and has spoken 
out publicly against the idea over the last two 
weeks.

In his letter to Elia, Latimer wrote: “We 

all know that the roll out 
of these tests and the ham-
handed implementation cre-
ated huge turmoil, and in no 
small part contributed to the 
climate of distrust that ex-
ists among some parents. 
And since then, you have 
been extremely fair, pro-
tecting local school districts 
from added confusion and 
punishment.” 

Latimer pointed out to 
Elia that under the proposed 
regulation, his district alone 
stood to lose more than $15 
million in Title I funding, a 

program created by President Lyndon Johnson 
as part of the War on Poverty.

“My request in this letter is simple: I im-
plore you to pledge that you will neither enact 
nor enforce any such punitive measures in the 
State of New York if our pleas to abandon this 
part of the regulation go unheard by Secretary 
King,” wrote Latimer.

with the help of The Innocence Project. Further 
DNA testing via the DNA Databank not only 
reaffirmed his innocence, but also identified the 
actual perpetrator, who was serving time for 
having killed a mother of two just a few years 
after committing the 1989 murder.

Deskovic was denied a re-opening of the 
case by former Westchester District Attorney 
Jeanine Pirro, who also declined requests to 
have additional DNA testing performed to prove 
his innocence. It was DA Janet DiFiore who au-
thorized the DNA test, which led to Deskovic’s 
exoneration.

Instead of taking a path of anger and rage 
toward the judicial system and society that 
wrongfully took away most of his young adult-
hood, Deskovic fought for change. After his 
release, he graduated from Mercy College with 
a bachelor’s degree in behavioral science, and 
John Jay College of Criminal Justice with a 
master’s degree. He has delivered more than 
100 presentations across the country, authored 
more than 200 articles on wrongful convictions, 
and made appearances in front of the New York 
State and Connecticut legislatures. 

In 2011, he formed the Jeffrey Deskovic 
Foundation for Justice, which has exonerated 
two wrongfully convicted prisoners.

Deskovic, who will start attending law 
school at the Elizabeth Haub School of Law 
at Pace University this semester, explained: 
“While I have exonerated two people with the 
help of my nonprofit organization, I want to 
be able to more directly help others who were 
wrongfully convicted, just as I was. I want to go 
from coaching on the sidelines, to exonerating 
others directly.”

Deskovic’s narrative fits into today’s na-
tionwide discussion about our police and the 
communities they serve. Another question that 
really can’t be answered is: What does society 
do with the Deskovics who are released but have 
troubles from their time in prison and need help? 

Liliana Segura, a journalist with a longtime 
focus on prisons, prisoners and the failings and 
excessiveness of the U.S. criminal justice sys-
tem, who writes for theintercept.com, wrote 
about the Deskovic Foundation’s efforts to aid 
William Lopez, who was freed from prison and 
was the foundation’s first exoneree that they 
helped.

She wrote: “On a snowy evening in late 
March, just over a year after walking out of pris-
on, where he had spent 23 years for a crime he 
didn’t commit, William Lopez entered a CVS in 
the Bronx and did something inexplicable. After 
paying for a prescription at the pharmacy coun-
ter, he paused to grab some other things – two 
sticks of Old Spice deodorant and some allergy 
medicine. Then, without paying, and in full view 
of a security guard, he walked out. Police were 
called and Lopez was arrested.

“Lopez told his lawyer he had been pre-
occupied and took the items by accident... But 
Deskovic, Lopez’s closest friend, heard a dif-
ferent explanation – one that disturbed him. To 
him, Lopez confessed, ‘He committed a petty 
theft to get re-incarcerated.’

“Deskovic was stunned. Just a few weeks 
earlier, The New York Times had published a 
long profile featuring both of them, showing 
Lopez moving on with his life – singing kara-
oke and bonding with other former New York 
inmates who had been released after wrongful 
convictions… No one could have guessed he 
would sabotage his freedom by shoplifting $30 
worth of stuff.”

Lopez’s actions seem inexplicable to most 
of us. But then, most of us haven’t served de-
cades in prison for a crime we didn’t commit. 
Segura lets Deskovic explain his friend’s state 
of mind:

“Lopez was ‘in a dark place,’ Deskovic 
says. And to a certain degree, he understood. 
Himself exonerated in 2006 after spending 16 
years in prison for a rape and murder he did not 

commit, Deskovic had fought his own demons 
after being released. But not only did he survive, 
in 2012 he founded the Jeffrey Deskovic Foun-
dation for Justice, with the mission of finding 
and freeing others like himself. 

“Lopez was the organization’s first suc-
cess story – Deskovic proudly walked him out 
of Brooklyn Supreme Court in January 2013. 
Then, he refused to leave his side. Deskovic 
knew too well how hard it is to emerge from 
prison to, as he puts it, ‘a world that you don’t 
belong to.’ He wanted his foundation to ensure 
that new exonerees did not struggle as much 
as he had. So Deskovic tried to provide Lopez 
with all the things the state had not: a temporary 
apartment, some money to get by, and guidance 
on everything from cell phones to the subway. In 
the process, the two became fast friends. 

“‘I saw a lot of myself in him,’ Deskovic 
says, ‘even though he was a lot older than me.’

“On the day he walked into that CVS, Des-
kovic says, Lopez had no desire to go back to 
prison – quite the opposite. But he had become 
convinced that it was inevitable and wanted to 
control how it happened. Lopez was convicted 
in 1990 of shooting and killing a drug dealer in 
Brighton Beach, Brooklyn, despite a complete 
lack of credible evidence. The federal judge who 
released him called his case ‘rotten from day 
one,’ lambasting prosecutors as ‘overzealous 
and deceitful,’ and urged the state to apologize. 
Yet Lopez’s ordeal was far from over. 

“Veteran Brooklyn District Attorney 
Charles Hynes refused to drop the charges 
against Lopez, instead filing an appeal to rein-
state his conviction. Never mind that ‘the pros-
ecution’s evidence was flimsy to begin with,’ 
as U.S. District Judge Nicholas Garaufis wrote, 
‘and has since been reduced to rubble by facts 
arising after trial.’ Hynes wanted to send Lopez 
back to prison anyway.

“So, even as Lopez celebrated his first year 
of freedom over lasagna and wine this past Jan-
uary, the fear of prison haunted him. As court 
dates in the appeal approached, ‘it started to play 
a larger and larger role in his mind,’ Deskovic 
says, ‘to the point where he was mentally pre-
paring himself to be re-incarcerated.’ Lopez’s 
arrest at CVS came just over a week before oral 
arguments were scheduled to start.

“‘There was an element of me that was an-
gry at him,’ Deskovic recalls. But he knew Lo-
pez was driven by fear. Both men had seen peo-
ple sent back to prison because prosecutors did 
not want to admit to a wrongful conviction. For 
Lopez, the dread was too much to handle. ‘He 
said, look, Jeff, if I’m gonna go back, why wait? 
Let me get used to it.’ His original sentence had 
been 25 years to life; he thought he would have a 
shot at getting out on parole. However irrational 
it seemed, for Lopez, it felt like a way to control 
his own destiny.

“Lopez didn’t go to jail for his shoplifting. 
He was later cleared by newly elected Brooklyn 
DA Kenneth Thompson, who ran on a campaign 
to clean up the mess that Hynes had created. 
Sadly, just a couple months after his name had 
finally been cleared, Lopez died from an asthma 
attack.

“To Deskovic, this reality is far more cruel 
than what the headlines claimed. Had Lopez 
become financially stable more quickly, maybe 
he would have been less burdened. Maybe he 
would still be alive. ‘Why does it need to be this 
long, drawn-out process? It doesn’t seem fair or 
just to me,’ he says. ‘It typically takes less than 
a year to wrongfully convict people. Why does 
it take so much longer to compensate them? Is 
it because the defendant in one case is a regular 
person and in the other defendant is the state?’” 
(End of Segura article.)

Jeff, on behalf of the people we entrusted in 
law enforcement and our Westchester prosecu-
tors who did not properly review and enforce the 
law, the more than $40 million in damages you 
have been rewarded by Westchester and Putnam 
County law enforcement cannot bring back the 
thousands of days you spent in prison for noth-
ing. Good luck in law school.

requires more disclosure from lobbyists and po-
litical consultants who have clients with business 
before the state and who provide service to elected 
officials in Albany. The new law also applies more 
rules for nonprofit organizations, and those who 
examine and sometimes criticize government, by 
forcing them to disclose their donors. This will 
make it more difficult for non-profits – who are 
obviously not the problem of corruption in Albany 
– to raise money and do their job exposing corrup-
tion and shady government business in the capital. 

A Cuomo spokesperson foolishly responded 
to questions about including nonprofits in the 
ethics bill but not rules for legislators, by saying 
“good-government groups are all for transparency, 
except when it applies to them.”

Ken Lovett from the Daily News and Fred 
Dicker of the New York Post, the two journalistic 
watchdogs of New York State government, struck 
down the bill immediately in their columns and ra-
dio shows. 	

“Susan Lerner, executive director of Common 
Cause/NY, said the law does not address the root 
causes of corruption, including outside income 
earned by lawmakers and a loophole that allows 
businesses to give virtually unlimited amounts of 
campaign donations,” wrote Lovett. 

“Common Cause/NY is deeply disappointed 
that Gov. Andrew Cuomo has chosen to ignore the 
causes of systematic corruption in Albany, and in-
stead wrongfully punish organizations’ proper and 
lawful collaboration to more effectively advocate 
for their causes,” added Lerner.

Another interesting part of the ethics bill is 
that it was passed in June but signed by the gover-
nor in the middle of the summer.

Criticism of the bill has come from the left 
and the right of the political spectrum. “This pho-
ny ethics reform bill was the product of backroom 
dealing, passed in the dead of night by legislators 
who didn’t have time to read it,” said Reclaim New 
York Executive Director Brandon Muir. “Now, it’s 
been signed behind closed doors, 67 days after it 
was pushed through with a ‘Message of Necessity’ 
to skip a three-day review period.

“Every step of the way, Albany has stabbed 

New Yorkers who demanded real ethics reform 
right in the back,” she continued. “Their attacks on 
transparency, and abuse of the Constitution, have 
resulted in laws that do nothing to fix the corrup-
tion that has led politician after politician away 
in handcuffs. Instead, they turned on citizens and 
made it harder for them to speak out… A dirty pro-
cess like this will never yield clean government. 
Legislative leaders and the governor should be 
ashamed of this disgrace.” 

“The Legislature and the governor missed 
a huge opportunity in responding to the (public) 
outcry,” added Dick Dadey of Citizens Union. 
“Ninety percent of New Yorkers wanted action on 
ethics reform that basically dealt with preventing 
corruption, and they did nothing.” He was refer-
ring to a Quinnipiac poll conducted that found that 
more than 90 percent of New Yorkers said they 
think corruption is a serious problem and want ac-
tion on ethics reform. 

The “baloney sandwich” that we refer to in 
our headline is this so-called ethics bill that was 
passed to show the voters that our legislators in 
Albany are trying to control themselves. Let the 
readers and voters in Westchester realize and un-
derstand this is not what happened. No meaningful 
ethics reform has been passed and if you receive a 
piece of mail this fall from an Assembly member or 
senator who claims that ethics reform was passed, 
send it to our newspapers and we will feature it and 
hold them accountable for deceptive politics. 

Pay raises for our legislators should not be 
passed until we get meaningful ethics reform. 
Some senators and Assembly members have said 
that should be the case. As union members across 
the country get a new contract by giving back 
something to help pay for it, so should our state 
politicians. If they want a raise, then give some-
thing back for your pay raises – to the people and 
taxpayers. 

That can be ethics reform… or it can be 
term limits for leadership positions in the Senate 
and Assembly, or even getting the ball rolling on 
a State Constitution amendment to strip pensions 
from the likes of Sheldon Silver and Dean Skelos. 

Don’t hold your breath for any real ethics re-
form to come from Albany before Election Day. 
The capital gave us our baloney sandwich, which 
we can eat and accept, or throw it in the garbage 
and demand more.

For 10 years, Peter Falk brilliantly portrayed 

Lt. Columbo, a Los Angeles Police Department 
detective of Italian descent, in the hit television se-
ries “Columbo” that ran from 1968 to 1978. While 
wearing his trademark wrinkled raincoat, chroni-
cally absent-minded and perpetually disheveled, 
Columbo would quickly and intellectually disarm 
a suspected murderer. Through skilled and insight-
ful questioning, and with a keen eye for detail, he 
was able to solve the most complex homicides.

However, putting Hollywood fantasies aside, 
Falk, a native New Yorker and graduate of Ossin-
ing High School and Syracuse University, sadly 
spent his last days allegedly suffering from the 
ravages of Alzheimer’s disease while isolated from 
his family and friends by his second wife, who was 
his court-appointed conservator under California 
Law. As Falk’s conservator, she allegedly pre-
vented Falk’s daughter and other family members 
from visiting him, failed to notify them of major 
changes in his condition, and even allegedly failed 
to notify them of his demise in 2011 and his funeral 
arrangements.

Because of her heart-breaking experience, 
his daughter, Catherine Falk, has fought to have 
legislation passed nationwide, known as Peter 
Falk’s Law, which provides specific guidelines that 
guardians/conservators for an incapacitated person 
must comply with relevant visitation rights and no-
tice of end of life.

In New York, bill A. 3461-C/S.5154-C was 
passed by the Assembly and Senate and, July 21, 
2016, Gov. Andrew Cuomo signed the legislation 
into law. Thus, New York has become one of the 
many states that has adopted Peter Falk’s Law.

As a result of the enactment of Peter Falk’s 
Law, the Mental Hygiene Law of New York was 
amended with three new paragraphs relevant to 
Guardianship duties. They include: 

“The order of appointment shall identify the 
person entitled to receive notice of the incapaci-
tated person’s death, the intended disposition of the 
remains of the decedent, funeral arrangements and 
final resting place when that information is known 
or can be reasonably ascertained by the guardian,”

“The order of appointment may identify the 
person or persons entitled to notice of the incapaci-
tated person’s transfer to a medical facility.”

And, “The order of appointment may identify 
the person entitled to visit the incapacitated person, 
if they so choose. However, the identification of 
such persons in the order shall in no way limit the 
person entitled to visit the incapacitated person.”

Clearly, the intent of Peter Falk’s Law is to 
ensure that children from a previous marriage, 
as well as other family members, are not denied 
the right to visit their incapacitated parent and/or 
loved one by a current spouse who is a guardian/
conservator with whom they may have a poor rela-
tionship. The law in essence requires that the court 
appointing a guardian to address the issue of visi-
tation, notice of transfer to a medical facility and 
death in the initial order appointing a guardian for 
the incapacitated person. 

Ultimately, the goal is to prevent a guardian 
from improperly isolating his or her ward and/or 
limiting visitation.

Congresswoman Nita 
Lowey, the senior Demo-
crat on the House Appropri-
ations Committee, recently 
sent a letter to Mylan Chief 
Executive Officer Heather 
Bresch expressing concern 
over the skyrocketing cost 
of EpiPens.

“According to various 
news accounts, the price 
of EpiPen has increased 
400 percent since 2007,” 
wrote Lowey. “Such a dra-
matic increase in the cost 
of live-saving medication 
is of tremendous concern. 
Food allergies, which often require immedi-
ate medical intervention, affect an estimated 
15 million Americans, including one in every 
13 children.”

Access to EpiPens remains as critical now 
as ever, particularly ahead of a new school 
year. In the letter, Lowey appealed directly to 
Bresch, urging Mylan to take immediate steps 
to lower the cost of these life-saving devices.

“Such a dramatic increase in the cost of 
live-saving medication is of tremendous con-
cern,” continued Lower. “While a variety of 

allergies result in the pre-
scription of EpiPens, as 
you are well aware, food 
allergies, which often re-
quire immediate medical 
intervention, affect an es-
timated 15 million Ameri-
cans, including one in ev-
ery 13 children.

“Access to EpiPens 
remains as critical now 
as ever. According to my 
constituents, if the price of 
EpiPen continues to rise, 
medical personal, school 
officials and family mem-
bers could be forced to use 

cheaper options, such as manual syringes, 
which are more complicated to administer 
and less effective. We could face a situation 
in which millions of families and schools sim-
ply cannot afford to keep the device on hand, 
which would be catastrophic. 

“Particularly ahead of a new school year, 
I urge you to take immediate steps to lower 
the cost of critically-needed EpiPens, which 
are essential for the health and well-being of 
millions of children and adults,” concluded 
Lowey. 

Lowey Urges Reduced Cost

over the new public-private partnership agreement 
that was completed between Westchester County 
and Standard Amusements, differing opinions on 
the future of the pool at Playland, and “mega” 
amusement park Legoland being built one hour 
away, all raise questions about whether Playland 
will remain as is – a county-owned amusement 
park that loses a couple of million dollars a year. 

The County Board of Legislators recently 
met to discuss the lawsuit filed by Rye Mayor Joe 
Sack, alleging that that the county should not be 
the lead agency in certifying compliance with the 
State Environmental Quality Review Act and that 
Sack and the City of Rye weren’t aware that West-
chester County was conducting the necessary SE-
QRA analysis for the redevelopment of Playland.

The majority of the Litigation Commit-
tee meeting was conducted in executive session 
because the discussion took place between leg-
islators and the county attorney about litigation 
strategy, which means it is protected as commu-
nication between an attorney and his clients and 
exempt from the state’s Open Meetings Law. Fol-
lowing the meeting, legislators expressed confi-
dence that the county fully complied with SEQRA 
and sharply disagreed with Sack’s claims.

Legislator Lyndon Williams of Mount Ver-
non, a practicing attorney and chairwoman of the 
Litigation Committee, said: “The City of Rye’s 
contention that Westchester County should not 
be the lead agency for the SEQRA review associ-
ated with the work at Playland is not supported 
by arguments made in the city’s complaint nor by 
any precedent. Playland is a county park on coun-
ty-owned property, which makes Westchester 
County the party responsible for the environmen-
tal review. If the county were to cede that respon-
sibility to the City of Rye, it would establish an 
improper and likely deleterious precedent for all 

the other county park properties throughout West-
chester. This precedent could greatly increase the 
timeline for all county renovations and repairs.”

Legislator Gordon Burrows of Yonkers and 
Bronxville, who is also a practicing attorney and 
a member of the Litigation Committee, added: 
“The City of Rye’s claim that they were unaware 
of the county planning department’s ongoing SE-
QRA review and that the review did not take ‘a 
hard look at’ environmental impacts is, frankly, 
preposterous. Not only were the county’s activi-
ties well documented in local media, the mayor’s 
office accommodated public hearings on the mat-
ter in the Rye City Council’s own chambers. The 
notion that Mayor Sack could have remained ig-
norant to the county’s protracted review process 
strains credulity.  I am confident the county will 
prevail in court.”

Playland operated as it always has this sum-
mer, with Standard Amusements set to begin run-
ning and improving the park next year. A $1.5 
million payment was due to the county from 
Standard and its principal Nick Singer, but there 
has been no public comment or discussion on this 
payment, which some believe was not met. 

The future of the Playland pool has also been 
debated by the county, the new operator and the 
BOL. Some want the pool to stay, while others 
want it removed for another use. 

In Goshen, a mega-amusement, 117-acre 
Legoland is currently under review, with support-
ers and opponents speaking out on the park, that 
some believe will take away revenue and visitors 
from Playland, which is just under 60 miles away. 

Standard Amusement wants to put in two 
new marquee rides, which some believe the park 
needs to bring in more riders. A rendering of one 
of the rides is our photo on the front page. 

Singer continues to be optimistic about the 
future of Playland starting next year. “This place 
is going to be an absolute gem and a huge asset 
to Westchester County for generations to come,” 
he said.

The heroin was to be sold in Westchester 
and the Hudson Valley, and NYC, Long Island 
and up the east coast. The upper-middle-class 
Croton home was rented for $3,500 per month, 
an expensive “stash house” the drug pushers 
could easily afford. 

In the criminal complaint against two al-
leged dealers, DEA Special Agent Chad (last 
name withheld) said he overheard several 
phone conversations with the dealers in which 
they were discussing the shipment and where it 
would go. 

The DEA agent then traced the cell phone 
call to the Croton home, where on Aug. 23 a 
tractor-trailer pulled into the driveway and un-
loaded a trailer that held 65 pounds of heroin. 
The drug dealers were also overheard discussing 
the price of a kilo of heroin, valued at $56,000 to 
$57,000, and each kilogram yielding thousands 
of single doses, or “dime bags,” or heroin.

Our elected officials have all spoken out 
about the problem of young adults in Westches-
ter and Putnam getting addicted to prescription 
medications and then moving on to heroin, re-
sulting in overdose and death. 

State Sen. Terrence Murphy has called for 
harsher penalties for major dealers. “We need 
stiffer penalties for major drug traffickers to 
make sure they’re not back out on the streets 
pushing their poison to our kids and neighbors,” 
he said. “New York needs to send a message to 
the major dealers that they will be put away for 

a long time.”
Under Murphy’s proposal, which passed 

the Senate earlier this year, anyone selling a con-
trolled substance valued at $25,000 or greater 
would be eligible to be prosecuted as a major 
trafficker. In this instance, the $2.3 million value 
of the drugs seized in Croton would more than 
qualify the accused to be charged with a class 
A-1 felony and face a minimum of 15 years in 
prison.

“Having chaired the Senate’s Task Force on 
Heroin and Opioid Abuse, as well as serving on 
Gov. (Andrew) Cuomo’s task force, we know it 
will take a multi-pronged approached to address 
this terrible epidemic,” said Murphy. “This was 
a recommendation of the Senate’s Task Force 
and today’s news only further justifies it. There 
is no place in our community for major drug 
dealers and I only hope the individuals arrested 
in Croton receive the maximum time in jail.” 

The source of the truckloads of heroin 
crossing our borders is a federal problem that 
cannot be properly addresses by Murphy or any 
local official. The supply of heroin into West-
chester and Putnam has become an epidemic 
that should be addressed immediately by the 
federal government. 

Our local communities are working to treat 
the addicted and educate the public on the dan-
gers of opioid and heroin abuse. Now our feder-
al government needs to deal with stopping, or at 
least attempting to stop the flow of heroin across 
the Mexican-U.S. border. 

This is an issue that should also be ad-
dressed on the presidential level, but has been 
overshadowed by nonsense.

by Kellyanne Conway, who is now Trump’s 
Presidential advisor, spokeswoman and voice 
of reason, showed that Cuomo was leading 
Trump in a possible gubernatorial matchup but 
that with Cuomo’s negative ratings, the Donald 
could be a dangerous opponent. 

Another campaign paper on a Cuomo-
Trump race submitted by an upstate GOP as-
semblyman peaked Trump’s interest even more, 
with the words “springboard to the presidency.” 
Clearly Trump was pondering a run for the 
White House two years before his 2016 cam-
paign. But there was a problem that Trump 
would have to overcome and settle before Re-
publicans and Conservatives would get on his 
trial balloon, and that was Rob Astorino. 

Most New York Republicans and Con-
servatives were ready to back Astorino, who 
had just won re-election as county executive 
in 2013, handily defeating Democrat Noam 
Bramson. Astorino was likeable, well-spoken 
and a step up from the failed GOP gubernatorial 
bid of Carl Paladino in 2010.

New York State Conservative Chairman 
Mike Long spoke with Trump, who wanted 
Astorino to get out of the race as a condition 
of “Trump for Governor” to take off.  Long re-
fused and Trump contacted Astorino directly to 
try and get him out of the race. 

An invitation to Trump Tower awaited our 
county executive, who told Donald that he was 
staying in the race for governor. After the meet-
ing, Astorino was asked to join a “unity ticket” 
with Trump as the gubernatorial candidate and 
Astorino as lieutenant governor. 

The proposal was for Astorino to serve 
under Trump for a year, and then Trump would 
run for president and hand over the keys to the 
governor’s mansion to Astorino.  

Astorino refused the offer, which turned 
out not to matter, as Trump declined to run for 
governor and Astorino lost to Cuomo by a 54-
40 percent margin, and was outspent by more 
than fi ve-to-one with Cuomo raising $48 mil-
lion.

Another interesting angle to this story is 
how real the “Trump for Governor” movement 

became, with dozens of GOP county chairman 
and elected offi cials heading to Manhattan in 
early 2014 to try to woo Trump into the race. 
But one New York Republican not interested 
in Trump as governor was GOP Chairman Ed 
Cox. Some Republicans blamed Cox for not 
encouraging Trump to run and for not encour-
aging Astorino to get out or take the lieutenant 
governor spot. 

In early 2014, Trump ended the contro-
versy with one of his infamous tweets, which 
read: “While I won’t be running for governor 
of New York State, a race I would have won, I 
have much bigger plans in mind – stay tuned, 
will happen!”

Both Mike Long and Carl Paladino have 
confi rmed the Trump-Astorino dream ticket that 
never came to be. 

Astorino has quipped about 2014 in his re-
cent appearances as an AM radio host on WOR 
710 AM, and WROW, AM 590 Albany, and has 
retold the story. “Trump was happy he didn’t 
run for governor because now he can be presi-
dent of the United States,” said Astorino, whose 
continued love of radio make him a natural for 
a New York talk show host in the future, if and 
when his political career ends. 

Astorino campaigned under the slogan 
“Let’s Make New York Great Again,” following 
former President Ronald Reagan’s 1980 “Let’s 
Make America Great Again” campaign line that 
Trump also uses. 

The Trump-Astorino story is similar to 
the Dump Trump conspiracy theory, which 
has Donald stepping aside and Vice President 
Mike Pence running for, or becoming, presi-
dent. Whether this theory takes place before the 
Nov. 8 election, or when and if Trump is elected 
president, is unclear. 

But the thought of Trump handing back 
the GOP nomination still dances in the heads of 
many Republicans, including the PAC Free the 
Delegates, which continues its efforts to dump 
Trump with a television ad that calls on Don-
ald to “keep your word,” and uses Trump’s own 
comments made in the spring of this year when 
he said, “If I were behind in the polls and if I 
were doing poorly, then why would I continue.”

Some think it’s lunacy to call on Trump to 
resign the nomination, but for others, it’s a good 
use of the millions.

and give residents and voters a chance to “meet” 
the candidates and see what they stand for.

The challenge in the Democratic primary will 
be which nominee from the Bronx or Mt. Vernon 
will receive the most votes, and with fi ve candi-
dates, how many votes it will take to win. Repub-
licans stand no chance in this heavily Democratic 
Senate district. 

 “I am a homegrown candidate with a great 
understanding of the issues my neighbors face – 
and I have the energy, desire and skillset to address 
these issues and bring about change,” said Bailey, 
who has the support of Assembly Speaker Carl 
Heastie. “Opportunity is what our children need. 
We must revamp the way we look at education; we 
must focus on the whole child and take a deeper 
look at the external factors our children face. All of 
our children need the tools to succeed, and it is our 
job to give them these tools. We should be provid-
ing academic, social and emotional assistance to 
students from early childhood through graduation 
and college enrollment.

“I believe a more engaged and informed com-
munity is a community that can thrive,” he con-
tinued. “I believe criminal justice reform is sorely 
needed in this day and age of overcrowded prisons 
for minor crimes, unjust legal decisions and on-
going injustice. I believe that access to civil legal 
services should widely be made available because 
people need help navigating the courts that deal 
with family issues, landlord-tenant and property 
matters. We have to ensure our vibrant senior citi-
zen population continues to thrive in our commu-
nity. 

“I am a father, and a husband, and I under-
stand the issues that families face on a day-to-day 
basis. I am from, and for this community. I am a 
leader. I believe government has the ability to 
transform lives and communities, and that is why 
I want to be your next state senator from the 36th 
Senate District.”

In the race for the 94th Assembly District in 
northern Westchester to replace, to replace Katz – 
who is best known for getting caught on his way 
to work in Albany smoking a joint while driving 
on the Thruway – three candidates are running, in-
cluding two Republicans who will face off in the 
GOP primary, the winner of which is expected to 
win in November in the Republican-leaning dis-
trict. 

First-time candidate and lifelong Putnam resi-
dent Kevin Byrne has the endorsement of the Put-
nam and Westchester GOPs. Byrne has been active 
in the Putnam County GOP for many years, and 
has assisted dozens of campaigns and served as 
secretary and vice chairman of the Putnam County 
Republican Committee.

A few 
years later his devotion to constituent service was 
recognized by Congresswoman Nan Hayworth, 
who appointed him deputy district director. More 
recently, he has helped people and families suf-
fering from cardiovascular disease as regional di-
rector of the American Heart Association. While 
working full-time, Byrne also completed his 
graduate studies at Marist College, from which he 
received a master’s degree in public administra-
tion, specifi cally in health care administration, in 
2015.

One quote from Byrne rang true from his an-
nouncement, for those of us between 40 and 50 
years old who grew up in Westchester and have 

stayed here: “The sad fact is that most of their 
friends and classmates from youth have moved 
out of New York. A generation is being lost, and 
we all know the reasons: high taxes, out-of-con-
trol government spending, corrupt politics, and 
jobs fl eeing the avalanche of mandates that make 
life impossible for small businesses to survive.”

Challenging Byrne in the GOP primary is 
Carmel Town Councilwoman Suzi McDonough 
who called the endorsement of Byrne by the 
Westchester and Putnam Republican parties “just 
another attempt by party bosses to keep a lid on 
the status quo. Not being endorsed by proxies and 
the political machine is fi ne with me,” she said.

McDonough has lived in Mahopac for more 
than 50 years. She graduated from Mahopac High 
School and a few years later married Jimmy Mc-
Donough. Together they owned and operated suc-
cessful businesses in the Hudson Valley and had 
fi ve children.

“I am pro-life, pro-Second Amendment, and 
support a compassionate yet limited government,” 
said McDonough when fi rst announcing her ex-
ploratory campaign earlier this year. “Our com-
munities deserve a respected conservative voice 
in Albany to watch out for our families and our 
state. We kick off this exploratory phase to listen 
directly to the people. I raised fi ve children in Ma-
hopac; ran a business; worked on the most pressing 
constituent, community and legislative issues as a 
senior staff member for the State Legislature; and 
currently serve on the Carmel Town Board. I’ve 
seen fi rsthand that New York State is heading in 
the wrong direction. Whether the issue be property 
taxes, the SAFE Act or late-term abortion, now 
more than ever, we must stand up as New Yorkers 
to protect and defend our way of life from Albany 
overreach.”

In 2004, McDonough’s life took an unexpect-
ed turn when father died in July and her husband 
was diagnosed with cancer and passed away seven 
months later, in February 2005. Understanding the 
fi nancial and emotional stress cancer can endure, 
and with help from the community, her family and 
her friends, she started a non-profi t organization 
that helps families deal with the diagnosis of can-
cer.

“Over the next several months, my goal is 
to meet as many of my neighbors in Putnam and 
Westchester counties as possible,” she said. “I 
want to hear from you, listen to you and, I will be 
going door to door to do exactly that. There are no 
easy answers, but working together we can build 
opportunity for everyone. I look forward to meet-
ing you in person.

“We are excited to be running for an open 
seat, yet whether the incumbent was in or out, I 
have always been in this race to win it,” contin-
ued McDonough. “The hardworking voters of this 
district deserve a serious, conservative voice who 
is truly committed to public service for the right 
reasons. While I am pro-life, pro-Second Amend-
ment and a solid fi scal Conservative, I will serve as 
a loyal public servant to all of my constituents, and 
on both sides of the aisle.”

Byrne will be running on the Conservative, 
Independence and Reform Party lines regardless of 
the GOP primary outcome.

Last week we said good-bye to a good friend 

of our newspapers, and a friend of Yonkers, Fran-
cesca Martinelli, who passed away at the age of 
82 after a courageous battle with cancer. Mrs. 
Martinelli, as I always called her out of deference 
to the respect that she was entitled to, served as 
the caretaker of the newspapers that you are now 
reading for several years after the passing of her 
husband and Martinelli Publications owner, Ralph 
Martinelli. 

Coming on board to run a small business is 
always difficult for a widow or family member 
to do, and most of those businesses fail within a 
short period of time. Combine that with the fact 
that Mrs. Martinelli inherited into a business sec-
tor, the newspaper business already being on the 
rapid decline, and the challenges to keep the busi-
ness alive and the employees with their jobs for a 
period of time until a new owner could be found, 
the task was great. 

Fran Martinelli was a smart, shrewd busi-
nesswoman who could be tough when she had 
to. She also knew what her husband wanted to do 
with the future of the papers, and the papers’ home 
in a building in downtown Yonkers.

She could easily have said “I’m done” and 
walked away from the hassles and hardships that 
the newspaper placed before her. But she stayed, 
and waited, for the offer and the person Ralph 
would have approved of. 

For three years, Martinelli came into the of-
fice and made sure that the number one job of a 
newspaper publisher was accomplished every 
week: that the papers were out and the employees 
were paid. Eventually, she found the right buyer 
in Nick Sprayregen, who also recently passed 
away, and Mrs. Martinelli was able to hand off 
the papers and go back to her life before Ralph’s 
passing. 

Fran loved art and was an active and re-
spected artist who had exhibits in Westchester and 
Rockland counties. After selling the business she 
was able to move to a Croton condo where she 
could look out on the Hudson River and paint. 

Mrs. Martinelli also had a large and close 
family to fall back on, who helped her through 
her years as a Westchester newspaper publisher. 
I hope the final 10 years of her live included that 

peace, and her love of art and her family. 
I will always remember what she did for the 

people of Yonkers, most of whom did not know 
of her or about her, in saving the newspapers and 
keeping them alive during a period when it was 
difficult to do so. She did it with class and style 
and effectiveness, and the same newspapers are 
still printing today.

8 at 6:30 p.m., followed 
by an expert panel dis-
cussion with track and 
field visionaries Dr. Nor-
bert Sander and George 
Hirsch. 

Today, all anybody 
needs to run is the de-
termination and a pair 
of the right shoes. But 
just 50 years ago, run-
ning was viewed almost 
exclusively as the do-
main of elite male athletes who competed on 
tracks. With insight and propulsive energy, di-
rector Pierre Morath traces running’s rise to the 
1960s, in the new documentary “Free to Run.” 
The critically acclaimed film examines how the 
liberation movements and newfound sense of 
personal freedom that defined the era took the 
sport out of the stadiums and onto the streets, 
and how legends like Steve Prefontaine, Fred 
Lebow and Kathrine Switzer redefined running 
as a populist phenomenon.

After the screening, Clayton Bushong, 
director of programming, marketing and op-
erations at The Picture House, will moderate a 
discussion with Dr. Norbert Sander, winner of 
the 1974 New York City Marathon; and George 
Hirsch, one of the NYC Marathon’s founders 
and current chairman of New York Road Run-
ners.

Dr. Sander, who grew up in Yonkers, has 
lived his entire life in the NYC-metropolitan 
area. While at Fordham Prep and Fordham Uni-
versity, he feel in love with running while com-
peting in track and field. After medical school, 
Sander went into private practice as a pediatric 
physician, eventually running two success-
ful New York medical offices. But Sander still 
made time for his running – winning the 1974 
New York City Marathon – and is to this day 
the first and only New Yorker to have won the 
race. 

Sander’s passion for his sport eventually 
led to his mission in the early 1990s to save 
the Armory – Washington Heights’ famous 
indoor track and field arena, which had over 
time become run-down and eventually turned 
into a homeless shelter. Now a national historic 
landmark, the Armory is nationally renowned 
as the premier indoor track and field facility in 

America, seeing more than 400,000 visitors a 
year, and housing the National Track and Field 
Hall of Fame. The after-school program at the 
Armory is among the largest in New York City. 

Sander currently serves as president of the 
Armory Foundation, is on the board of direc-
tors of the New York Road Runners Club, and 
is the president of the NYRR Millrose Games, 
the country’s most famous indoor track and 
field meet.

Born in NYC and raised in New Rochelle 
where he attended public schools, Hirsch is a 
magazine publisher, founder of the New York 
City Marathon, a former candidate for U.S. 
Congress, and a television commentator. He 
was the founding publisher of “New York, 
New Times” and “The Runner” magazines. He 
was also the worldwide publisher of “Runner’s 
World,” the first publishing director of “Men’s 
Health,” and the publisher of “La Cucina Itali-
ana.” 

Hirsch graduated from Princeton Univer-
sity in 1956 with a bachelor’s degree in history 
(magna cum laude) and the Harvard Business 
School in 1962. Beginning in Boston in 1969, 
he has run 40 marathons with a personal best of 
2:38 set in Boston in 1979 at the age of 44. In 
2009, he ran his final marathon in New York at 
age 75. Hirsch won his age group in each of his 
last eight marathons. 

In 2014, Hirsch received a lifetime 
achievement award from the Association of In-
ternational Marathons and Distance Races. He 
is currently chairman of the board of the New 
York Road Runners.

Senator Andrea Stewart-Cousins recently 
spoke as a panelist at the Liberty Empower-
ment Session hosted by the Garden of Dreams 
Foundation and the New York Liberty Women’s 
Basketball Team at the Madison Square Garden 
Training Center in Tarrytown.

The Liberty Empowerment Session is a 
confidence-building workshop devised to em-
power young girls and instill in them a strong 
sense of self-esteem. One-hundred girls from 
the Children’s Aid Society, WHEDco, the Po-
lice Athletic League and SCO Family of Ser-
vices joined in a discussion with a panel of four 
speakers, including former WNBA star Teresa 
Weatherspoon, news anchor Rebecca Harlow, 
dancer and model Damaris Lewis and Stewart-
Cousins.

Panelists provided the girls with brief ac-
counts of their lives and discussed the biggest 
obstacles they had faced on the road to success. 
Moderator Kym Hampton, a former WNBA 
player, asked Stewart-Cousins about the mean-
ing of serving as a woman in a leadership posi-
tion in government.

“As the first female leader of a legislative 
conference in New York State, I’m proud to say 
that I’ve had a hand in smashing this political 
glass ceiling,” she said. “Government works 
best when it represents the needs and compo-

sition of the people it serves. Women make up 
almost 52 percent of the population, but only 21 
percent of the State Legislature is female. My 
hope is that my role in the Senate paves the way 
for women leaders in the future. We have a lot 
to bring to the table and we deserve to have a 
seat at it.”

After the discussion, the girls broke into 
smaller groups to participate in a basketball 
clinic, during which they moved between sta-
tions designed to teach them particular skills, 
including passing, shooting, dribbling, ball-
handling, strength and conditioning, and re-
bounding. Stewart-Cousins joined the other 
panelists in offering words of encouragement to 
the girls as they honed their skills on the court.

“If you have a passion, you should chase 
after it with everything you’ve got,” she said. 
“Train, educate yourself, and practice as much 
as you can. You can overcome any hardship life 
throws at you with enough preparation and con-
viction.”
